
 

Minutes of Council Meeting 
City of Minden, Nebraska 
March 20, 2017 
 
The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. for the regular session in the Council 
Chambers, pursuant to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the 
public as shown by the copy thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., 
Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and the Post Office.  A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk. 
 
Council President Evans called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Larry 
Evans, Teresa Sumstine, Bob Carlson, and Roger Jones. The following City Officials were present: City Attorney Tom 
Lieske, City Clerk Abbey Jordan, and City Administrator Matthew Cederburg. The following City Officials were absent: 
Mayor Ted Griess. 
 
All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Karen Labenz of Dana F. Cole & Company presented their unmodified opinion. This was the best report available as a 
result of the audit. Dana F. Cole & Company believed the financial statements were presented fairly in all material respects 
in accordance with basis of accounting. They noted that the City’s revenues exceeded expenses, there were no 
unauthorized transactions noted, and all funds were within the authorized budget. They also commented on how organized 
the records were, and how pleasant and helpful the staff was during the audit. Dana F. Cole & Company would recommend 
management to approve adjusting entries provided to the staff by the audit team. They also offered to help the City with 
questions as needed. No action taken.
