
 

Minutes of Council Meeting 
City of Minden, Nebraska 
May 15, 2017 
 
The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. for the regular session in the Council 
Chambers, pursuant to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the 
public as shown by the copy thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., 
Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and the Post Office.  A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk. 
 
Mayor Ted Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Larry Evans, 
Teresa Sumstine, Bob Carlson, and Roger Jones. The following City Officials were present: City Attorney Tom Lieske, 
Mayor Ted Griess, City Clerk Abbey Jordan, and City Administrator Matthew Cederburg. 
 
All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public. 
 
After roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance. Then Griess made the following 
statement: 
 

“Pursuant to the Open Meetings Act and Public Records Law Requirements a current copy of the Open Meetings Act is 
posted for public inspection on the east wall of the Council Chambers.  In addition, for public inspection, there is located 
on the table to the south of the chairs in the Council Chambers, a copy of the Council packet that was distributed to the 
members of the Council prior to this meeting.  The City Council will take public comments on an agenda item, if it is 
deemed necessary.  Please state your name and address prior to commenting.” 

 
Agenda item #3, Mayoral Announcements. The Mayor wanted to thank the Street Department for their great job of crack 
sealing across the City. He then wanted to congratulate the Minden High School graduates. Lastly, he spoke of a thank you 
letter he had received from General Manager Mark Leonard of Nebraska Educational Telecommunications. Leonard 
thanked the Mayor for participating in the NET Town Talks and taping of Backyard Farmer in Minden and his active and 
generous participation. Mayor Griess then thanked Jones and Sumstine for joining NET in their talk about Minden.

Evans motioned to approve the consent agenda and Carlson seconded.  On roll call, the following voted Aye: Evans, 
Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda item #5, Treasury Report, April 2017.  
 
Cederburg presented the Treasury Report for April 2017. No action taken.  
 
Agenda item #6, Budget Report, April 2017.  
 
Cederburg presented the Budget Report through April 2017. No action taken. 
 
Agenda Item #7, Consider Approval of Liquor License Manager Application for Megan C. Collins, in connection with the 
Minden Country Club. 
 
Jones motioned to approve the Liquor License Manager Application for Megan C. Collins, in connection with the Minden 
Country Club and Sumstine seconded.  On roll call, the following voted Aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion 
carried. 
 
Agenda Item #8, Discussion only of dog park development per Citizen Agenda Item Request.  
 
Sandra Nevitt of 127 North Smith Avenue expressed the positive impact a dog park in Kearney had on her through the 
connections she made with other dog owners and dog trainers. Nevitt stated fundraising wouldn’t be an issue. She 
mentioned police supervision and continued cost of maintaining the proposed dog park but reiterated the positive impact the 
park could have on the community. The standing issue was availability of City property. Various possibilities for a location 
for the dog park were brought up and the ongoing dog issue in Minden was also mentioned. Another benefit Nevitt noted 
was the requirement of dogs needing to be licensed in order to participate in the dog park. The Mayor suggested Nevitt 
speak with Matt Cederburg about grant possibilities for the dog park. No action taken. 
 
Agenda Item #9, Consider Approval for Water Distribution System Improvements change order #4 for adjusted final 
additional items and adjusted quantities.   
 
Cederburg stated the additional cost was due to a billing error in total feet of the sewer line along Industrial Drive.  The 
billing error, identified by the City, was missed by Rutjens and Olsson Associates.  Item #9 was considered along with Item 
#10. 
 
Agenda Item #10, Consider approval of Pay Request #6, final, of $22,018.50 for Rutjens Construction for Water Distribution 
System Improvements.  
 



 

Jones motioned to approve Water Distribution System Improvements change order #4 and Pay Request #6, final, of 
$22,018.50 for Rutjens Construction for Water Distribution System Improvements and Carlson seconded.  On roll call, the 
following voted Aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #11, Discussion of Phase I Water Infrastructure Improvement Costs. 
 
Cederburg showed the breakdown of costs for the Phase I Water Infrastructure Improvements. The Water Bond project, 
with four additions, was under budget with $204,835 remaining of the $2.9 million.  Cederburg mentioned that the bond 
funds need to be spent within 3 years and that the Utilities department and Cederburg will bring forth a proposal of 
improvements to apply towards the remaining funds.  No action taken.  
 
Agenda Item #12, Consider approval of Phase I Water Infrastructure Improvement recognition plaques. 
 
They Mayor suggested putting a plaque on the water treatment plant to recognize the improvements made with the Phase I 
Water Infrastructure Project. It was suggested that the citizens of Minden be recognized for their steps in making Phase I a 
reality. The estimated cost of a plaque would be $1,470.  
 
Jones motioned to approve the Phase I Water Infrastructure Improvement recognition plaque for the water treatment plant 
and Sumstine seconded.  On roll call, the following voted Aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #13, Consider Approval of pay request #2 of $22,889.94 to Midlands Contracting, Inc. for the extension of 
water and sewer services to Landmark.  
 
Jones motioned to approve the pay request #2 of 22,889.94 to Midlands Contracting, Inc. for the extension of water and 
sewer services to Landmark and Carlson seconded.  On roll call, the following voted Aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and 
Jones. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #14, Consider Approval of Change Order No. 1 - Final for the extension of water and sewer services to 
Landmark. 
 
Evans motioned to approve the Change of Order No. 1 - Final for the extension of water and sewer services to Landmark 
and Carlson seconded.  On roll call, the following voted Aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #15, Consider Approval of Certificate of Substantial Completion for the extension of water and sewer services 
to Landmark.  
 
Sumstine motioned to approve the Certificate of Substantial Completion for the extension of water and sewer services to 
Landmark and Evans seconded.  On roll call, the following voted Aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #16, Consider Approval of Sewer Jetting Plan as presented by Utilities Superintendent, Ryan Hurst. 
 
Hurst presented the Sewer Jetting Plan to the Council. 2017 will be the fourth year of sewer jetting and will be the remainder 
of the sewers.  The rotation will begin again in 2018 with all sewers being jetted every 4 years.  This plan would allow for 
improvements to be made in the current sewer system through inspections that would be taking place. The budget for the 
Sewer Jetting Plan is $47,000.  
 
Carlson motioned to approve the Sewer Jetting Plan as presented by Utilities Superintendent, Ryan Hurst and Sumstine 
seconded.  On roll call, the following voted Aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried. 



 

 
Agenda Item #17, Discussion only of Comprehensive Fee List.  
 
The Council was presented with a Comprehensive Fee List concerning the rate increases across departments in order to 
keep up with costs. The Mayor advised City Attorney Lieske to put the fee list into ordinance form and for the Council to look 
over the detailed list of fees and discuss them in depth at the June 19th Council Meeting.  No action taken. 
 
Agenda Item #18, Public Comments.   
 
Council Member Teresa Sumstine thanked Utilities Superintendent Ryan Hurst for his work on the Water Project.  
 
Agenda Item #19, Adjournment. 
 
Jones motioned to adjourn the meeting at 7:26 p.m. and Carlson seconded. On roll call, the following voted Aye: Evans, 
Sumstine, Jones, and Carlson. Meeting adjourned.
