The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in a special session in the Council Chambers, pursuant
to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and
the Post Office. A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.

Council President Larry Evans called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Larry Evans,
Teresa Sumstine, and Bob Carlson. The following City Council members were absent: Roger Jones. The following City Officials were
present: Mayor Ted Griess, City Attorney Tom Lieske, City Administrator Matt Cederburg, and City Clerk Abbey Jordan

ORDINANCE NO. 1218

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 70 OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA, BY
AMENDING SECTION 70-82, AS THE SAME RELATES TO NUMBERING STREETS AND BUILDINGS.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA:

Section 1. That Section 70-82 of the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska, be and the same is hereby
amended to read as follows:

Section 70-82 Displaying numbers.

(a) The owner, agent, lessee or occupant of any building or residence within the City shall number and cause to have placed
in public view on each such building, residence or mailbox numbers denoting the street address of the residence or structure.

(b) In the case of a building or premises that contains occupancy by multiple parties and is served by separate or individual
exterior doors, the apartment or unit number(s) or range of numbers must also be installed and maintained on the building
along with the assigned address number so that both are plainly seen and in a conspicuous place as near as possible to the
appropriate entrance thereto.
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(c) The numbers shall be plain, legible and of contrasting color with its background upon which they appear and shall be
maintained in such condition at all times. The numbers shall not be less than three inches in height by two inches in width.

Section 2. That any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to the passage, approval and publication or posting of this
ordinance and in conflict with its provisions is hereby repealed.

Section 3. This ordinance shall be known as Ordinance No. 1218 and shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, approval
and publication according to law.

THEREOF; PROVIDING FOR THE MANNER OF AMENDING SUCH CODE; AND PROVIDING WHEN SUCH CODE AND THIS
ORDINANCE SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, NEBRASKA:

Section 1. The Code Section entitled "Dogs", consisting of Chapter 10, Article Il, Divisions | and Il is hereby adopted.

Section 2. All ordinances applicable to Dogs enacted on or before July 20, 2017, and not included in the Code or recognized
and continued in force by reference therein, are repealed.
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Section 3. The repeal provided for in section 2 hereof shall not be construed to revive any ordinance or part thereof that has
been repealed by a subsequent ordinance that is repealed by this ordinance.

Section 4. This ordinance shall become effective after publication which may be in pamphlet form and shall be known as
Ordinance No. 1219.

Fees regarding building permit fees per square footage were also recommended to be raised due to the fees that the City
pays to Kearney. The idea behind the Comprehensive Fees List is to congregate the fees in the Municipal Code of Minden in an
appendix. Evans motioned to approve the Comprehensive Fees List and Carlson seconded. On roll call, the following voted Aye:
Evans, Sumstine, and Carlson. Absent and not voting: Jones. Motion carried.
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Agenda Item #12, Consider Approval of closure of the 200 block of E. 5t Street and the abutting sidewalk for food trucks, other
vendors, and craft vendors on Saturday, August 19, 2017 in accordance with City Code Section 58-1.

Marcia Davis of the Minden Chamber of Commerce recommended the closing of the 200 block of E. 5t Street due to the construction
happening on the Kearney County Courthouse lawn. Guests will be able to park in the old IGA parking lot and Davis has received an
okay from all businesses on the square. Sumstine motioned to approve the closure of the 200 block of E. 5 Street and the abutting
sidewalk for food trucks, other vendors, and craft vendors on Saturday, August 19, 2017 in accordance with City Code Section 58-1
and Carlson seconded. On roll call, the following voted Aye: Evans, Sumstine, and Carlson. Absent and not voting: Jones. Motion
carried.

Agenda Item #13, Discussion concerning parking on the 100 block of E. 2" Street per citizen request.

Concern was discussed about the narrow width of the 100 block of E. 2" Street and concern for how a firetruck or other emergency
vehicle would be unable to pass through if cars happened to be parked on both sides of the street. It was suggested to change parking
from Brown all the way to Colorado on E. 2 Street. The item was left up for discussion in order for residents of this area to express
their opinions. Ordinance to be discussed at a later date. No action taken.

Agenda Item #14, Consider Approval of Resolution #1664 for crossing Highways 10 & 74 for the 5K Fun Run down Memory Lane on
July 29, 2017 as requested by Bethany Home and to accept the duties of LB 589.

RESOLUTION 1664

A Resolution of the City of Minden, Nebraska, preparing for a 5K run and applying to obtain a Special Event Permit through the
Nebraska Department of Roads.

WHEREAS, the City of Minden, Nebraska, and Bethany Home is sponsoring a 5K Fun Run down Memory Lane during the All Class
Reunion to be held on July 29, 2017; and

WHEREAS, as part of the 5K Fun Run down Memory Lane, the City of Minden, Nebraska, plans to cross Highway 10 at 4t Street and
St Clair Street and cross Highway 74 at Minden Avenue, both of which are part of the state highway system, other than a freeway, with
no lane closures as part of the special event; and

WHEREAS, the Nebraska Department of Roads has changed its special event permit process as a result of the passage of Neb. Rev.
Stat. §39-1359, which became effective on May 24, 2011; and

WHEREAS, the City of Minden, Nebraska, as part of the 5K Fun Run down Memory Lane, acknowledges and understands that use of
the state highway system for a special event requires a legal duty to protect the highway property from any damage that may occur
arising out of the special event, and the state shall have no duty during the time the City of Minden is in control of the highway, as
specified in the notice that will be provided to the Nebraska Department of Roads.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska (the “City"):

1.The Minden City Council now advises the Nebraska Department of Roads that the City of Minden will be crossing Highway 10 at 4™
Street and St Clair Street and crossing Highway 74 at Minden Avenue, both of which are part of the state highway system and are
not freeways, for a special event known as the 5K Fun Run down Memory Lane to be held on July 29, 2017. The use of Highway 10
and Highway 74 will be from 8:00 a.m. until 10:00 a.m. on July 29, 2017 (“city’s use”). As part of the special event, the Minden City
Council acknowledges the City of Minden shall have the legal duty to protect highway property from any damage that may occur from
the crossing of Highway 10 and Highway 74 and the State of Nebraska shall not have any such duty during the city’s use of Highway
10 and Highway 74 for the 5K Fun Run down Memory Lane. Notice will be provided to the Nebraska Department of Roads prior to
the 5K Fun Run down Memory Lane.
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2.The City Council, on behalf of the City of Minden, acknowledges that any existing statutory or common law duty of the State of
Nebraska to protect the public from damage, injury or death shall become the duty of the City of Minden during the city’s use of
crossing of Highway 10 and Highway 74 the 5K Fun Run down Memory Lane, and the state shall not have such statutory or common
law duty during the city’s crossings of Highway 10 and Highway 74.

3. The City Council, on behalf of the City of Minden, by this resolution, formally acknowledges that the City of Minden accepts the duties
set forth in subsection (2) of Neb. Rev. Stat. §39-1359, as well as the duty to protect the public from damage, injury or death during
the city’s crossings of Highway 10 and Highway 74 for a Fun Run and if a claim is made against the State of Nebraska, the City of
Minden shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless the State of Nebraska from all claims, demands, actions, damages and liability,
including reasonable attorney fees, that may arise as a result of the city’s crossings of Highway 10 and Highway 74 during this Fun
Run.

4.The Minden City Council now authorizes the Mayor to sign this resolution accepting and acknowledging its duties for control during
the city’s crossings of Highway 10 and Highway 74 during this Fun Run, and to present this resolution to the Nebraska Department
of Roads.

This Resolution shall become effective upon its passage and approval. Passed and approved on July 20, 2017.

The also adopted the 1976 Fire
Prevention Code and it was recommended to adopt the 2000 edition of the National Fire Protection Association handbook, as followed
by the Nebraska State Fire Marshall, which also dealing with automatic sprinkler systems.
