
 
Minutes of Council Meeting 
City of Minden, Nebraska 
August 7, 2017 
 
The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in a regular session in the Council Chambers, pursuant 
to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy 
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and 
the Post Office.  A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk. 
 
Mayor Ted Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Larry Evans, Teresa 
Sumstine, Bob Carlson, and Roger Jones. The following City Officials were present: Mayor Ted Griess, City Attorney Tom Lieske, City 
Administrator Matt Cederburg, and City Clerk Abbey Jordan. 
 
All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public. 
 
After roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance. Then Griess made the following statement: 
 

“Pursuant to the Open Meetings Act and Public Records Law Requirements a current copy of the Open Meetings Act is posted for 
public inspection on the east wall of the Council Chambers.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA TO EXTEND THE BOUNDARIES AND INCLUDE 

WITHIN THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF AND ANNEX TO THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA, CERTAIN 

CONTIGUOUS AND ADJACENT LANDS OUTSIDE OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA, SAID LANDS 

BEING MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED AS THE MINDEN WEST ESTATES THIRD SUBDIVISION ATTACHED HERETO; AND 

TO PROVIDE FOR SERVICE BENEFITS THERETO; AND PROVIDING FOR PUBLICATION OF THIS ORDINANCE IN PAMPHLET

ORDINANCE NO. 1223 

 

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 82, ARTICLE IV, OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY 

COUNTY, NEBRASKA, BY AMENDING SECTION 82-99 (l) AS THE SAME RELATES TO PARKING. 

 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA. 

 

Section 1. That Section 82-99 (l), of the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska, be added to the 

Municipal Code of the City of Minden, the same to read as follows: 

 

 Section 82-99 (l).  No Parking Area Designated on Second Street in the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska.  It 

shall be unlawful for the driver of any motor vehicle to park the motor vehicle on the south side of Second Street from Brown Avenue to 

Colorado Avenue.  All of said streets are in the City of Minden.

Section 2. That any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to the passage, approval and publication or posting of 

this ordinance and in conflict with its provisions is hereby repealed. 

 

Section 3. This ordinance shall be known as Ordinance No. 1223 and shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, 

approval and publication according to law.

ORDINANCE NO. 1224 

 
AN ORDINANCE TO VACATE THE NORTH 100’ OF THE ALLEY WHICH LIES BETWEEN AND BEING MORE PARTICULARLY 
DESCRIBED AS FOLLOWS: THE ALLEY THAT LIES BETWEEN LOTS 10-12 AND LOTS 1-3, BLOCK 7, ORIGINAL TOWN, 
MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA AS THE SAME WAS FORMERLY USED FOR ALLEY PURPOSES AND REPEALING 
ORDINANCE NO. 1220.  THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA RESERVES UNTO ITSELF ANY AND ALL 
EASEMENTS WHICH IT MAY HAVE FOR UTILITIES ACROSS THE HEREIN DESCRIBED PROPERTY. 
 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA. 
 
Section 1. That the alley which lies between and being more particularly described as follows:  The north 100’ of the alley that lies 
between Lots 10-12 and Lots 1-3, Block 7, Original Town, Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska, as the same was formerly used for alley 
purposes, be and the same is hereby vacated. 
 
Section 2. That the title to the north 100 ft of the vacated alley herein described shall and does hereby revert to the owners of the 
adjacent land lying on the east side thereof. 
 
Section 3. That the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska hereby reserves unto itself an easement for utility purposes in and to 
the vacated portion of this alley. 
 
Section 4. That the Council finds that no persons or property will be in any way damaged by this vacation and, therefore, no provision is 
made for determination of damages. 
 
Section 5. Ordinance No. 1220, passed by the City Council of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska on July 3, 2017, be and the same is 
hereby repealed and of no further force or effect. 
 
Section 6. That any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to the passage, approval and publication or posting of this 
ordinance and in conflict with its provisions is hereby repealed. 
 
Section 7. This ordinance shall be known as Ordinance No. 1224 and shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, 
approval and publication according to law. 
 
Sumstine seconded.  On roll call, the following voted Aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones.  Motion carried.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE AIRPORT AUTHORITY’S LEVY REQUEST 
 

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the City of Minden is in receipt of the City of Minden Airport Authority Resolution No. 17-
1, and 
 

WHEREAS, The Mayor and Council of the City of Minden has been considering the budget for Fiscal Year 2017-2018, and 
 

WHEREAS, Nebraska Statute 77-3443 (3) requires all political subdivisions subject to city/village levy authority to submit a 
preliminary request for levy allocation to the City Council, and 
 

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council shall consider the preliminary request for levy request in full or in part, and as a part of the 
budget for Fiscal Year 2017-2018, and 
 

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council realize the City of Minden Airport Authority is requesting $57,000, a proposed levy that is 
the same as the levy requested for Fiscal Year 2016-2017, and 
 

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council authorized a levy in the amount of $57,000 for the final levy amount for Fiscal Year 2017-
2018. 
 
NOW THEREFORE IT BE RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN: 

1.   As required by Nebraska Statute 77-3443 (4), the final allocation of levy authority for the Minden Airport Authority for Fiscal 
Year 2017-2018 shall be $57,000. 

 
2.  As required by Nebraska Statute 77-3443 (4), a copy of this Resolution shall be forwarded to the Chairperson of the City of 
Minden Airport Authority after its passage according to law. 

 
Council member Sumstine moved for the adoption of the foregoing Resolution.  Council member Jones seconded the motion.  On roll 
call, the following voted Aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones.   Motion carried.
