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Minutes of Council Meeting
City of Minden, Nebraska
October 2, 2017

The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in a regular session in the Council Chambers,
pursuant to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as
shown by the copy thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden
Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and the Post Office. A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Ted Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Larry Evans,
Teresa Sumstine, Bob Carlson, and Roger Jones. The following City Officials were present: City Attorney Tom Lieske, Mayor
Ted Griess, City Administrator Matt Cederburg, and City Clerk Abbey Jordan.

All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

After roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance. Then Griess made the following
statement:

“Pursuant to the Open Meetings Act and Public Records Law Requirements a current copy of the Open Meetings Act is
posted for public inspection on the east wall of the Council Chambers.

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Carlson motioned to approve the consent agenda and Jones seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans,
Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #5, Consider Approval of Purpa Agreement with NPPD and the City of Minden.

Cederburg stated that the Public Utilities Regulatory Policies Act of 1978 requires a non-public power source to get Purpa
certified prior to requiring the municipality to purchase their generated power. If the generator does not certify, then the City
is free to negotiate with them.

Stan Clouse, NPPD, joined the meeting via conference call. The agreement with NPPD allows the City to transfer it's Purpa
authority to NPPD and then NPPD will negotiate with a new power source on price. Cederburg said the City would have the
option to not pass this authority onto NPPD even if this agreement is signed.

Evans motioned to approve the Purpa Agreement with NPPD and the City of Minden. Carlson seconded. On roll call, the
following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #6, Consider Approval of NPPD’s Fiscal Year 2017-18 O&M Budget of $200,000 and Capital Improvement
Budget of $981,611.

Cederburg, and Todd Warren, Minden’s NPPD lineman, presented the budget and capital improvement plans for 2017-18.
Jones motioned to approve the O&M and Capital Improvement Budgets and Sumstine seconded. On roll call, the following
voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #7, Consider Approval of Minor Subdivision for Melodee Hauserman of Lots 11 & 12, Smith’s Addition to the
City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska.

Jordan explained that Hauserman has sold a piece of the property to Roy John Nelson. Carlson motioned to approve the
minor subdivision and Evans seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion
carried.

Agenda Item #8, Consider Approval of Minor Subdivision for Roy John Nelson of Lot 11, Smith’s Addition to the City of
Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska.

Evans motioned to approve the minor subdivision and Sumstine seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans,
Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #9, Presentation of Incode Financial Software by John Hardin of Tyler Technologies.

Hardin presented a slideshow of features of the software. Connie Beck, Adminsitrative Assistant, and Jordan shared their
favorite and most useful features. No action taken.

Agenda Item #10, Consider Approval of City of Minden employee cost of living increase of 3%.

Jones motioned to approve the 3% cost of living increase and Sumstine seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye:
Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #11, Discussion of trimming of street and alley trees and bushes by the Street Department.
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Cederburg notified the City Council and Mayor that the street dept employees are going to be trimming street and alley trees
and bushes. Citizens will be notified via the Minden Courier, City’s website, and the City’s Facebook page. No action
taken.

Agenda Iltem #12, Consider approval of purchase of a 2018 Chevrolet Silverado 3500HD for the Street Dept for
approximately $36,989.

Carlson motioned to approve the purchase of a 2018 Chevrolet Silverado and Evans seconded. On roll call, the following
voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #13, Consider Approval of the Revised Fagade Improvement Program Guidelines for the Downtown
Revitalization CDBG Grant.

Jordan stated that at the Sept 18, 2017 council meeting, questions were raised about contractor payments prior to
completion of the project. The DTR Steering Committee met and approved revised Fagade Improvement Program
Guidelines which allowed for 2 payments prior to completion for projects longer than 30 days along with other minor
updates.

Jones motioned to approve the Revised Fagade Improvement Program Guidelines and Evans seconded. On roll call, the
following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #14, Consider Approval of payment of revised invoice to Al's Old House Repair, LLC in the amount of $5400
for Fagade Improvement Program at 345 N. Colorado for CDBG 15-DTR-104.

Evans motioned to approve the payment to Al's Old House Repair, LLC and Sumstine seconded. On roll call, the following
voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried.

$1687.50 for Fagade Improvement Program at 347 N. Colorado for CDBG 15-DTR-104.

Jones motioned to approve the payment to Al's Old House Repair, LLC and Evans seconded. On roll call, the following
voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried.

Evans approved Draw #2 for $3,937.00 and Sumstine seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine,
Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried.

Jones motioned to enter a closed session to discuss underpass repairs due to contractual negotiations at 7:22 p.m. Carlson
seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Voting nay: Evans. Motion carried

Evans motioned to enter open session at 7:31 p.m. and Sumstine seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Sumstine,
Carlson, and Jones. Voting nay: Evans. Motion carried
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Agenda Item #18, Discussion of storm water drainage.

Evans motioned to enter a closed session to discuss storm water drainage due to potential litigation at 7:33 p.m. Sumstine
seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Voting nay: Evans. Motion carried

Jones motioned to enter open session at 8:06 p.m. and Evans seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Sumstine,
Carlson, and Jones. Voting nay: Evans. Motion carried
