
 

Minutes of Council Meeting 
City of Minden, Nebraska 
January 2, 2018 
 
The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in a regular session in the Council Chambers, 
pursuant to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as 
shown by the copy thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden 
Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and the Post Office.  A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk. 
 
Mayor Ted Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Teresa 
Sumstine, Bob Carlson, and Roger Jones. Absent: Larry Evans. The following City Officials were present: Mayor Ted Griess 
and City Clerk Abbey Jordan. Absent: City Attorney Tom Lieske and City Administrator Matt Cederburg. 
 
All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public. 
 
After roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Agenda Item #5, Consider Approval of Ordinance adding Section 82-81, Speed Limit on Industrial Drive and 31 Road, to 
the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska. 
 
Carlson introduced Ordinance No. 1230 for its first reading. 
 

ORDINANCE NO. 1230 
 
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 82 ARTICLE IV OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, 
NEBRASKA, BY ADDING SECTION 82-81, AS THE SAME RELATES TO SPEED LIMITS: 
 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA. 
 
Section One.  That Section 82-81 be added to the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska, to read 
as follows: 
 

Section 82-81.  Speed Limit on Industrial Drive and 31 Road.  The speed limit on Industrial Drive from 31 Road to 
Sears Avenue in the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska shall be no greater than 35 miles per hour, and further the 
speed limit on 31 Road from Hwy 6 & 34 to First Street in the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska shall be no greater 
than 35 miles per hour.

Section Two: That any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to the passage, approval and publication or 
posting of this ordinance and in conflict with its provisions is hereby repealed. 
 
Section Three.  This ordinance shall be known as Ordinance No. 1230 and shall be in full force and effect from and after its 
passage, approval and publication according to law.

Mayor 
Griess gave background to why the facilities are closing in April 2018.  The hospital’s change in status to critical care access 
has affected funding and the facilities are currently losing up to a million dollars annually.
