The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in a regular session in the Council Chambers,
pursuant to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as
shown by the copy thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden
Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and the Post Office. A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Ted Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Larry Evans,
Teresa Sumstine, Roger Jones and Bob Carlson.

Agenda Item #7, Presentation of 504 Plan for ADA accessibility at all City facilities by Miller and Associates.

Brenda Jensen and James Poulson from Miller & Associates spoke on ADA compliance and regulations of all City buildings.
The ADA assessment is required by the federal government and is required for grant applications and funding. The goal for

the city is to raise awareness and to use as a planning tool to make improvements as projects and funds allow.

Sumstine motioned to approve the 504 ADA assessment Plan completed by Miller & Associates. Evans seconded. On roll
call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Jones and Carlson. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #8, Consider the Approval of Miller & Associates Contract not to exceed $2,500 for renderings of Chautauqua
Park Improvements

Griess pointed out that $25,000 was awarded to the City by the Nels and Lucille Winther Foundation for Bandshell repairs
at Chautauqua Park. Cederburg presented the proposed 3-phase plan for the improvements. Phase | involved the
renovation of the Bandshell; Phase 2 focused on new bathrooms, underground sprinklers, new sod and sidewalks; Phase 3
was for the installation of a splash pad. Contractor Michael Knispel presented his drawings for the Bandshell renovation.

Jones motioned for the Approval of Miller & Associates Contract for the renderings of Chautauqua Park Improvements.
Sumstine seconded. On roll call the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Jones and Carlson. Motion carried.
