Minutes of Council Meeting

February 20, 2018

The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:06 p.m. in a regular session in the Council Chambers,
pursuant to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as
shown by the copy thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden
Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and the Post Office.
