The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in a regular session in
the Council Chambers, pursuant to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all
members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy thereof posted in the Minden City
Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and
the Post Office.

Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were
present: Larry Evans, Bob Carlson, Roger Jones, and Teresa Sumstine.

After roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Then Griess made the following statement:

Contractor Mike Knispel further discussed the design of overhang,
electrical, etc.

Evans motioned to approve Chautauqua Bandshell design Option 3 with moving the ramp to the north
side of the stage & bid to begin construction and Jones seconded. On roll call the following voted aye:
Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried.
