
Minutes of Council Meeting
City of Minden, Nebraska
June 4, 2018

The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in a regular session in
the Council Chambers, pursuant to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all
members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy thereof posted in the Minden City
Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and
the Post Office.  A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were
present: Larry Evans, Bob Carlson, and Teresa Sumstine. Absent: Roger Jones. The following City
Officials were present: City Attorney Tom Lieske, Mayor Ted Griess, City Administrator Matt
Cederburg, and City Clerk Abbey Jordan.

All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the
public.

After roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Agenda Item #7, Consider Approval of Resolution adopting the Tri-Basin NRD Hazard Mitigation Plan
Update.

RESOLUTION NO. 1681

WHEREAS, the Federal Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000 was signed in to law on October 30, 
2000, placing new emphasis on state and local mitigation planning for natural hazards and requiring 
communities to adopt a hazard mitigation action plan to be eligible for pre-disaster and post-disaster 
federal funding for mitigation purposes; and

WHEREAS, a Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan was prepared by the Tri-Basin 
Natural Resources District, with assistance from JEO Consulting Group, Inc. of Lincoln, NE, which 
includes City of Minden.

WHEREAS, the purpose of the mitigation plan was to lessen the effects of disasters by 
increasing the disaster resistance of the Natural Resources District and participating jurisdictions 
located within the planning boundary by identifying the hazards that affect City of Minden and 
prioritize mitigation strategies to reduce potential loss of life and property damage from those hazards,
and



WHEREAS, FEMA regulations require documentation that the plan has been formally adopted 
by the governing body of City of Minden in the form of a resolution and further requesting approval of 
the plan at the Federal Level; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Minden, 
Nebraska, the City of Minden does herewith adopt the Tri-Basin Natural Resources District Multi-
Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan Update in its entirety.

Councilmember Carlson moved for the adoption of the foregoing Resolution.  Councilmember 
Sumstine seconded the motion.

One recommendation was to designate no parking on the west 
side of Gilman Avenue during school hours and days to help with traffic flow.

ORDINANCE NO. 1233

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 82, ARTICLE V, OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE CITY

OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA, BY AMENDING SECTION 82-99 AS THE SAME 

RELATES TO PARKING.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY 

COUNTY, NEBRASKA.

Section 1. That Section 82-99 (m), of the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, Kearney County, 

Nebraska, be added to the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, the same to read as follows:

Section 82-99 (m).  No Parking Area Designated on Gilman Avenue in the City of Minden, 

Kearney County, Nebraska.  It shall be unlawful for the driver of any motor vehicle to park the motor 

vehicle on the west side of Gilman Avenue from First Street to Third Street between the hours of 7:00 

a.m. and 4:00 p.m. on school days.  All of said streets are in the City of Minden.

Section 2. That any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to the passage, approval 

and publication or posting of this ordinance and in conflict with its provisions is hereby repealed.



Section 3. This ordinance shall be known as Ordinance No. 1233 and shall be in full force and effect 

from and after its passage, approval and publication according to law
