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Minutes of Council Meeting
City of Minden, Nebraska
June 18, 2018

The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in a regular session in
the Council Chambers, pursuant to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all
members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy thereof posted in the Minden City
Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and
the Post Office. A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were
present: Larry Evans, Bob Carlson, Roger Jones, and Teresa Sumstine. The following City Officials
were present: City Attorney Tom Lieske, Mayor Ted Griess, City Administrator Matt Cederburg, and
City Clerk Abbey Jordan.

All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the
public.

After roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Then Griess made the following statement:

“Pursuant to the Open Meetings Act and Public Records Law Requirements a current copy of the

violations with 183 being addressed, a 79% success rate.

Agenda Item #5, Treasury Report, April & May 2018

Cederburg presented information. The variances will be presented at the July 2" meeting. No action
taken.

Agenda Item #6, Budget Report, April & May 2018

Report was tabled. No action was taken.

Agenda Item #7, Consider approval of a Minor Subdivision of Lots 1 and 2, Block 26, Railroad
Addition for Catharine Hickman.

Trenton Snow, surveyor at 1309 Central Ave, stated Catharine Hickman owns all four lots and would
like to include the garage located on lot 3 with the parcel containing lots 1 & 2. Eugene Worley, 320 S
Nebraska, commented that the changes will not effect him. Paulie Worley, 320 S Nebraska, stated
they are leaning to take garage down.

Sumstine motioned to approve the Minor Subdivision of Lots 1 and 2, Block 26. Motion died due to
lack of second. No action taken.
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Agenda Item #8, Consider Approval of a Minor Subdivision of Lots 3, 4, and part of Lot 2, Block 26,
Railroad Addition for Catharine Hickman.

No action taken.
Agenda Item #9, Consider Approval of Manufactured Home Park Permit and Map for Sunrise Court.

Cederburg stated that the City’s codes require the council to approve Manufactured Home Park
Permits and will be done this way going forward. Rich May, owner of Sunrise Court, also wishes to
place a storage building on several of the lots in the park, changing the overall use of the
Manufactured Home Park.

Sumstine motioned to approve the Manufactured Home Park Permit and Map for Sunrise Court and
Jones seconded. On roll call the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion
carried.

Agenda Item #1 0, Consider Approval of Ordinance adding Section 82-99 (m), No Parking Area
designated on Gilman Avenue to the Minden Municipal Code, Second Reading.

Evans introduced Ordinance 1233 for its second reading

ORDINANCE NO. 1233

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 82, ARTICLE V, OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE CITY
OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA, BY AMENDING SECTION 82-99 AS THE SAME
RELATES TO PARKING.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY
COUNTY, NEBRASKA.

Section 1. That Section 82-99 (m), of the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, Kearney County,
Nebraska, be added to the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, the same to read as follows:

Section 82-99 (m). No Parking Area Designated on Gilman Avenue in the City of Minden,
Kearney County, Nebraska. It shall be unlawful for the driver of any motor vehicle to park the motor
vehicle on the west side of Gilman Avenue from First Street to Third Street between the hours of 7:00
a.m. and 4:00 p.m. on school days. All of said streets are in the City of Minden.

Section 2. That any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to the passage, approval
and publication or posting of this ordinance and in conflict with its provisions is hereby repealed.

Section 3. This ordinance shall be known as Ordinance No. 1233 and shall be in full force and effect
from and after its passage, approval and publication according to law.
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Sumstine seconded. On roll call the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones.
Motion carried.

Agenda Item #1 1, Consider Approval to Replace Grinder at WWTP with the Vulcan Bar Screen for
approximately $79,000.

Ryan Hurst, Utilities Superintendent, explained how the grinder and bar screen operates and why it is
the best option for the city.

Jones motioned to approve replace grinder at WWTP and Carlson seconded. On roll call the following
voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #12 , Presentation of hydrant directional flushing plan, by Ryan Hurst, Utilities
Superintendent.

Ryan Hurst, Utilities Superintendent, elaborated on the City’s new directional flushing plan. Results
will be visible with water quality and values that were broken are being fixed. This year was the first
time the pool was crystal clear immediately after filling. No action taken.

Agenda Item #1 3, Consider style of LED street lights to let out for bids.

Cederburg commented on City’s recommended 4000 Kelvin and 5400 Lumen. Style of bulb was
discussed with regards to light reaching out onto residential properties and specifically houses and
not just the road.

Evens motioned to approve the bulbs of 4000 Kelvin and 5400 Lumen with a glass cover and type 5
and Sumstine seconded. On roll call the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, and Jones. Voting
Nay: Carlson. Motion carried.

Agenda ltem #1 4, Consider approval of Agreement for Underground Electric Line Easement with
Michael and Teresa Sumstine.

Evans motioned to approve the Agreement for Underground Electric Line Easement with Michael and
Teresa Sumstine and Jones seconded. On roll call the following voted aye: Evans, Carlson, and
Jones. Abstained: Sumstine. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #15 , Consider code change to Chapter 94 concerning patios, decks, and egress
windows on substandard lots, discussion only

Cederburg stated that there are many lots that are substandard by today’s code. A code change
would allow property owners who don’t have the correct lot frontage to add a deck without going
through the cumbersome and expensive process of a variance.

No action taken.

Agenda Item #1 6, Public Comments.
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Mike Knispel is renovating the Bandshell Chautauqua Park. Structural problems have arisen upon
starting renovation with building structure, impacting the 4 foot awning overhang.

Agenda Item #1 7, Adjournment.
Evans motioned to adjourn the meeting at 7:28 p.m. and Jones seconded. On roll call, the following

voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Meeting adjourned.
