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Minutes of Council Meeting
City of Minden, Nebraska
July 16, 2018

The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in a regular session in
the Council Chambers, pursuant to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all
members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy thereof posted in the Minden City
Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and
the Post Office. A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were
present: Larry Evans, Bob Carlson, Roger Jones, and Teresa Sumstine. The following City Officials
were present: City Attorney Tom Lieske, Mayor Ted Griess, City Administrator Matt Cederburg, and
City Clerk Abbey Jordan.

All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the
public.

After roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Then Griess made the following statement:

Item Request.

Richard Holloway, 544 N Yates, stated that he would like to see the flag flown at the Cemetery more
than one day a year. Also, the Legion borrows a PA system from the funeral home for the Memorial
Day celebration. Holloway thought it would be nice to have electricity at the pole for a light to shine on
the flag and for the celebration’s use. Cederburg stated that the City previously looked into providing
electricity to the pole and it was a costly endeavor at that time.

The City will get estimates on cost for providing electricity to flag pole and look at solar power options.
No action taken.

Agenda Item #6, Consider Approval of Ordinance amending Section 82-99 (g), No Parking Area
designated on Park Avenue to the Minden Municipal Code, Second Reading.

Carlson introduced Ordinance 1234 for its second reading.

ORDINANCE NO. 123 4

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 82, ARTICLE V, OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE CITY
OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA, BY AMENDING SECTION 82-99 AS THE SAME
RELATES TO PARKING.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY
COUNTY, NEBRASKA.
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Section 1. That Section 82-99 (g), of the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, Kearney County,
Nebraska, be amended, the same to read as follows:

Section 82-99 (g). No Parking Area Designated on Park Avenue in the City of Minden,
Kearney County, Nebraska. It shall be unlawful for the driver of any motor vehicle to park the motor
vehicle on the west side of Park Avenue from First Street to Third Street between the hours of 7:00
a.m. and 4:00 p.m. on school days. All of said streets are in the City of Minden.

Section 2. That any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to the passage, approval
and publication or posting of this ordinance and in conflict with its provisions is hereby repealed.

Section 3. This ordinance shall be known as Ordinance No. 1234 and shall be in full force and effect
from and after its passage, approval and publication according to law

Jones seconded. On roll call the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion
carried.

Agenda Item #7, Consider Approval of an Interlocal with the City of Kearney for building inspections
for 3 years.

Discussion ensued about whether or not to have a full-time employee handling permits and building
inspections. Cederburg has considered this, but there is a huge cost for another employee along with
many certification and education requirements for this position. At this time, it's more economically
feasible to pay the City of Kearney $7-$8k a year for this service.

Evans motioned to approve the Interlocal Agreement with City of Kearney and Carlson seconded. On
roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Carlson, Jones, and Sumstine. Motion carried
