
Minutes of Council Meeting
City of Minden, Nebraska
September 17, 2018

The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in a regular session in
the Council Chambers, pursuant to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all
members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy thereof posted in the Minden City
Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and
the Post Office.  A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were
present: Roger Jones, Larry Evans, Teresa Sumstine, and Bob Carlson. The following City Officials
were present: City Attorney Tom Lieske, Mayor Ted Griess, City Administrator Matt Cederburg, and
City Clerk Abbey Jordan.

All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the
public.

After roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Then Griess made the following statement:

“Pursuant to the Open Meetings Act and Public Records Law Requirements a current copy of the 
Open Meetings Act is posted for public inspection on the east wall of the Council Chambers.  In 
addition, for public inspection, there is located on the table to the south of the chairs in the Council 
Chambers, a copy of the Council packet that was distributed to the members of the Council prior to
this meeting.

On roll call, the following 
voted aye: Jones, Evans, Sumstine, and Carlson. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #5,  Treasury Report, July & August 2018

Cederburg presented the July Treasury report.  The August report will be presented at the next 
meeting.  No action taken.

Agenda Item #6, Budget Report, August 2018

Item was tabled. No action taken.

Agenda Item #7, Consider Approval of hiring immediate family member, as required by the Nebraska 

Political Accountability and Disclosure Act, for cleaning of the WWTP and WTP.



Jones motioned to approve the hiring and Sumstine seconded.  On roll call, the following voted aye: 
Jones, Evans, Sumstine, and Carlson. Motion carried.

Agenda Item # 9, Consider Approval for Miller and Associates to engineer and prepare bid specs for a
lift station at Landmark Implement.

Cederburg reminded all that Landmark was annexed into city limits in December of 2016 and has 
contributed to both city property tax and sales taxes.

Carlson motioned to approve Miller and Associates to engineer and prepare bid specs for a lift station 
at Landmark Implement and Sumstine seconded. On roll call the following voted aye: Jones, 
Sumstine, Evans, and Carlson.   Motion carried.

Agenda Item #10, Selection and Award of Bid for LED Street Lights project.

Cederburg reviewed the bids received and the recommended light style.  Hurst stated that the 
recommended style would have all commercial and residential lights being the same style.

Carlson motion to select Bid Option #1 with Dutton Lainson’s Bid B and Sumstine seconded.  On roll 
call the following voted aye: Jones, Sumstine, Evans, and Carlson.   Motion carried.

Agenda Item #1 1, Consider Approval for community advertising as part of 2018-19 Economic 
Development budget.

Jones motioned to approve the community advertisement and Carlson seconded. On roll call the 
following voted aye: Jones, Sumstine, Evans, and Carlson.   Motion carried.

Agenda Item #1 2, Public Hearing, Condemnation Hearing for the property located at 536 N Kearney 
Ave or more particularly described as all of Lots 10 & 11 and the East 25’ of vacated Kearney Ave, 
Block 37, Original Town, Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska.

Lieske opened the public hearing at 6:25 p.m.  He reviewed the Health Board’s report, notices sent 
and served to Hays, and the City’s codes that pertain to the report and notices.  He asked for those in 
favor of the condemnation to speak.  City Health Board Member and Mayor Griess referenced a 
section of 14-182 (8) stating that a property must be “clean, sanitary, and fit for human occupancy”.  
The property is certainly not fit for human occupancy based upon what was viewed at the walk-
through of the property.  Lieske also stated that the property was declared uninhabitable by the City’s 
Health Board and the tenant was given notice to move out.  City Health Board Member and Police 
Chief James Huff stated that the back door and walls weren’t secured to the foundation and the house
couldn’t be secured.  Also, the dryer vent hole was open to the elements allowing rodents and animals
to possibly enter the house.

Lieske asked for testimony in opposition to the condemnation.  None was made.  The public hearing 
was closed at 6:31 p.m.  No action taken.



Agenda Item #13 , Consider Issuance of Order of Condemnation for the property located 536 N 
Kearney Ave or more particularly described as all of Lots 10 & 11 and the East 25’ of vacated Kearney
Ave, Block 37, Original Town, Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska.

Carlson motioned to issue the order of condemnation to address the 5 complaints stated by the tenant
and the 10 code violations in the health board’s report.  Jones seconded. On roll call the following 
voted aye: Jones, Sumstine, Evans, and Carlson.   Motion carried.

ORDER OF CONDEMNATION

Now on this 17th day of September, 2018, during the regular City Council Meeting, the appointed time
for the hearing to consider the condemnation of the property located on:

All of Lots 10 & 11 and the East 25’ of vacated Kearney Ave, Block 37, Original Town, Minden, 
Kearney County, Nebraska.

Discussion was had concerning the condition of the property at the above-captioned location. 
Evidence was submitted to the council concerning the condition of the property including the buildings
at the above-captioned location. The Council then discussed the appropriate action to be taken with 
respect to the following described property:

All of Lots 10 & 11 and the East 25’ of vacated Kearney Ave, Block 37, Original Town, Minden, 
Kearney County, Nebraska.

It was moved by Carlson and seconded by Jones to condemn the building(s) on said property.

The following repairs must be made :

1. Mold in the basement
2. Unpleasant, musty odor emanating from the basement
3. Electric wires exposed, such that the gas company will not connect until repaired
4. Foundation walls caving in
5. Windows missing in one bedroom causing rain to enter the house

And the following code violations must be corrected :

1.  Sec. 14-181(4):  W h e r e   t h e r e   i s   e l e c t r i c   s e r v i c e   a v a i l a b l e   f r o m   p o w e r   l i n e s   w h i c h   a r e

E v e r y   s u c h   o u t l e t   a n d   f i x t u r e   
s h a l l   b e   p r o p e r l y   i n s t a l l e d ,   s h a l l   b e   m a i n t a i n e d   i n   g o o d   a n d   s a f e   w o r k i n g   c o n d i t i o n ,   a n d   
s h a l l   b e   c o n n e c t e d   t o   t h e   s o u r c e   o f   e l e c t r i c   p o w e r   i n   a   s a f e   m a n n e r . 

 Please ensure all outlets have wall covers and exposed wiring is covered.  Note, this
is not comprehensive of all code violations in this section.



2.  Sec. 14-181(5):  Every dwelling shall have heating facilities which are properly installed, 
are maintained in safe and good working condition, and are capable of safely and 
adequately heating all habitable rooms, bathrooms, and water closet compartments in 
every dwelling unit located therein to a temperature of at least 70 degrees Fahrenheit, at a 
distance three feet above floor level, under ordinary minimum winter conditions.

 Furnace was not in operating condition or not connected to natural gas.  Note, this is 
not comprehensive of all code violations in this section.

3.  Sec. 14-182(1):  Every foundation, floor, wall, ceiling, and roof shall be reasonably 
weathertight, watertight, and rodentproof; shall be capable of affording privacy; and shall be
kept in good repair.

 Holes in foundation with exposure to the outside, window missing, back door and 
wall not attached.  Note, this is not comprehensive of all code violations in this 
section.

4.  Sec. 14-182(2):  Every window, exterior door, and basement hatchway shall be 
reasonably weathertight, watertight, and rodentproof and shall be kept in sound working 
condition and good repair.

 Windows and doors are not weathertight, not watertight, and not rodentproof.  Note, 
this is not comprehensive of all code violations in this section.

5.  Sec. 14-182(3):  Every inside and outside stair, every porch, and every appurtenance 
thereto shall be so constructed as to be safe to use and capable of supporting the load that 
normal use may cause to be placed thereon, and shall be kept in sound condition and good 
repair.

 Basement stairs have loose treads or missing treads.  Note, this is not 
comprehensive of all code violations in this section.

6.  Sec. 14-182(4):  Every plumbing fixture and water and waste pipe shall be properly 
installed and maintained in good sanitary working condition, free from defects, leaks, and 
obstructions.

 Kitchen sink faucet wasn’t operating properly.  The plumbing for the former washer 
and dryer location has not been removed.  Note, this is not comprehensive of all 
code violations in this section.

7.  Sec. 14-182(6):  Every supplied facility, piece of equipment, or utility which is required 
under this article shall be so constructed or installed that it will function safely and 
effectively, and shall be maintained in satisfactory working condition.



 Furnace was not in operating condition or not connected to natural gas.  Note, this is 
not comprehensive of all code violations in this section.

8.  Sec. 14-184(b ): Every occupant of a dwelling or dwelling unit shall keep in a clean and 
sanitary condition that part of the dwelling, dwelling unit, and premises thereof which he 
occupies and controls.

 General filth, weeds and trash were present in the backyard and the fence is down.  
Note, this is not comprehensive of all code violations in this section.

9.  Sec. 14-184(e):  Every occupant of a dwelling or dwelling unit shall be responsible for 
hanging all screens and double or storm doors and windows whenever the same are 
required under the provisions of this article or of any rule or regulation adopted pursuant to 
this article, except where the owner has agreed to supply such service.

 Window screens are not present and windows are missing.  Note, this is not 
comprehensive of all code violations in this section.

10.  Sec. 14-184(f):  Every occupant of a dwelling containing a single dwelling unit shall be 
responsible for the extermination of any insects, rodents, or other pests therein or on the 
premises. Every occupant of a dwelling unit in a dwelling containing more than one dwelling
unit shall be responsible for such extermination whenever his dwelling unit is the only one 
infested. Notwithstanding the foregoing provisions of this subsection, whenever infestation 
is caused by failure of the owner to maintain a dwelling in a ratproof or reasonably insect 
proof condition, extermination shall be the responsibility of the owner. Whenever infestation
exists in two or more of the dwelling units in any dwelling, or in the shared or public parts of 
any dwelling containing two or more dwelling units, extermination thereof shall be the 
responsibility of the owner.

 Insects, rodents, pests, and animals can enter through holes and cracks in the 
foundation, uncovered dryer vent, and the back door and walls that aren’t attached to
the foundation.  Note, this is not comprehensive of all code violations in this section.

within 42 days from the date of this order  (October 29, 2018) , or the City will proceed to demolish 
the same at the expiration of the 42-day period.

The Council voted in the affirmative to condemn the property by a vote of 4 ayes to condemn the 
property.

RESOLUTION NO. 1685

WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, during a regular 
meeting of the City Council, met in the City Council Chambers at Minden City Hall, 325 North 
Colorado Avenue;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Minden, 
Nebraska, as follows:

Section 1.  That the Mayor and City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, do hereby declare
this resolution to the City’s official declaration of intent under Internal Revenue Code Regulation 
Section 1.150-2 to provide for the incurring of indebtedness which may include reimbursements of 
expenditures made by the City in connection with costs incurred in connection with the construction of
various paving improvements and other related improvements within the City expected to be started 
during the 2018-2019 fiscal year.  The preliminary estimate of debt contemplated to be issued for 
such project exceeds $1,000,000.

Section 2.  That up to the expenditure of the full amount of such project described within this 
Resolution, the City may advance funds as may be necessary for meeting the immediate costs of 
such project.  It is the intent of the Mayor and City Council that the City shall reimburse such 
expenditures, as may be made from general funds on hand, from the proceeds of the issuance of its 
debt obligations.  

Section 3.  That the City Clerk shall make a copy of this Resolution available for public 
inspection at the main office of the City at all times during normal business hours within ten days after 
the adoption hereof.  Such copies shall remain available for public inspection at all such times until 
the bonds or such other tax-exempt obligations contemplated herein are issued.

Palik estimated the project at $1.7 million with $300,000 of that being 
water main costs.

A RESOLUTION FOR THE PROPERTY TAX REQUEST FOR 2018-2019

WHEREAS, Nebraska Revised Statute 77-1601.02 provides that the property tax request for the prior 
year shall be the property tax request for the current year for purposes of the levy set by the County 
Board of Equalization unless the Governing Body of the City of Minden passes by a majority vote a 
resolution or ordinance setting the tax request at a different amount; and



WHEREAS, a special public hearing was held as required by law to hear and consider comments 
concerning the property tax request; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the City of Minden that the property tax request for the current 
year be a different amount than the property tax request for the prior year.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Governing Body of the City of Minden, by a majority vote, resolves that:

The 2018-2019 property tax request be set at $868,125.00 for the General Fund and $277,206.00 for 
the Bond Fund for a total Tax Request of $1,145,331.00.  A copy of this resolution is to be certified 
and forwarded to the County Clerk on or before October 13, 2018.

AN ORDINANCE TO ADOPT THE BUDGET STATEMENT TO BE TERMED THE ANNUAL 
APPROPRIATION BILL; TO APPROPRIATE SUMS FOR NECESSARY EXPENSES AND 
LIABILITIES; TO PROVIDE FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, NEBRASKA:

Section 1.  That after complying with all procedures required by law, the budget presented and set 
forth in the budget statement is hereby approved as the Annual Appropriation Bill for the fiscal year 
beginning October 1, 2018, through September 30, 2019.  All sums of money contained in the budget 
statement are hereby appropriated for the necessary expenses and liabilities of the City of Minden.  A 
copy of the budget document shall be forwarded as provided by law to the Auditor of Public Accounts,
State Capital, Lincoln, Nebraska and the County Clerk of Kearney County, Nebraska, for use by the 
levying authority.



Section 2.  This ordinance shall take effect and be in full force from and after its passage, approval, 
and publication or posting as required by law.
