
Minutes of Council Meeting
City of Minden, Nebraska
October 1, 2018

The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in a regular session in
the Council Chambers, pursuant to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all
members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy thereof posted in the Minden City
Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and
the Post Office.  A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were
present: Roger Jones, Larry Evans, Teresa Sumstine, and Bob Carlson. The following City Officials
were present: City Attorney Tom Lieske, Mayor Ted Griess, City Administrator Matt Cederburg, and
City Clerk Abbey Jordan.

All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the
public.

After roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Then Griess made the following statement:

manganese build-up in water lines. A map of area to be done was presented. Questions about debris 

or water disposal after the pigging is completed was discussed.

Carlson motioned to approve the Ice Pigging project of $27,000 and Jones seconded.  On roll call, the
following voted aye: Jones, Evans, Sumstine, and Carlson. Motion carried.

Agenda Item # 9, Consider Approval for purchase of 2019 Ford Explorer for approximately $38,424.27
for the Police Dept.

A cost breakdown was provided and Chief Huff discussed the needs for a new vehicle.

Jones motioned to approve the purchase of a 2019 Ford Explorer and Carlson seconded. On roll call 
the following voted aye: Jones, Sumstine, Evans, and Carlson.  Motion carried.

Field.

Jarrett McDowell presented his Eagle Scout Project based on his outline previously presented to 
council before project started. Comments of a good job done were stated. No action taken.

Evans motioned to approve the Drainage Easement with Mark and Lori Loeske in Lot 3, Block 4, 
Minden West Estates and Carlson seconded. On roll call the following voted aye: Jones, Sumstine, 
Evans, and Carlson.  Motion carried.

Evans motioned to enter a closed session for bid to purchase Fire Department equipment at 6:33 pm 
and Carlson seconded. On roll call the following voted aye: Jones, Sumstine, Evans, and Carlson   
Motion carried.

Jones motioned to exit a closed session for bid to purchase Fire Department equipment at 6:46 pm 
and Evans seconded. On roll call the following voted aye: Jones, Sumstine, Evans, and Carlson.  
Motion carried.

Jones motioned to enter into an open session and Carlson seconded. On roll call the following voted 
aye: Jones, Sumstine, Evans, and Carlson.  Motion carried.

Carlson motioned to approve submitting a bid for Fire Department equipment in the amount approved 
by the City-Rural Fire Board and Carlson seconded. On roll call the following voted aye: Jones, 
Sumstine, Evans, and Carlson.   Motion carried.
