The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in a regular session in the Council Chambers,
pursuant to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as
shown by the copy thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden
Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and the Post Office. A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.

President Evans called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Larry Evans, Bob
Carlson, Roger Jones, and Teresa Sumstine.

Agenda Item #12, Discussion of Utility Bills Format.
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Cederburg proposed the change of utility bill format from the current 8x11 paper statement and envelope to a post card
mailing format. The goal is to encourage the use of e-billing for monthly payments. The change of format would result in
cost savings of close to $10,000 a year due to labor and cost of supplies. Downsides to the format change include the
concern of privacy and getting lost easier. The soonest that this change would be implemented is the end of 2018. No action
taken.

the Sixth Principal Meridian, Kearney County, Nebraska, EXCEPT the East 400 feet thereof.

Carlson motioned to approve the Preliminary Plat for Lots 1 and 2, CRS Subdivision and Sumstine seconded. On roll call
the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson and Jones. Motion approved.

Agenda Item #14, Approval of Preliminary Plat for Lot 1, CRS Second Subdivision, a tract of land being the West 266.0 feet
of the South 325.0 feet of the North Half of the Southeast Quarter of the Northeast Quarter of the Northeast Quarter (N1/2
SE1/4 NE1/4 NE1/4) of Section Twelve (12), Township Six (6) North, Range Fifteen (15) West of the Sixth Principal
Meridian, Kearney County, Nebraska.

Carlson motioned to approve the Preliminary Plat for Lot 1, CRS Second Subdivision and Sumstine seconded. On roll call
the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson and Jones. Motion approved.

Agenda Item #15, Approval of Preliminary Plat for Lot 1, CRS Third Subdivision, a tract of land being part of the Northwest
Quarter of the Northeast Quarter (NW 1/4 NE 1/4) of Section Twelve (12), Township Six (6) North, Range Fifteen (15) West
of the Sixth Principal Meridian, Kearney County, Nebraska, more particularly described as follows: Referring to the
Southeast Corner of the Northwest 1/4 of the Northeast 1/4 of said Section 12 and assuming the East line of said Northwest
1/4 of the Northeast 1/4 as bearing NORTH and all bearings contained herein are relative thereto; thence NORTH on the
aforesaid East line a distance of 115.0 feet to the ACTUAL PLACE OF BEGINNING; thence continuing NORTH on the afore
described course a distance of 224.0 feet; thence S 89°56" W parallel with the South line of said Northwest 1/4 of the
Northeast 1/4, a distance of 350.97 feet; thence SOUTH parallel with the aforesaid East line a distance of 224.0 feet; thence
N 89°56' E parallel with the aforesaid South line a distance of 350.97 feet to the place of beginning. Containing 1.80 acres,
more or less.
