The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in regular session in the Fire Hall, pursuant to advance
notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy thereof posted
in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and the Post Office.
A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Larry Evans, Bob Carlson, and
Roger Jones. The following City Officials were present: Mayor Ted Griess, City Administrator Matt Cederburg, City Attorney Tom Lieske.
Absent: Council Member Teresa Sumstine.

All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.
After roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Then Griess made the following statement;

Cederburg reviewed the status of the discharge permit that Miller & Associates is completing. Their effluent testing has shown large
variabilities which affects the outcome of the discharge solution. Therefore, the City would like Olsson Associates to look at the WTP
filter performance and operational controls.

On roll call, the
following voted aye: Evans, Carlson, and Jones. Absent and not voting: Sumstine. Motion carried.
