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Minutes of Council Meeting
City of Minden, Nebraska
October 19, 2020

The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in regular session in the Fire Hall, pursuant to advance
notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy thereof posted
in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and the Post Office.
A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Larry Evans, Teresa Sumstine,
Bob Carlson, and Roger Jones. The following City Officials were present: Mayor Ted Griess, City Administrator Matt Cederburg, City
Attorney Tom Lieske.

All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.
After roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Then Griess made the following statement;

Agenda Item #3, Mayoral Announcements. Griess gave his condolences to Chief Butler and his family. The Christmas lights are going
up and will be on from Thanksgiving to New Year’s Eve, with no pageant. A summary from the Kearney County Clean-Up was given.

On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine,
Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #5, Kearney County Economic Development Agency (KCEDA) update on loan funds by Laurel Thorell.

Thorell stated that there is $27,000 in loanable funds available for businesses. KCEDA has made 28 loans to 21 businesses for a total
of $291,000 in Kearney County; separated by cities with $46,000 in Wilcox, $57,000 in Axtell, and $188,000 in Minden.

No action taken.

Agenda Item #6, Consider Selection of Tree Trimmer bid for tree trimming on Brown Avenue from 7th Street to Lexington Street.
There were 4 bids received for the tree trimming along Brown Avenue. Of the 4 bids received Benson Tree Service was the lowest at
$12,850. Cederburg stated that this was the most competitive bid he has seen. Residents will be notified of the trimming being done in

the areas specified.

Jones motioned to select Benson Tree Service’s bid of $12,850 for tree trimming on Brown Avenue from 7th Street to Lexington Street
and Carlson seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #7, Consider Approval of WWTP gate upgrades for $12,490.
Cederburg explained the need for the project and costs associated with it.

Sumstine motioned to approve the WWTP gate upgrades plus underground electric costs and Jones seconded. On roll call, the
following voted aye: Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. The following voted nay: Evans. Motion carried.

Agenda ltem #8, Status Update on Order of Condemnation for the property located at 531 E. 4th Street, Minden, NE or more
particularly described as the West 60’ of Lots 1 & 2, Block 35, Original Town, Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska.

Lieske gave an update from Vision Interest on the Condemnation located at 531 E 4t". Vision Interests would like to sell the property as
quick as possible for cash. The Order of Condemnation has been filed at the Courthouse on the property. Lieske proposed that the
Notice to Proceed will to be added to the next Council Meeting. Tom Taylor of 325 N Hubbard expressed his concerns with this
property not being improved.

No action taken.

Agenda ltem #9, Consider Approval of Employee Appreciation Turkey/Ham Gift Certificates and Chamber Bucks in the amounts of
$100 for full-time and $50 for part-time.

Carlson motioned to approved the Employee Appreciation Turkey/Ham Gift Certificates and Chamber Bucks and Sumstine seconded.
