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Minutes of Council Meeting
City of Minden, Nebraska
November 16, 2020

The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in regular session in the Fire Hall, pursuant to advance
notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy thereof posted
in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and the Post Office.
A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Larry Evans, Teresa Sumstine,
Bob Carlson, and Roger Jones. The following City Officials were present: Mayor Ted Griess, City Administrator Matt Cederburg, City
Attorney Tom Lieske, and Administrative Assistant Elizabeth Cline. City Clerk Abbey Jordan was present via phone.

All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.
After roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Then Griess made the following statement;

“Pursuant to the Open Meetings Act and Public Records Law Requirements a current copy of the Open Meetings Act is
posted for public inspection on the east wall of the Fire Hall. In addition, for public inspection, there is located on the table on
the east side of the Fire Hall, a copy of the Council packet that was distributed to the members of the Council prior to this
meeting. The City Council will take public comments on an agenda item, if it is deemed necessary. Please state your name
and address prior to commenting.”

Agenda Item #3, Mayoral Announcements. Griess stated on the news there was an announcement of a COVID-19 vaccine in the
works. A reminder that Kearney County Giving Day will occur, Thursday, November 19, 2020. There are 5 non-profits participating
throughout the county. Griess explained why Cline was physically present to keep records instead of Jordan.

Evans asked about being overbudget with the Lagoon maintenance. Cederburg explained that yes this was over the budgeted amount
due to additional sludge to remove and that the budget would have to be adjusted in other areas.

Carlson motioned to approve the consent agenda and Jones seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson,
and Jones. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #5, Status Update and Council Action on Order of Condemnation for the property located at 146 W. Highway 6, Minden,
NE or more particularly described as all of Lots 8-14 and the West 25’ of Lots 5-7 and the West 25’ of the South half of Lot 4, Block 4,
Evan’s Addition, Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska.

Marshall Nelson gave an update of this property stating that the project has been completed and that the demolition paperwork was
turned in earlier that day. Nelson stated that the exterior was sealed and sided, the old restaurant portion has been removed and taken
to the Kearney Landfill. He stated that the asbestos report was turned into the office. Cederburg confirmed that the paperwork was
received. Evans asked if all the condemnation terms had been met. Jordan stated the Order of Condemnation is to demolish the
building on the property and remove the debris. There is confusion as to whether or not there are repairs that need to be done for the
roof, windows, and porch as listed in the 8-5-2019 memo.

Jones requested that the City review the property for the repairs listed. Nelson agreed to this. Cederburg stated that the city would
complete an inspection prior to December 7t to confirm that it has been sealed up properly, the roof is weathertight, all the windows
are working order and weathertight and that the porch is safe and properly supported.

No action taken.

Agenda ltem #6, Status Update and Council Action on Order of Condemnation for the property located at 1205 N. Colorado Avenue,
Minden, NE or more particularly described as all of Lots 1-6, Block 2, Gilman’s Second Addition, Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska.

Cederburg stated that the Demo Permit has been received with the proper signoffs, other than the gas which has been confirmed
verbally. Cederburg stated that this is now up to Fire Chief, Tom Brown and the proper weather conditions. Pioneer Village will be
responsible for the ash cleanup and filling in the basement.

Agenda ltem #7, Status Update on Notice to Proceed on Order of Condemnation for the property located at 531 E. 4th Street, Minden,
NE or more particularly described as the West 60’ of Lots 1 & 2, Block 35, Original Town, Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska.

Lieske stated the attempts to contact Vision Interest through email and mail with no response. Cederburg stated that a letter of the
council’s intent to proceed with the demolition will be sent to Vision Interests. Cederburg stated that he will obtain the necessary
paperwork to proceed. Lieske stated that he believes all attempts to make contact have been made to proceed.
