
 
Minutes of Council Meeting 
City of Minden, Nebraska 
January 7, 2019 
 
The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in a regular session in the Council Chambers, pursuant 
to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy 
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and 
the Post Office.  A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk. 
 
Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Larry Evans, Roger Jones, 
Teresa Sumstine, and Bob Carlson. The following City Officials were present: Mayor Ted Griess, City Administrator Matt Cederburg, and 
City Clerk Abbey Jordan. Absent: City Attorney Tom Lieske. 
 
All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public. 
 
After roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.  
 
Then Griess made the following statement:

Agenda Item #5, Treasury Report, August & September 2018. 
 
Cederburg presented information for the Treasury Report for August and September. No Action Taken. 
 
Agenda Item #6, Approve General Administration Contract with South Central Economic Development District, Inc. in the amount of 
$5,000 for grant administration services for CDBG 18-ED-004.  
 
Griess gave a brief background on the contract. Lori Ferguson, SCEDD, thanked the council for allowing her to be present and she is 
looking forward to start the project. 
 
Jones motioned to approve General Administration Contract and Carlson seconded.  On roll call, the following voted aye: Jones, 
Evans, Sumstine, and Carlson. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #7, Consider Approval of Sub-Recipient Agreement with South Central Economic Development District, Inc for CDBG 18-
ED-004. 
 
Cederburg reminded the council that the total loan was for $505,000 with $5,000 to SCEDD for grant administration and the remaining 
going to Royal, with $250,000 of the loan forgivable.  Loan payments are deferred for one year with the term of the loan for 48-months 
at 0% with monthly payments due to SCEDD.  He went on to remind the council that the project was to create 20 jobs which must be 
maintained for 12 months with semi-annual reports that SCEDD must file with the state every July and January, of which they will share 
with the city. 
 
Carlson motioned to approve Sub-Recipient Agreement with SCEDD and Evans seconded.  On roll call, the following voted aye: Jones, 
Evans, Sumstine, and Carlson. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #8, Consider Approval of Interlocal Agreement with the City of Franklin and the Villages of Wilcox, Axtell, and Kenesaw 
for the use of the Electronic Transonde Utility Locator. 
 
Evans asked how long the agreement will take place. Questions were raised about damage repair costs. No Action Taken. 
 
Agenda Item #9, Consider Approval of Payment for the Façade Improvement Program for CDBG 15-DTR-105 to Tri City Sign 
Company in the amount of $5,211.97 for the project at 310 N Colorado. 
 
Sumstine motioned to approve Façade Improvement Program to Tri City Sign Company and Jones seconded.  On roll call, the 
following voted aye: Jones, Evans, Sumstine, and Carlson. Motion carried.
