The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in a regular session in the Council Chambers, pursuant
to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and
the Post Office.

Agenda ltem #6, Consider Approval of Ordinance amending Section 6-4, Hours of Liquor Sale, of the Minden Municipal Code.

Carlson introduced Ordinance 1241 for its first reading:
ORDINANCE NO. 1241

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 6 BY AMENDING ARTICLE 1, SECTION 6-4 OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE CITY OF
MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA AS THE SAME RELATES TO ALCOHOLIC LIQUORS.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA:

Section 1. That Section 6-4 of the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, Keamey County, Nebraska, be and the same is hereby amended
to read as follows:

Section 6-4 Hours of Sale.

(a) It shall be unlawful for any licensed person, regardless of the class of license issued to the holder thereof, to dispense or sell
any alcoholic beverages within the municipality except during the hours provided in this section:

Alcoholic liquors, except beer and wine, beer and wine:

Any day, including Sunday

Off SAIE.... .ot s 6:00 a.m. to 1:00 a.m.

ON SAIB.....coceeieeerie e b 6:00 a.m. to 1:.00 a.m.

(b) No person shall consume any alcoholic beverages on licensed premises for a period of time longer than 15 minutes after
the time fixed in this section for stopping the sale of alcoholic beverages on the premises. For the purposes of this section, on sale shall
be defined as alcoholic beverages sold by the drink for consumption on the premises of the licensed establishment or dispensed under
the authority of a bottle club license. Off sale shall be defined as alcoholic beverages sold at retail in the original container for consumption
off the premises of the licensed establishment.

(c) Nothing in this section shall be construed to prohibit licensed premises from being open for other business hours during
which the sale or dispensing of alcoholic beverages is prohibited by this section.

Section 2. That any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to the passage, approval and publication or posting of this
ordinance and in conflict with its provisions is hereby repealed.

Section 3. This ordinance shall be known as Ordinance No. 1241 and shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, approval
and publication according to law.
