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Minutes of Council Meeting
City of Minden, Nebraska
March 18, 2019

The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in a regular session in the Council Chambers, pursuant
to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and
the Post Office. A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Larry Evans, Teresa Sumstine,
Bob Carlson and Roger Jones. The following City Officials were present: Mayor Ted Griess, City Administrator Matt Cederburg, and City
Clerk Abbey Jordan. Absent: City Attorney Tom Lieske.

All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.
After roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Then Griess made the following statement:

Agenda ltem #3, Mayoral Announcements. Griess welcomed all to the council meeting. Griess stated thoughts and prayers are with all
those affected by the recent flooding.

Agenda ltem #5, Poppy Day Proclamation

Tammie Runions, Unit President at the Minden Legion Auxiliary, stated the Legion Auxiliary would like to bring back Poppy Day on the
fourth Friday in May, the Friday before Memorial Day. She stated Poppy Day will also include a poster contest and celebration. Griess
read the proclamation.

Agenda ltem #6, Sub-Transmission Line Presentation, NPPD.

Stan Clouse, Todd Warren, and Brad Dush, NPPD representatives, stated that the underground sub-transmission line is complete and
working. NPPD thanked the City for their cooperation with the wet weather and use of city equipment to remove water/mud from lines
and boxes. The extra transmission cable will be stored and used for repairs or replacement if needed.

Cederburg provided an overview of the actual project costs compared to the budgeted costs for the Sub-Transmission Line.

Agenda Item #7, Consider Approval and Selection of Contractor for Lift Station #8.

Chris Miller with Miller & Associates discussed bids and recommended the City select Carkoski Construction as the contractor. Miller
stated that the bids were close in total pricing. Ryan Hurst, Utilities Superintendent, provided comments about prior experience with

Carkoski and stated Landmark is in agreement with the selection of Carkoski.

Jones motioned to approve the selection of Carkoski Construction as the contractor for Lift Station #8 and Sumstine seconded. On roll
call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Jones, and Carlson. Motion carried.

Agenda ltem #8, Review of Ice Pigging Water Main Maintenance Reports from Fall of 2018, Ryan Hurst.
Ryan Hurst, Utilities Superintendent, reviewed the ice pigging of the water mains done last fall and stated how impressed he was with
the results. Samples were taken throughout the process of pushing the ice mixture through the main and calculated how many pounds

of sediment was removed. Hurst plans to ice pig a section of the City annually.

Agenda ltem #9, Consider Approval of Minor Subdivision for Alvan & Lee-Ann Lux of Lots 1-6, Block 3, Evan’s Addition to Minden,
Kearney County, Nebraska.

Evans motioned to approve the Minor Subdivision for Alvan & Lee-Ann Lux and Jones seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye:
Evans, Sumstine, Jones, and Carlson. Motion carried
