
 
Minutes of Council Meeting 
City of Minden, Nebraska 
May 20, 2019 
 
The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in a regular session in the Council Chambers, pursuant 
to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy 
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and 
the Post Office.  A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk. 
 
Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Larry Evans, Teresa Sumstine, 
and Bob Carlson. Absent: Roger Jones. The following City Officials were present: Attorney Tom Lieske, Mayor Ted Griess, City 
Administrator Matt Cederburg, and City Clerk Abbey Jordan.  
 
All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public. 
 
After roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.  
 
Then Griess made the following statement:

On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, and 
Carlson. Absent/Not Voting: Jones. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #5, Public Hearing at 6:00 pm to Consider Approval of L and S Properties LLC TIF Redevelopment Plan for the area 
generally described as Lot 5 and 6, Block 3, Evan’s Addition, an addition to the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska. 
 
Public hearing was opened at 6:05 pm by Lieske for the approval of L and S Properties LLC TIF Redevelopment Plan. 
 
Scott and Laci Dinkler spoke in favor the building of a car wash and expanding the commercial services within Minden. They talked 
about the time and effort put into this project, how community members have reached out to them wanting this service, as well as the 
benefits it can provide. 
 
Public hearing was closed at 6:07 pm by Lieske for the approval of L and S Properties LLC TIF Redevelopment Plan.  
 
Council further discussed the available budget and the importance of paving the street. A question brought forth was the electrical 
system on that block and what changes would be necessary in order to allow this project to take place. Another concern brought forth 
was how the mud would affect the sewer system and means of making sure there are no potential future issues. 
 
Sumstine motioned to approve the Dinkler Properties LLC TIF Redevelopment Plan and Carlson seconded. On roll call, the following 
voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, and Carlson. Absent/Not Voting: Jones. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #6, Consider Approval of Payment for the Façade Improvement Program for CDBG 15-DTR-105 to Done Right Masonry, 
LLC’s in the amount of $2,972.00 for the project at 532 N Colorado. 
 

Evans motioned to approve the payment for the Façade Improvement Program and Carlson seconded. On roll call, the following voted 
aye: Evans, Sumstine, and Carlson. Absent/Not Voting: Jones. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #7, Consider Approval of Draw #24 for $2,972.00 this amount will be drawn on CDBG 15-DTR-105 from NE Dept. of 
Economic Development.
