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Minutes of Council Meeting
City of Minden, Nebraska
August 5, 2019

The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in a regular session in the Council Chambers, pursuant
to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and
the Post Office. A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Larry Evans, Teresa Sumstine,
Bob Carlson, and Roger Jones. The following City Officials were present: Attorney Tom Lieske, Mayor Ted Griess, City Administrator
Matt Cederburg, and City Clerk Abbey Jordan.

All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.
After roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Then Griess made the following statement:

Lieske opened the public hearing at 6:08 p.m. Lieske asked Jordan if she prepared the notice of hearing and was sent to the property
owner, how it was sent and if the green card and return receipt were received. Jordan stated that yes, she did send it via certified mail.
Lieske asked Huff if he took the pictures and if he took them from a place he was legally to be, the date taken, and if they fairly and
accurately represent the condition. Huff stated he took the pictures and some were taken while on the private property. Huff stated the
date was on the photos and that they represented the property as of the date taken. Huff added that he had not been back to the
property since the photos had been taken. Lieske admitted all documents and photos into evidence.

Marshall Nelson, Pioneer Village Foundation General Manager, stated that the foundation has received 2 quotes to demo the house
and garage, remove the concrete, and take down the dying trees. Nelson requested 100 days to get the work done.

The public hearing was closed at 6:18 p.m. No action taken.

Carlson motioned to Issue an Order of Condemnation to demolish the buildings and have the debris cleared within 120 days. Jones
seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #7, Public Hearing, Condemnation Hearing for the property located at 146 W. Highway 6, Minden, NE or more
particularly described as all of Lots 8-14 and the West 25’ of Lots 5-7 and the West 25’ of the South half of Lot 4, Block 4, Evan’s
Addition, Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska.

Lieske opened the public hearing at 6:22 p.m. Lieske asked Jordan if she sent the notice of hearing to the foundation, how it was sent
and if the green card and return receipt were received. Jordan stated that yes, she did send it via certified mail. The signed green card
and the return receipt were received and are in the file. Lieske asked Huff if he took the pictures and that they fairly and accurately
represent the condition of the property on this date. Huff stated he took the pictures on and that they fairly and accurately represent the
condition property on this date. Lieske admitted all documents and photos into evidence.

Marshall Nelson, Pioneer Village Foundation General Manager, stated that the foundation is getting quotes for work and making a
decision on the property. Currently, the foundation wishes to demo the restaurant portion and the storage room. Nelson said the
intention for the house is to remodel it and rent out. Nelson did mention asbestos siding and the need to abate it from the portions to
be demolished. Once the construction quotes are received, then the foundation will make a decision as to remodel the house or demo
it.

The public hearing was closed at 6:39 p.m. No action taken.

Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried.

Lieske opened the public hearing at 6:51p.m. Lieske asked Jordan if she sent the notice of hearing to the owners of the property, how
it was sent and if the green card and return receipt were received. Jordan stated that yes, she did send it via certified mail. The signed
green card and the return receipt were received. Lieske asked Huff if he took the pictures and that they fairly and accurately represent
the condition of the property. Huff stated Officer Jarvis Kring took the photos under his supervision and that they fairly and accurately
represent the condition property on this date. Lieske admitted the notice of hearing, certified mail items and photos into evidence.

Michael C. Sumstine, President of King of Kars, Inc. stated that % of the work has already been done to make the windows and doors
weathertight. Sumstine requested 90 days to finish the repairs, but thinks it will go faster. Griess condemned him for already starting
to address the problems.

The public hearing was closed at 6:57 p.m. No action taken.

Lieske opened the public hearing at 6:59 p.m. Lieske asked Jordan if she prepared the notice of hearing and sent to the property
owners, how it was sent and if the green card and return receipt were received. Jordan stated that the owners did not pick up the
certified mail and. Therefore, Cederburg emailed a contact the City has for the property’s utility account, Jennifer Rountree with Vision
Interests. She acknowledged receipt of the email containing the notice of hearing. Rountree with Vision Interests provided a new
mailing address and stated she’s getting bids to clean up the property and secure the buildings. The grass will be abated on August
14, 2019. She advised that Vision Interests had just received the property legally back after a failed land contract. Rountree requested
30 days to do these items. Lieske entered the email into evidence.
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Lieske asked Huff if he took the pictures and that they fairly and accurately represent the condition of the property on this date. Huff
stated he took the pictures and that they fairly and accurately represent the condition property on the date the pictures were taken.
Lieske admitted all documents including the notice letter that came back to the City and photos into evidence.

The public hearing was closed at 7:06 p.m. No action taken.

RESOLUTION NO. 1699
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE AIRPORT AUTHORITY’S LEVY REQUEST

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the City of Minden is in receipt of the City of Minden Airport Authority Resolution No. 19-
1, and

WHEREAS, The Mayor and Council of the City of Minden has been considering the budget for Fiscal Year 2019-2020, and

WHEREAS, Nebraska Statute 77-3443 (3) requires all political subdivisions subject to city/village levy authority to submit a
preliminary request for levy allocation to the City Council, and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council shall consider the preliminary request for levy request in full or in part, and as a part of the
budget for Fiscal Year 2019-2020, and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council realize the City of Minden Airport Authority is requesting $57,000, a proposed levy that is
the same as the levy requested for Fiscal Year 2018-2019, and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council authorized a levy in the amount of $57,000 for the final levy amount for Fiscal Year 2019-
2020.

NOW THEREFORE IT BE RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN:
1. As required by Nebraska Statute 77-3443 (4), the final allocation of levy authority for the Minden Airport Authority for Fiscal
Year 2019-2020 shall be $57,000.
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2. As required by Nebraska Statute 77-3443 (4), a copy of this Resolution shall be forwarded to the Chairperson of the City of
Minden Airport Authority after its passage according to law.

Councilmember Jones moved for the adoption of the foregoing Resolution. Councilmember Evans seconded the motion.
On roll call the following voted Aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Nay: none. Absent and not voting: none.

The passage of said Resolution having been consented to by a majority of the members of the City Council, the Mayor declared the
Resolution passed and adopted, this 5th day of August, 2019.

Agenda Item #18, Consider approval of Resolution to Close Streets and Highway for Bandfest on October 19, 2018 as requested by
the Minden Chamber of Commerce and to accept the duties of LB 589.

RESOLUTION NO. 1700

A Resolution of the City of Minden, Nebraska, preparing for its annual Bandfest and applying to obtain a Special Event Permit through
the Nebraska Department of Roads.

WHEREAS, the City of Minden, Nebraska, and its residents have annually celebrated Minden Bandfest in the fall of each year, to be
held this year on October 19, 2019; and

WHEREAS, as part of the Minden Bandfest, the City of Minden, Nebraska, plans to use four blocks of Highway 10, which is part of the
state highway system, other than a freeway, including full and partial lane closures as part of the special event; and

WHEREAS, the Nebraska Department of Roads has changed its special event permit process as a result of the passage of Neb. Rev.
Stat. §39-1359, which became effective on May 24, 2011; and

WHEREAS, the City of Minden, Nebraska, as part of Minden Bandfest, acknowledges and understands that use of the state highway
system for a special event requires a legal duty to protect the highway property from any damage that may occur arising out of the
special event, and the state shall have no duty during the time the City of Minden is in control of the highway, as specified in the notice
that will be provided to the Nebraska Department of Roads.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska (the “City”):

1. The Minden City Council now advises the Nebraska Department of Roads that the City of Minden will be making use of four
blocks of Highway 10, between First Street and Fifth Street, which is part of the state highway system and is not a freeway, for a
special event known as Minden Bandfest to be held on October 19, 2019. The use of Highway 10 will be from 12:15 p.m. until 2:45
p.m. on October 19, 2019 (“city’s use”). As part of the special event, the Minden City Council acknowledges the City of Minden shall
have the legal duty to protect highway property from any damage that may occur from the city's use of four blocks of Highway 10 and
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the State of Nebraska shall not have any such duty during the city’s use of Highway 10 for the Minden Bandfest. Notice will be provided
to the Nebraska Department of Roads at least thirty days prior to Minden Bandfest.

2. The City Council, on behalf of the City of Minden, acknowledges that any existing statutory or common law duty of the State of
Nebraska to protect the public from damage, injury or death shall become the duty of the City of Minden during the city’s use of four
blocks of State Highway 10 for the Minden Bandfest, and the state shall not have such statutory or common law duty during the city’s
use of four blocks of Highway 10 within the City of Minden.

3. The City Council, on behalf of the City of Minden, by this resolution, formally acknowledges that the City of Minden accepts the
duties set forth in subsection (2) of Neb. Rev. Stat. §39-1359, as well as the duty to protect the public from damage, injury or death
during the city’s use of four blocks of Highway 10 for the annual Minden Bandfest and if a claim is made against the State of Nebraska,
the City of Minden shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless the State of Nebraska from all claims, demands, actions, damages and
liability, including reasonable attorney fees, that may arise as a result of the city’s use of four blocks of Highway 10 during its annual
Minden Bandfest.

4, The Minden City Council now authorizes the Mayor to sign this resolution accepting and acknowledging its duties for control
during the city’s use of four blocks of Highway 10 during its annual Minden Bandfest, and to present this resolution to the Nebraska
Department of Roads.

This Resolution shall become effective upon its passage and approval.
