The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in a regular session in the Council Chambers, pursuant
to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and
the Post Office.

Agenda Item #9, Discussion concerning Ordinance 1219, Amending Chapter 10, Article Il, Dogs per Agenda ltem Request.
Linda Hird, 146 N. Brown Ave, spoke concerning a dog she considers to be dangerous a block away from her. She stated that it
chased her and she filed a police report. Hird shared concerns that the responding police offer, Jarvis Kring, was cousins with the

dog’s owner. Police Chief Jim Huff stated that the case had been handed off to another office to investigate due to the relationship.

Clint Clawson, 1804 31 Road, shared that he delivers mail in Minden and is constantly followed by the dogs and barked at. Clawson
has never reported the dogs to the police department.

Hird wanted to know why nothing further had been done with the report such as charges filed or the dog deemed dangerous. Lieske
stated that the information provided to him as the City Attorney didn’t warrant further pursuit.
