
 
Minutes of Council Meeting 
City of Minden, Nebraska 
November 6, 2019 
 
The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 5:00 p.m. in a special session in the Council Chambers, pursuant 
to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy 
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and 
the Post Office.  A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk. 
 
Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Larry Evans, Teresa Sumstine, 
Bob Carlson, and Roger Jones.  The following City Officials were present: Attorney Tom Lieske, Mayor Ted Griess, City Administrator 
Matt Cederburg, and City Clerk Abbey Jordan. 
 
All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public. 
 
After roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.  
 
Then Griess made the following statement:

Evans motioned to Approve Change Order #1 for the Lift Station #8 of a reduction of $273.00 adjusting to actual quantities installed 
and Sumstine seconded. On roll call the following voted aye: Jones, Sumstine, Evans, and Carlson. Motion approved. 
 
Agenda Item #6, Consider Approval of Pay Request #2, of $121,380.91 to Philip Carkoski Construction for Lift Station #8. 
 
Sumstine motioned to Approve Pay Request #2, of $121,380.91 to Philip Carkoski Construction for Lift Station #8 and Evans 
seconded. On roll call the following voted aye: Jones, Sumstine, Evans, and Carlson. Motion approved. 
 
Agenda Item #7, Consider approval to solicit bids for the Water Treatment Plant Electrical Upgrades. 
 
Chris Miller of Miller and Associates spoke as to the history and need for the electrical upgrades.  Darin Fischer, Utilities 
Superintendent, provided additional information. 
 
Jones motioned to solicit bids for the Water Treatment Plant Electrical Upgrades and Sumstine seconded. On roll call the following 
voted aye: Jones, Sumstine, Evans, and Carlson. Motion approved. 
 
Agenda Item #8, Consider Approval of Agreement with Miller and Associates to study power supplies to critical City services not to 
exceed $21,150. 
 
Sumstine motioned to Approve the Agreement with Miller and Associates to study power supplies to critical City services not to exceed 
$21,150 and Jones seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Jones, and Carlson. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #9, Status Update on Order of Condemnation for the property located at 302 E. 3rd Street, Minden, NE or more 
particularly described as the West 80’ of Lot 7, Block 19, Original Town, Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska. 
 
Michael Sumstine, 122 E. 3rd, owner of the property, stated that all work had been completed for the windows and garage door.  No 
action taken. 
 
Agenda Item #10, Council Action on Order of Condemnation for the property located at 302 E. 3rd Street, Minden, NE or more 
particularly described as the West 80’ of Lot 7, Block 19, Original Town, Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska. 
 
Jones motioned to Rescind the condemnation for the property located at 302 E. 3rd Street and Carlson seconded. On roll call the 
following voted aye: Jones, Sumstine, Evans, and Carlson. Motion approved. 
 
Agenda Item #11, Status Update on of Order of Condemnation for the property located at 247 W. Hawthorne Street, Minden, NE or 
more particularly described as the North ½ of Lot 11 and All of Lot 12, Block 7, Pearson’s Addition, Minden, Kearney County, 
Nebraska. 
 
Michael Fox, owner of 247 W. Hawthorne stated he has started cleaning the property and removing the plumbing fixtures.  Windows 
have not been purchased yet.  Sewer repairs have not been started.  Fox is working with Gary Braun Electric to get temporary power, 
but first must upgrade most of the electrical in the house.  No action taken.

Carlson motioned to table the agenda item and have Mr. Fox on the agenda at the December 16, 2019 meeting to present a detailed 
list of expenses and a timeline. Cederburg offered to provide assistance in creating the requested report and for Mr. Fox to contact the 
city to set a time.  Sumstine seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Jones, and Carlson. Motion carried.

Carlson motioned to table the item until the project is completed and Evans seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, 
Sumstine, Jones, and Carlson. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #16, Consider Approval of Dredging of Lagoon Pond for approximately $26,260. 
 

Carlson motioned to Approve Dredging of the Lagoon Pond for approximately $26,260 and Jones seconded. On roll call, the following 
voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Jones, and Carlson. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #17, Discussion only concerning chickens/fowl ordinances of other Nebraska Cities per Agenda Item Request. 
 
Officer Logan Shrader, had reviewed the regulations from other Cities that the Shearers had provided, and stated that these Cities all 
have animal control officers. 
 
Ann Shearer, the requestor, missed the discussion.  Therefore, this item will be discussed at the November 18, 2019 Council meeting. 
 
Agenda Item #18, Status Update on Order of Condemnation for the properties of 146 W. Highway 6 and 1205 N. Colorado, both 
owned by Harold Warp Pioneer Village Foundation. 
 

Cederburg stated that a demo permit has been sent to Marshall Nelson for the 1205 N. Colorado property.  Mr. Nelson agreed to 

attend the November 18, 2019 Council meeting and provide an update on the properties. 

Agenda Item #19, Public Comments 
 
Deb Crawford, 517 S Ridge, shared her concerns about the speed limits on Campbell and Holland Streets.  She stated that the new 
concrete is nice, but people have been speeding on these streets.  She suggested posting the speed limit or adding stop signs.  She 
also asked about the burnt trailer in the 110 W. Campbell trailer park.  Cederburg stated that the case had been filed in the court 
system.

Evans motioned to adjourn at 6:24 pm and Carlson seconded. On roll call the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Jones, and 
Carlson.
