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Minutes of Council Meeting
City of Minden, Nebraska
November 18, 2019

The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in a regular session in the Council Chambers, pursuant
to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and
the Post Office. A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Larry Evans, Teresa Sumstine,
Bob Carlson, and Roger Jones. The following City Officials were present: Attorney Tom Lieske, Mayor Ted Griess, City Administrator
Matt Cederburg, and City Clerk Abbey Jordan.

All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.
After roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Then Griess made the following statement:

“Pursuant to the Open Meetings Act and Public Records Law Requirements a current copy of the Open Meetings Act is posted for
public inspection on the east wall of the Council Chambers. In addition, for public inspection, there is located on the table to the
south of the chairs in the Council Chambers, a copy of the Council packet that was distributed to the members of the Council prior
to this meeting.

Agenda Item #3, Mayoral Announcements. Griess thanked and congratulated the new firemen.

On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine,
Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #5, Presentation of Minden Housing Agency’s Annual Report by Carrie Hardage, Director.
Hardage presented the Housing Agency’s statistics for the year for occupancy and the financials. No action taken.
Agenda Item #6, Consider Minden Housing Agency's request to waive the “Payment In Lieu of Taxes.”

Hardage requested that the Council consider a permanent waiver and named other communities that have done so. Cederburg stated
that Lieske would need to provide his okay.

Carlson motioned to Approve Minden Housing Agency’s request to waive the “Payment In Lieu of Taxes” for the year and Evans
seconded. On roll call the following voted aye: Jones, Sumstine, Evans, and Carlson. Motion approved.

Agenda Item #7, Discussion only concerning chickens/fowl ordinances of other Nebraska Cities per Agenda Item Request.

Residents at 722 E 2, Annie and Steve Shearer were in attendance to speak. A. Shearer shared the portions of various community
ordinances that she liked. She recommended Lincoln’s city code on chickens. She specifically reviewed the regulations on number of
chickens per square foot of property and the pen being 5 foot from the property line.

Griess shared the City's concerns of enforcement as the police department already deals with many dogs complaints and dogs at large
constantly. Evans shared the staggeringly high number of dog issues for 2019 through September only. He stated that the City of
Lincoln has 4 animal control officers to enforce the chicken code and other animal codes. Sumstine was concerned about what other
type of animals may need to be included if a code was passed.

A. Shearer stated that chickens are a great 4-H project for kids. It's much cheaper and easier that kids doing ponies, cows, or goats,
especially for those living in the city limits.

Glenda Blauch, resident of 615 E Holland, showed her support for the chickens with many reasons. Blauch shared the problems and
time spent by the police department on dogs.

No action taken.

On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Jones, and Carlson. Motion carried.
