
 
Minutes of Council Meeting 
City of Minden, Nebraska 
March 16, 2020 
 
The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in a regular session in the Council Chambers, pursuant 
to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy 
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and 
the Post Office.  A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk. 
 
Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Larry Evans, Teresa Sumstine 
and Bob Carlson. The following City Officials were present: Mayor Ted Griess, City Administrator Matt Cederburg, and City Clerk Abbey 
Jordan.  Absent: Council Member Roger Jones and City Attorney Tom Lieske. 
 
All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public. 
 
After roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.  
 
Then Griess made the following statement: 
 

“Pursuant to the Open Meetings Act and Public Records Law Requirements a current copy of the Open Meetings Act is posted for 
public inspection on the east wall of the Council Chambers.  In addition, for public inspection, there is located on the table to the 
south of the chairs in the Council Chambers, a copy of the Council packet that was distributed to the members of the Council prior 
to this meeting.  The City Council will take public comments on an agenda item if it is deemed necessary.  Please state your name 
and address prior to commenting.” 

 
Agenda Item #3, Mayoral Announcements. Griess read the City’s corona virus notice that was published earlier in the day noting the 
City’s emphasis on continuing to provide the basic and essential necessities regardless the situation at hand. He also thanked city 
employees and first responders for their willingness to work and help the residents throughout the situation.

Evans motioned to adopt all items and extract 4b from the consent agenda. Sumstine seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: 
Evans, Sumstine and Carlson. Absent and not voting: Jones. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #4b, Consider Approval of Bills & Claims for this Council Meeting 
 
Evans extracted this section in hopes of obtaining the financial standings and statements from the City Office. This has not been done 
thus far due to the software conversion and delayed processes.  
 
Sumstine motioned to Approve agenda item 4b, Bills & Claims for this Council Meeting, that was extracted from the consent agenda 
and Carlson seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Sumstine and Carlson. The following voted nay: Evans. Absent and not 
voting: Jones. Motion carried. 
 

Agenda Item #6, Consider Approval of Minor Subdivision for all of Lots 12 & 13, Block 2, Minden West Estates Subdivision, Nebraska 
for the Minden Community Redevelopment Authority. 
 
Griess mentioned the CRA’s purpose of this is to combine the lots due to their smaller, odd shape in hopes of having more room to 
build a house.  
 
Evans motioned to Approve the Minor Subdivision of Lots 12 & 13 for the Community Redevelopment Authority and Sumstine 
seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, and Carlson. Absent and not voting: Jones. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #5, Consider Approval of Minor Subdivision for the E 52.6’ of Lot 9, and all of Lots 10 & 11, Block 2, Minden West 
Estates Subdivision, Nebraska for the Minden Community Redevelopment Authority. 
 

Griess explained that approval of this will allow a house as well as a duplex to be built and allowing the ownership to be divided into 
two.  
 
Carlson motioned to Approve the Minor Subdivision for the E 52.6’ of Lot 9 and all of Lots 10 & 11 for the Community Redevelopment 
Authority and Evans seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, and Carlson. Absent and not voting: Jones. 
Motion carried.  
 
Agenda Item #7, Consider Approval of Final Plat for Miller the Driller Subdivision in Kearney County, Nebraska; a tract of land being 

part of the Southeast Quarter of the Northwest Quarter {SE l/4 NW l/4) and part of the Northeast Quarter of the Southwest Quarter (NE 

l/4 SW l/4) of Section Twelve (12), Township Six (6) North, Range Fifteen (15) West of the Sixth Principal Meridian, Kearney County, 

Nebraska. 

Carlson motioned to Approve the Final Plat for Miller the Driller Subdivision and Evans seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: 
Evans, Sumstine and Carlson. Absent and not voting: Jones. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #8, Status Update on Order of Condemnation for the property located at 146 W. Highway 6, Minden, NE or more 

particularly described as all of Lots 8-14 and the West 25’ of Lots 5-7 and the West 25’ of the South half of Lot 4, Block 4, Evan’s 

Addition, Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska. 

Marshall Nelson, manager of Pioneer Village, gave status updates for the restaurant portion of the 146 W. Highway 6 property. He said 

the North half of the roof has been removed as well as affected walls, windows have been started, asbestos has been removed, the 



 
meter has been pulled, and weather and sickness permitting he intends it to be completed soon. Nothing has been done on the house 

part thus far.  

Agenda Item #9, Council Action on Order of Condemnation for the property located at 146 W. Highway 6, Minden, NE or more 

particularly described as all of Lots 8-14 and the West 25’ of Lots 5-7 and the West 25’ of the South half of Lot 4, Block 4, Evan’s 

Addition, Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska. 

Carlson motioned to table the Council Action on Order of Condemnation for the property located at 146 W. Highway 6 until the May 18th 
meeting and Sumstine seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Sumstine and Carlson. The following voted nay: Evans. Absent 
and not voting: Jones. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #10, Council Action on Order of Condemnation for the property located at 531 E. 4th Street, Minden, NE or more 
particularly described as the West 60’ of Lots 1 & 2, Block 35, Original Town, Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska. 
 
This property has been sold and Cederburg recommended giving the new owner until the following council meeting to provide a plan of 
action. 
 
Agenda Item #11, Council Issuance of Order of Condemnation for the property located at 531 E. 4th Street, Minden, NE or more 
particularly described as the West 60’ of Lots 1 & 2, Block 35, Original Town, Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska. 
 
Sumstine motioned to table the Council Issuance of Order of Condemnation for 531 E. 4th until April 6th and Carlson seconded. On roll 
call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine and Carlson. Absent and not voting: Jones. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #12, Status Update on 705 N. Yates. 
 
This property has been completed and a tenant moved in on March 1st at the completion of the second walk through by Cederburg and 
Darin Fischer, Utilities Superintendent.  No action taken. 
 
Agenda Item #13, Public Comments.   
 
Janene Hill, the Jensen Memorial Library Director, provided the council members with a statement of the library’s plan of action in 
regard to the COVID-19 outbreak and closing to the public until March 30th.  
 
Agenda Item #14, Adjournment. 
 
Carlson motioned to adjourn at 6:42 pm and Sumstine seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine and Carlson.
