
 
Minutes of Council Meeting 
City of Minden, Nebraska 
April 20, 2020 
 
The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in a regular session via Zoom per Governor Rickett’s 
Executive Order No. 20-003, pursuant to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and 
to the public as shown by the copy thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden 
Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and the Post Office.  A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk. 
 
Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Teresa Sumstine, Bob Carlson, 
and Roger Jones. Absent: Larry Evans.  The following City Officials were present: Mayor Ted Griess, City Administrator Matt Cederburg, 
City Attorney Tom Lieske, and City Clerk Abbey Jordan.   
 
All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public. 
 
After roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.  
 
Then Griess made the following statement:

Agenda Item #6, Consider Issuance of Notice to Proceed on the Order of Condemnation dated 12-16-2019 for the property located at 
247 W. Hawthorne Street, Minden, NE or more particularly described as the North ½ of Lot 11 and All of Lot 12, Block 7, Pearson’s 
Addition, Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska. 
 

Jordan stated that the Notice to Proceed would be a formal notification to the property owner that the City will proceed with the 
demolition of the house and garage on the property. 
 
Jones motioned to issue the Notice to Proceed and Carlson seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Sumstine, Carlson, Jones. 
Absent and not voting: Evans.  Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #7, Public Comments.  Annie Shearer, 727 E 2nd, wished to achieve a resolution on chickens in city limits.  She will 

complete the Agenda Item Request form for the next meeting.  Tom Barnes, 441 W. Lexington, apologized for the prayer event held on 

the square by his church during the COVID-19 pandemic for not considering the potential for out of town people coming in to spread 

the virus.
