
 
Minutes of Council Meeting 
City of Minden, Nebraska 
August 3, 2020 
 
The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in regular session in the Fire Hall, pursuant to advance 
notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy thereof posted 
in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and the Post Office.  
A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk. 
 
Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Larry Evans, Teresa Sumstine, 
Bob Carlson, and Roger Jones.  The following City Officials were present: Mayor Ted Griess, City Administrator Matt Cederburg, City 
Attorney Tom Lieske. Absent: City Clerk Abbey Jordan.  
 
All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public. 
 
After roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.  
 
Then Griess made the following statement: 
 

“Pursuant to the Open Meetings Act and Public Records Law Requirements a current copy of the Open Meetings Act is posted for 
public inspection on the east wall of the Council Chambers.  In addition, for public inspection, there is located on the table to the 
south of the chairs in the Council Chambers, a copy of the Council packet that was distributed to the members of the Council prior 
to this meeting.  The City Council will take public comments on an agenda item if it is deemed necessary.  Please state your name 
and address prior to commenting.” 

 
Agenda Item #3, Mayoral Announcements. Griess emphasized the importance of wearing masks and that there are masks available to 
the public in attendance. Griess stated that there was a potential exposure at the Minden Swimming Pool, therefore, the pool has 
closed until further notice. Griess gave an update of the rising numbers within Kearney County reported by Two Rivers Public Health 
Department. He stated progress that has been made to the new Chautauqua Park bathrooms and is projected to be completed by the 
end of August. A reminder to all citizens that the Stage 2: Water Warning in still in effect. A Special Budget meeting will be held on 
August 12, 2020 for the Budget Meeting.

ORDINANCE NO. 1249 
 
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 22, ARTICLE I, OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, 
NEBRASKA, BY ADDING SECTION 22-10 AND 22-11, AND AMENDING CHAPTER 54, ARTICLE II, OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF 
THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA, BY ADDING SECTION 54-29 AND 54-30, AS THE SAME RELATES TO 
CEMETERIES AND PARKS. 
 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA. 
 
Section 1.    That Section 22-10 shall be added to the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska, to read as 
follows: 
 
Section 22-10.  Closing of Cemetery.  It shall be unlawful for any person to be in the Minden Prairie Cemetery after the hour of eleven 
o’ clock (11:00) p.m. or before the hour of five o’clock (5:00) a.m.

Section 2.   That Section 54-29 shall be added to the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska, to read as follows: 
 
Section 54-29.  Closing of Parks. It shall be unlawful for any person to be in any Minden City Park, ball field or outdoor public facility 
starting one hour after conclusion of any scheduled activity or after the hour of eleven o’clock (11:00) p.m., whichever is later, or before 
the hour of five o’clock (5:00) a.m.

Section 3.  That any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to the passage, approval and publication or posting of this 
ordinance and in conflict with its provisions is hereby repealed. 
 
Section 4.  This ordinance shall be known as Ordinance No. 1249 and shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, approval 
and publication according to law. 
 
Evans seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried.

RESOLUTION NO. 1708 
 
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE AIRPORT AUTHORITY’S LEVY REQUEST 
 
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the City of Minden is in receipt of the City of Minden Airport Authority Resolution No. 20-1, and 
 
WHEREAS, The Mayor and Council of the City of Minden has been considering the budget for Fiscal Year 2020-2021, and 
 



 
WHEREAS, Nebraska Statute 77-3443 (3) requires all political subdivisions subject to city/village levy authority to submit a preliminary 
request for levy allocation to the City Council, and 
 
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council shall consider the preliminary request for levy request in full or in part, and as a part of the budget 
for Fiscal Year 2020-2021, and 
 
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council realize the City of Minden Airport Authority is requesting $57,000, a proposed levy that is the same 
as the levy requested for Fiscal Year 2019-2020, and 
 
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council authorized a levy in the amount of $57,000 for the final levy amount for Fiscal Year 2020-2021. 
 
NOW THEREFORE IT BE RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN: 
1.   As required by Nebraska Statute 77-3443 (4), the final allocation of levy authority for the Minden Airport Authority for Fiscal Year 
2020-2021 shall be $57,000. 
 
2.  As required by Nebraska Statute 77-3443 (4), a copy of this Resolution shall be forwarded to the Chairperson of the City of Minden 
Airport Authority after its passage according to law. 
 
Councilmember Jones moved for the adoption of the foregoing Resolution.  Councilmember Sumstine seconded the motion. 
 
On roll call the following voted Aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Nay: none. Absent and not voting: none.   
 
The passage of said Resolution having been consented to by a majority of the members of the City Council, the Mayor declared the 
Resolution passed and adopted, this 3rd day of August, 2020.

Street Superintendent, Chris Klahn, suggested that bids be solicited while the leaves are still on the 

trees, while they have the weight weighing them down and are trimmed the appropriate length. The City Council will solicit bids until 

September 15th. 

Sumstine motioned to solicit bids for the tree trimming and removal on Brown Avenue from 7th Street to Lexington Street per the 

recommendations of the Tree Board with the trimming taking place in the fall and winter and Jones seconded. On roll call, the following 

voted aye: Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. The following voted nay: Evans. Motion carried.  

Agenda Item #8, Consider Approval of Permanent Utilities Easement with Steven & Stacy Werner for the underground electric line for 
a street light. 
 



 
Lieske stated that he has spoken with the home owner but has not gained a signature yet.  
 
Evans motioned to approve the Permanent Utilities Easement with Steven & Stacy Werner pending signatures being obtained by 
Lieske and Sumstine seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried.
