City of Minden, Nebraska 
August 17, 2020 
 
The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in regular session in the Fire Hall, pursuant to advance 
notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy thereof posted 
in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and the Post Office.  
A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk. 
 
Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Larry Evans, Teresa Sumstine, 
Bob Carlson, and Roger Jones.  The following City Officials were present: Mayor Ted Griess, City Administrator Matt Cederburg, City 
Attorney Tom Lieske. Absent: City Clerk Abbey Jordan.  
 
All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Carlson introduced Ordinance No. 1250 for its third reading: 
 

ORDINANCE NO. 1250 
 
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 22, ARTICLE I, OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, 
NEBRASKA, BY ADDING SECTION 22-10 AND 22-11, AND AMENDING CHAPTER 54, ARTICLE II, OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF 
THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA, BY ADDING SECTION 54-29 AND 54-30, AS THE SAME RELATES TO 
CEMETERIES AND PARKS. 
 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA. 
 
Section 1.    That Section 22-10 shall be added to the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska, to read as 
follows: 
 
Section 22-10.  Closing of Cemetery.  It shall be unlawful for any person to be in the Minden Prairie Cemetery after the hour of eleven 
o’ clock (11:00) p.m. or before the hour of five o’clock (5:00) a.m.

Section 2.   That Section 54-29 shall be added to the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska, to read as follows: 
 
Section 54-29.  Closing of Parks. It shall be unlawful for any person to be in any Minden City Park, ball field or outdoor public facility 
starting one hour after conclusion of any scheduled activity or after the hour of eleven o’clock (11:00) p.m., whichever is later, or before 
the hour of five o’clock (5:00) a.m.

Section 3.  That any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to the passage, approval and publication or posting of this 
ordinance and in conflict with its provisions is hereby repealed. 
 
Section 4.  This ordinance shall be known as Ordinance No. 1250 and shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, approval 
and publication according to law.

Evans motioned to approve the approve the Proposed Amendments to the Nebraska League of Municipalities “Bylaws” and Sumstine 
seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #8,  Consider Approval of the Nebraska League of Municipalities “Regular Member Ballot.” 

Sumstine motioned to approve the Nebraska League of Municipalities “Regular Member Ballot” and Evans seconded. On roll call, the 
following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #9, Consider Approval of a Permanent Utilities Easement with Minden Public Schools for a Stormwater Drain. 
 
Sumstine questioned the financially responsible party in the event of damage. Cederburg explained that a cause would be determined 

to see who would be financially responsible for any damage caused. 

Evans motioned to approve the Permanent Utilities Easement with Minden Public Schools for a Stormwater Drain and Carlson 

seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried.  

Agenda Item #10, Discussion and possible Action on the CDBG Downtown Revitalization Grant Application. 
 
Cederburg informed the council of the recommendation of waiting until 2021 to apply for another Downtown Revitalization Grant. 
 
Jones motioned to postpone the CDBD DTR application until the Fall of 2021 and Sumstine seconded. On roll call, the following voted 
aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #11, Selection and approval of CDBG DTR Grant Writer.

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Agenda Item #12, Selection and approval of CDBG DTR Grant Administrator.

Agenda Item #13, Consider Approval of replacement of utility pole at 2nd Street and Nebraska Ave by NPPD for $23,434.99. 
 
Jordan stated that there is a correction that the pole is located at 1st Street between Nebraska Ave and Colorado Ave.  
 
Carlson motioned to approve the replacement of the utility pole at 1st Street between Nebraska Ave and Colorado Ave by NPPD and 
Sumstine seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #14, Consider Approval of Purchase of Police Vehicle Dash Camera and Officer Body Cameras for $31,645. 

Police Chief Butler spoke and expressed the importance of the need for the Police Dash Cameras and Officer Body Cameras. The 

Council expressed the concern of the cost and questioned if the cameras could be interchangeable between officers and vehicles. 

Chief Butler explained that the cameras in the vehicles will be hard wired in and could not be changed between the vehicles.  

Evans motioned to approve the Purchase of Police Vehicle Dash Camera and Officer Body Cameras and Jones seconded. On roll call, 
the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Jones. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #15, Status Update on Order of Condemnation for the property located at 1205 N. Colorado Avenue, Minden, NE or 
more particularly described as all of Lots 1-6, Block 2, Gilman’s Second Addition, Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska. 
 
Marshall Nelson, manager of Pioneer Village, spoke and stated that once the house is demolished, he plans to use the extra dirt from 
the carwash to fill in the hole.  Jordan stated that the water line had been disconnected and Nelson was not aware of that.  The 
remaining item is for the sewer line to be disconnected.

Agenda Item #16, Status Update on Order of Condemnation for the property located at 146 W. Highway 6, Minden, NE or more 
particularly described as all of Lots 8-14 and the West 25’ of Lots 5-7 and the West 25’ of the South half of Lot 4, Block 4, Evan’s 
Addition, Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska. 
 
Marshall Nelson, manager of Pioneer Village, stated that no changes have been made.  The restaurant portion is gone.  His goal is to 
complete the siding repairs on the house after Labor Day.
