The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 5:00 p.m. in special session in the Fire
Hall, pursuant to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and
to the public as shown by the copy thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First
Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and the Post Office. A copy of the notice is on file in
the office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present:
Teresa Sumstine, Bob Carlson, and Roger Jones. Absent: Council President Larry Evans. The following City
Officials were present: Mayor Ted Griess, City Administrator Matt Cederburg, City Attorney Tom Lieske and
City Clerk Abbey Jordan.

All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

After roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Then Griess made the following statement:

21 City Budget.  The hearing was closed at 5:04 p.m.  Cederburg provided an overview of the key budget items
including main projects and equipment purchases.

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Sumstine motioned to approve the fiscal year 2020-21 budget as proposed that is different than the amount 
published. Jones seconded.  On roll call, the following voted aye: Sumstine, Carlson and Jones.  Absent and 
not voting: Evans.  Motion carried.

PROPERTY TAX REQUEST

WHEREAS, Nebraska Revised Statute 77-1601.02 provides that the Governing Body of the City of 
Minden passes by a majority vote a resolution or ordinance setting the tax request; and

WHEREAS, a special public hearing was held as required by law to hear and consider comments concerning
the property tax request;

NOW, THEREFORE, the Governing Body of the City of Minden, resolves that:

1. The 2020-2021 property tax request be set at $1,194,081.40.

2. The total assessed value of property differs from last year’s total assessed value 5%.

3. The tax rate which would levy the same amount of property taxes as last year, when multiplied by
the new total assessed value of property, would be $0.551863 per $100 of assessed value.

4. The General Fund of the City of Minden proposes to adopt a property tax request that will cause
its tax rate to be $0.448438 per $100 of assessed value.

5. Based on the proposed property tax request and changes in other revenue, the total operating budget 
of the City of Minden will be over last years by 12%.
