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Minutes of Council Meeting
City of Minden, Nebraska
April 19, 2021

The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in regular session in the Fire Hall and via Zoom per
Governor Rickett’s Executive Order No. 21-02, pursuant to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members
of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank &
Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and the Post Office. A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Larry Evans, Teresa Sumstine,
Bob Carlson, and Jack Yant. The following City Officials were present: Mayor Ted Griess, City Administrator Matt Cederburg, and City
Clerk Abbey Jordan. Absent: City Attorney Tom Lieske.

All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.
Atter roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Then Griess made the following statement:

“Pursuant to the Open Meetings Act and Public Records Law Requirements a current copy of the Open Meetings Act is
posted for public inspection on the east wall of the Fire Hall. In addition, for public inspection, there is located on the table on
the east side of the Fire Hall, a copy of the Council packet that was distributed to the members of the Council prior to this
meeting. The City Council will take public comments on an agenda item, if it is deemed necessary. Please state your name
and address prior to commenting.”

Agenda Item #3, Mayoral Announcements. Griess reminded Residents of the Kearney County Cleanup on Friday, May 7t from 10am-
6pm and Saturday, May 8 from 8am-12pm. Griess also reminded residents of the Volunteer Fire Department Pancake feed on
Saturday, May 8t at the Fire Hall.

Griess stated that a grievance was filed with the Nebraska Public State Auditor for preventing public comments at council meetings &
not allowing council members to submit agenda items for council meetings. He has been cleared of any wrong doing. A new procedure
will be taking place starting tonight; anyone can speak during the open mic comments portion, and was asked to keep comments civil &
maintain decorum. There will be no conversation on the comment and the Mayor will acknowledge the comment with “duly noted”.

Evans had correction of an address on the previous minutes’ consent agenda. Evans also asked about the status of the application for
the City credit card. Cederburg explained that the wrong application was given to the city and the new application is being completed.

Griess explained the reasoning for item e. on the consent agenda.
Evans gave an update of 531 E 41, stating that a lot of trash has been removed from the property.

Carlson motioned to approve the consent agenda and Sumstine seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine,
Carlson, and Yant. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #5, Consider Approval of Ordinance amending Section 82-99 (o), No Parking Area designated on Gilman Avenue to the
Minden Municipal Code, First Reading.

Jim Widdifield, Minden Public Schools Superintendent, explained they are planning to expand the sidewalk on west side of Gilman.
Widdifield suggested that the times be for 7:30am-8:30am and 3:00pm-4:00pm

Cederburg stated that the residents that were contacted by City Police did not have an issue with the proposed Ordinance.
Sumstine introduced Ordinance #1252 for its first reading.
ORDINANCE NO. 1252

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 82, ARTICLE V, OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY
COUNTY, NEBRASKA, BY AMENDING SECTION 82-99 AS THE SAME RELATES TO PARKING.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA.
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Section 1. That Section 82-99 (o), of the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska, be amended in the

Municipal Code of the City of Minden, the same to read as follows:

Section 82-99 (0). No Parking Area Designated on Gilman Avenue in the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska. It shall
be unlawful for the driver of any motor vehicle to park the motor vehicle on the EAST side of Gilman Avenue from First Street to Third
Street between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. on school days. All of said streets are in the City of Minden.

(C.0. Ord No. 1233, 07/02/2018; C.O. Ord No. 1252, 04/22/2021)

Section 2. That any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to the passage, approval and publication or posting
of this ordinance and in conflict with its provisions is hereby repealed.

Section 3. This ordinance shall be known as Ordinance No. 1252 and shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage,
approval and publication according to law.

Agenda Item #6, Consider Approval of Ordinance adding Section 82-99 (p), No Parking Area designated on Hillcrest Avenue to the
Minden Municipal Code, First Reading.

Cederburg stated that most homeowners were in favor of no parking on both sides of the street. Two residents were concerned about
not having street parking which prompted the change to the west side only. The biggest concern is the ability of the sanitation truck to
be able to get down the street easily. Currently there are no parking signs on the west side already in this area, but the city’s code
does not officially have this no parking area in it.

Chris Klahn, Street Superintendent, stated that the no parking designation cannot only be on school days as the sanitation truck is
used on non-school days especially during the summer. Jordan stated that the residents on the west side do have Gilman addresses
so they would most likely to park on Gilman. In addition to no parking signs, the street department will paint the curb ends to avoid
intersection parking.
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Cederburg said the goal of the City and MPS to analyze this for the rest of the school year and throughout the summer. Widdifield
reminded the council that part of the student parking problem is due to 14-year-olds now being able to drive to school. Carlson also
stated that the north entrance cannot currently be used by students due to Covid and therefore the students are not utilizing the north
parking area.

Carlson introduced Ordinance #1253 for its first reading.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA.

Section 1. That Section 82-99 (p), of the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska, be added to the
Municipal Code of the City of Minden, the same to read as follows:

Section 82-99 (p). No Parking Area Designated on Hillcrest Avenue in the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska. It
shall be unlawful for the driver of any motor vehicle to park the motor vehicle on the west side in the 200 block of Hillcrest Avenue to
Third Street. All of said streets are in the City of Minden.

(C.0. Ord No. 12XX, _/_/20_)

Section 2. That any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to the passage, approval and publication or posting
of this ordinance and in conflict with its provisions is hereby repealed.

Section 3. This ordinance shall be known as Ordinance No. 1253 and shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage,
approval and publication according to law.

Yant seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Sumstine, Carlson, and Yant. The following voted nay: Evans. Motion carried.
Agenda Item #7, Consider Approval of Ordinance amending Section 10-2, Slaughtering, in the Minden Municipal Code, First Reading.

Harold and Rachel Colby were present to speak about the location and their plans. They would like to relocate to Minden. They have
looked at the Miska Meats location, but many updates would be needed for USDA regulations. The building would have to be torn
down and rebuilt. The plan is to do 10-20 cows per week.

Cederburg stated that there have been many discussions with the Colbys especially concerning their disposal process. In explaining
the process, the Kolby's stated that most items will be shipped out of the facility with very little going down the sewer system. The City
is working on bringing an ordinance to a future meeting concerning industrial waste. Harold recommends regulations similar to the City
of Ord as they have a similar size city and a processing center too.

Sumstine shared her concern that the Miska’s were not notified that their property is being removed from the allowable areas for
slaughtering. Sumstine spoke to Patti Miska and they still want to slaughter their deer there. Cederburg and Jordan called them earlier
in the day and they said they still want to process meat at their facility. The Miska’s are concerned about the resale of their property.
Sumstine wishes to keep the Miska’s area in the ordinance too.

Harold shared his concerns about wanting to get the building process going as construction costs have greatly gone up and continue to

go up.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 10 ARTICLE | OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA,

It shall be unlawful to slaughter any beeves, sheep, swine or
other animals within the zoning jurisdiction of the city, except at such location within the industrial zone which lies north of U.S.
Highway No. 6 and east of State Highway No. 10; and south of U.S. Highway No. 6 and east of 33 Road, specifically Lot 3, except the
E. 270’, MEB Addition, Minden at such locations as may be approved by the mayor and city council of the city.
(C.0.Ord No. 12XX, _/__/20_)

Section 2. That any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to the passage, approval and publication or posting of this
ordinance and in conflict with its provisions is hereby repealed.

Section 3. This ordinance shall be known as Ordinance No. 1254 and shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage,
approval and publication according to law.
