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Minutes of Council Meeting
City of Minden, Nebraska
August 16, 2021

The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in regular session in the Council Chambers, pursuant to
advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and
the Post Office. A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Larry Evans, Teresa Sumstine,
Bob Carlson, and Jack Yant. The following City Officials were present: Mayor Ted Griess, City Administrator Matt Cederburg, City
Attorney Tom Lieske, and City Clerk Abbey Jordan.

All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.
Atter roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Then Griess made the following statement:

“Pursuant to the Open Meetings Act and Public Records Law Requirements a current copy of the Open Meetings Act is
posted for public inspection on the east wall of the Fire Hall. In addition, for public inspection, there is located on the table on
the east side of the Fire Hall, a copy of the Council packet that was distributed to the members of the Council prior to this
meeting.

Several questions were asked about the Claims Report. Yant inquired about the rechargeable batteries purchased from Amazon for
the police dept. Cederburg stated they are specialty batteries for Verizon surveillance cameras that cannot be purchased locally.

Yant also questioned the Fire bills paid to Pony Express Ford for oil changes and other repairs thinking they were excessive. He
wondered if these services could be done elsewhere in town for less. Cederburg will check with Fire Chief Brown on this.

Yant questioned the Amazon purchases in the library fund. Yant questioned the library on the trash bags and gloves and was told they
didn’t have these items on their report. He understands the other items cannot be purchased locally.

Yant asked about vendor the cemetery bought the bluegrass rolls from. He didn’t think we could buy these from an investment
company. Jordan stated that the Corbec Investments, LLC is most likely their legal name and have a different DBA name. Jordan will
look this up and get back to Yant.

Evans inquired about the WTP compliance report payment to Miller & Associates. Cederburg replied this is for the WTP discharge
process that Chris Miller has been working on. The design portion is almost ready if the City is required to change the process. The
payment label is not for an actual report, but for the process that is being worked on and the communication with the attorney also
looking at this.

Evans mentioned the Backup Power Generation construction services and thought it had been completely paid for already. Cederburg
stated the City will check on this.

Evans asked about the $261,100 ARP funds received note on the Treasury report not corresponding to the net change on the top of
the report. Cederburg noted the net change includes other items such as bills paid and payroll and not just the ARP funds. Next
month there will be more detail concerning the net change. Evans understanding of the spending of the ARP funds is that it must be
spent for certain items. Cederburg stated the ARP funds are recorded in the ED fund which is just a portion of the City’s checking
account. Once the council approves a project for the ARP funds, then the project will be paid out of the ED fund. The City's money is
one pot with amounts allocated to various funds.

An inquiry was made about the Amazon purchases listed in light for soap, post its, etc. by Yant. He wishes for employees to purchase
items locally that they can. Cederburg will remind employees about purchasing locally.

Carlson motioned to approve the consent agenda and Yant seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson,
and Yant. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #5, Consider Approval to purchase repair parts for the WWTP SBR Basin 2 for $19,378.79 from Aqua-Aerobic Systems,
Inc.

Darin Fischer, Utilities Superintendent, stated SBR 1 was cleaned last fall and found many repairs that were needed once it had been
drained. There was a 9-12 week lead time to get the necessary parts. Fischer anticipates SBR 2 will need very similar repairs as SBR
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1. He wishes to get these parts ordered prior to draining SBR 2 as he only has enough storage to drain it one time. There is an 8-10
week lead time to get the parts this time.

Sumstine motioned to approve the purchase of repair parts for the WWTP SBR Basin 2 for $19,378.79 from Aqua-Aerobic Systems,
Inc. Evans seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Yant. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #6, Consider Approval of Miller & Associates for the Comprehensive Plan Update for $20,000 - $30,000.

Jennie Kozal, Miller & Associates, reviewed the most recent Leadership Community re-certification and the past accomplishments.
The comprehensive plan is a 12-18 month process and includes 4 Town Hall meetings. Kozal complimented us on having the goals of
the current comprehensive plan posted in the Council Chambers. Kozal stated the price includes a Connectivity Master plan that
focuses on gateway entrances, connections throughout town, and trails.

Sumstine asked if there grant options to assist with funding. Kozal stated the City’s LMI (low to moderate income) ratio is 46 and a
higher number is needed to receive CDBG funding for a comprehensive plan.

Carlson motioned to approve the Comprehensive Plan Update with Miller & Associates for $20,000 - $30,000. Sumstine seconded. On
roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Yant. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #7, Consider Approval of Miller & Associates for the Entryway Pilot Project for $2,800 - $4,200.

Cederburg stated a goal for the 2013 comp plan was to beautify the City’s entryways. The Parks Superintendent does a great job
maintaining them. The State has extensive guidelines to be followed as these are on their right-of-ways.

Kozal stated the pilot project will look at one gateway entrance and present 3 design options on beautifying it and incorporate it into the
downtown theme. Currently, Minden has great signage at all 4 entrances, but they’re not necessarily noticed. The project is to make
these noticeable and create an experience when entering the community. Evans clarified that the proposal is just for conceptual
designing and not project execution.

Evans inquired if the designs in the current comprehensive plan could be used? Cederburg replied that the focus will be more detailed
including trees, lighting and walkways. During the Leadership Community re-certification, this was brainstormed as a way to get this
goal met. The north entryway will be the suggested focus due to traffic counts.

Sumstine asked how this was incorporated into the budget. Cederburg stated it will be in the ED fund under the Oct 2021-Sept 2022
budget. Cederburg will work with Kozal for the timing of any payments. The concepts will include construction costs. The north
entrance will most likely be split into 2 phases with the signage and beautification being one and the trailway being the second.

Carlson said he’s had many people mention to him that you wouldn’t know this is a quaint little town upon entering it. He wishes to
proceed with this project as it’s a great start to planning all entrances into town and the pathway. Evans was extremely concerned
about the pathway going out of town and what the ultimate plan was for it? Carlson replied that this plan will assist with this.
Cederburg envisions the path will start at the Legion field and go south into town. The plan will also ensure the City complies with the
NDOT specs. Kozal plans to use the downtown square theme for inspiration to the entrances including lighting at a vehicular level.

Yant motioned to approve Miller and Associates as the General Administrator for the CDBG DTR Grant and Evans seconded. On roll
call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Yant. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #8, Consider Approval of Resolution to Close Streets and Highway for Bandfest on October 16, 2021 as requested by
the Minden Chamber of Commerce and to accept the duties of LB 589.
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Jordan stated to disregard the former Chamber Director's name on the permit. The chamber is between directors and will be updated
when the event nears.

RESOLUTION 1721

A Resolution of the City of Minden, Nebraska, preparing for its annual Bandfest and applying to obtain a Special
Event Permit through the Nebraska Department of Roads.

WHEREAS, the City of Minden, Nebraska, and its residents have annually celebrated Minden Bandfest in the fall of each
year, to be held this year on October 16, 2021; and

WHEREAS, as part of the Minden Bandfest, the City of Minden, Nebraska, plans to use four blocks of Highway 10, which is
part of the state highway system, other than a freeway, including full and partial lane closures as part of the special event;
and

WHEREAS, the Nebraska Department of Roads has changed its special event permit process as a result of the passage of
Neb. Rev. Stat. §39-1359, which became effective on May 24, 2011; and

WHEREAS, the City of Minden, Nebraska, as part of Minden Bandfest, acknowledges and understands that use of the state
highway system for a special event requires a legal duty to protect the highway property from any damage that may occur
arising out of the special event, and the state shall have no duty during the time the City of Minden is in control of the
highway, as specified in the notice that will be provided to the Nebraska Department of Roads.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska (the “City”):

1. The Minden City Council now advises the Nebraska Department of Roads that the City of Minden will be
making use of four blocks of Highway 10, between First Street and Fifth Street, which is part of the state
highway system and is not a freeway, for a special event known as Minden Bandfest to be held on October
16, 2021. The use of Highway 10 will be from 12:15 p.m. until 2:45 p.m. on October 16, 2021 (“city’s use”).
As part of the special event, the Minden City Council acknowledges the City of Minden shall have the legal
duty to protect highway property from any damage that may occur from the city’s use of four blocks of
Highway 10 and the State of Nebraska shall not have any such duty during the city’s use of Highway 10 for
the Minden Bandfest. Notice will be provided to the Nebraska Department of Roads at least thirty days prior
to Minden Bandfest.

2. The City Council, on behalf of the City of Minden, acknowledges that any existing statutory or common law
duty of the State of Nebraska to protect the public from damage, injury or death shall become the duty of
the City of Minden during the city’s use of four blocks of State Highway 10 for the Minden Bandfest, and the
state shall not have such statutory or common law duty during the city’s use of four blocks of Highway 10
within the City of Minden.

3. The City Council, on behalf of the City of Minden, by this resolution, formally acknowledges that the City of
Minden accepts the duties set forth in subsection (2) of Neb. Rev. Stat. §39-1359, as well as the duty to
protect the public from damage, injury or death during the city’s use of four blocks of Highway 10 for the
annual Minden Bandfest and if a claim is made against the State of Nebraska, the City of Minden shall
indemnify, defend and hold harmless the State of Nebraska from all claims, demands, actions, damages and
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liability, including reasonable attorney fees, that may arise as a result of the city’s use of four blocks of
Highway 10 during its annual Minden Bandfest.

4, The Minden City Council now authorizes the Mayor to sign this resolution accepting and acknowledging its
duties for control during the city’s use of four blocks of Highway 10 during its annual Minden Bandfest, and
to present this resolution to the Nebraska Department of Roads.

This Resolution shall become effective upon its passage and approval.

ORDINANCE NO. 1257
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 50 ARTICLE Ill OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY,
NEBRASKA, BY REPEALING SECTIONS 50-41, 50-42, 50-43 AND 50-44, AS THE SAME RELATES TO TOBACCO
PRODUCTS.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA.

Section 1. That Section 50-41, Tobacco products; defined, of the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, Kearney County,
Nebraska, be repealed.

Section 2. That Section 50-42, Tobacco; possession by minor unlawful; of the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, Kearney
County, Nebraska, be repealed.

Section 3. That Section 50-43, Exceptions, of the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska, be
repealed.

Section 4. That Section 50-44, Penalty, of the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska, be repealed.

Section 5. That any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to the passage, approval and publication or
posting of this ordinance and in conflict with its provisions is hereby repealed.

Section 6. This ordinance shall be known as Ordinance No. 1257 and shall be in full force and effect from and after its
passage, approval and publication according to law.

Sumstine and Sumstine seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Yant. Motion carried.
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Sumstine motioned to waive the 3 readings of the ordinance. Yant seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine,
Carlson, and Yant. Motion carried.

Sumstine motioned to adopt the ordinance by title. Evans seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson,
and Yant. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #11, Consider Approval to extend insurance with Travelers for one year.

Kevin Krull, Jones Group, believes it is in the City's best interests to extend due to the roof exclusions from the May 2, 2021 hail storm.
Hopefully in one year, most of the roofs should have been repaired and will make the bidding process easier.

Carlson motioned to extend insurance with Travelers for one year and Sumstine seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans,
Sumstine, Carlson, and Yant. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #12, Consider Approval to include Advertisements with the mailed utility bills.

Cederburg stated that on occasion the City has provided an advertising opportunity for non-profits. A business has approached the
City with an unconventional way to reach potential employees by including an advertisement with the City utility bills. There should be
a cost for this and would be on a first come, first serve basis. Cederburg desires for it to be job focused advertisements and for local
employers only.

Yant motioned to approve including advertisements with the mailed utility bills and Carlson seconded.

Sumstine motioned to amend Yant's motion to approve including advertisements with the mailed utility bills for local businesses only.
Yant seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Carlson, Yant, and Griess. Nay: Evans and Sumstine. Motion has been amended.

Lieske clarified that the council member making the motion can vote nay on their own motion.

On roll call for the motion to approve including advertisements with the mailed utility bills for local businesses only the following voted
aye: Carlson, Yant, and Griess. Nay: Evans and Sumstine. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #13, Consider Approval of an Interlocal with the City of Kearney for building inspections for 3 years.

Cederburg reminded the Council that the City of Kearney has been utilized for several years in this capacity.

Sumstine motioned to approve the Interlocal with the City of Kearney for building inspections for 3 years and Evans seconded. Yant
asked if anyone at the City is trained to do these inspections. Cederburg stated Dave Conyers, City Building Inspector, is not licensed.
On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Yant. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #14, Consider Approval of Ordinance for wage minimums and maximums.

Cederburg said publishing these wages is an annual requirement and apologizes as this has not bee done before. Sumstine inquired
about a wage step plan. Lieske stated a wage plan is not required to meet the publication requirement.

Sumstine asked how this affects the employees? Lieske responded that this meets the requirement and does not affect the
employees. Cederburg has reached out to multiple city administrators and this is what they've done in the past listing the minimums
and maximums of each position. Sumstine inquired if these numbers are fake? Cederburg replied that the figures are subject to
change and all employees currently fall within the amounts listed.
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Evans mentioned that the provided ordinance mentions Beatrice in it. Jordan stated it was an error. Evans reviewed Beatrice’s
ordinance and read the state statute to the council concerning the publication obligation. Evans repeatedly said current annual salaries
believing the proposed ordinance does not meet the statute’s obligations. Lieske countered each statute can be interpreted differently
by each attorney. Evans stated, the City is going to publish this exactly as the statute states. Cederburg reiterated that many other
municipalities are satisfying this requirement in this way. Lieske believes both ways are correct.

Carlson asked for the timeframe again? Evans gave it as July 15" through August 15%. Lieske doesn’t believe the City has ever
satisfied this requirement as there are no ordinances for Minden concerning wages. Carlson asked again for the salary language.

Evans read it as annual, monthly, or hourly salaries. Carlson pointed out it reads “or” and this ordinance meets the requirement.
Evans countered it doesn’t mean a range of wages. Griess requested order.

Evans argued the range is incorrect and believes actual is what needs to be published. Lieske reminded Evans that he can always
vote against it. Sumstine was concerned that the ordinance was locking in employees into only these wages. Griess reminded all that
this is the wages right now. Lieske said this ordinance can always be changed to adopt wage increases.

Yant motioned to table the ordinance until a pay schedule has been established. Sumstine seconded. Cederburg stated that the pay
scale does need to be reviewed along with a complete review of the City’s employee manual. Sumstine is still concerned if the
maximum wages are high enough. On roll call, the following voted aye: Sumstine and Yant. Nay: Evans, Carlson, and Griess. Agenda
item was not tabled.

Carlson clarified that the pay of current employees falls between the minimums and maximums. Cederburg conceded and stated this
will be adjusted yearly due to the annual publication requirement. Lieske stated that now the City is aware of this requirement, then it
will be done. Per Lieske, this document does not set anyone’s wage whether minimum or maximum and is a reporting requirement
only. Also, the state has not notified the City of the non-compliance, however, that does not excuse the lack of it.

Carlson suggests passing and publishing this. He believes this should be completed this year and is a great starting point. Carlson
supports Lieske stating we have hired him to read and interpret the laws and has approved this ordinance in accordance with the state
statute requirement.

Carlson motioned to approve the ordinance replacing Beatrice with Minden. Motion died due to lack of a second.

Agenda Item #15, Open Mic Public Comments.

Harold Colby, 432 W. 6, of the Franklin Meat Locker stated that his contractor is now able to bid the project and provide firm prices on
the proposed building on the east side of the town. Colby is requesting the City Council to take action on the 3 reading of the
ordinance allowing slaughtering in the proposed location. He wishes to pour concrete in November so the building can be set over the
winter. After the ordinance approval, it will be 45-90 days for Tax Increment Financing approval.

Yant stated the council had been waiting on the lot sale prior to the 3t reading of the slaughtering ordinance.

Agenda Item #16, Adjournment.

Sumstine motioned to adjourn at 7:29 pm and Evans seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Evans, Sumstine. Carlson, and
Yant. Motion carried.
