The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in regular session in the Council Chambers, pursuant to
advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and
the Post Office. A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 4:34 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Jack Yant, Bob Carlson, Teresa
Sumstine, and Larry Evans. The following City Officials were present: City Attorney Tom Lieske, Mayor Ted Griess, and City Clerk Abbey
Jordan. Absent: City Administrator Matt Cederburg.

All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.
Atter roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Then Griess made the following statement:

Jordan clarified the included sewer letter has been mailed to those applicable. Evans asked about utilizing the complaint procedure for
the sewer letter instead of referring them to the city council. Jordan responded that yes, the complaint form could have been included
with the letter. Evans asked if someone whose septic has failed and elevation doesn’t allow them to connect, then what is their
options? Sumstine interjected that her conversation with Darin Fischer, Utilities Superintendent, indicated that if elevation didn’t allow
connection, then a pump would not make that possible either. Evans asked about location of these customers receiving the letter.
Jordan stated W 1¢t street, north Colorado, Bed and Breakfast area and north, Country Club Drive, and west of Runza and Subway
areas. Fischer was immediately able to state customers that could not connect due to elevation.

Evans motioned to approve the consent agenda and Sumstine seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Yant, Carlson,
Sumstine, and Evans. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #5, Consider Approval of a Permanent Easement for a concrete exercise trail with the Burlington North Railroad
Company in part of Lots 6, 7, 9, & 10, Block 8, Original Town to the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska.

Griess stated the easement begins north of Masons and across the railroad next to Brown Avenue. Lieske stated the easement follows
the property and not the owner. Jordan stated she may need to change the official name of the Burlington North Railroad Company.

Yant motioned to approve the permanent easement with Burlington North Railroad Company. Carlson seconded. On roll call, the
following voted aye: Yant, Carlson, Sumstine, and Evans. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #6, Open Mic Public Comments

Yant asked about the departure of a former street department employee. Griess stated he didn’t know the answer and Yant would
have to ask Cederburg of Chris Klahn, Street Superintendent.

Agenda Item #7, Adjournment.

Sumstine motioned to adjourn at 6:14 pm and Yant seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Yant, Carlson, Sumstine, and
Evans. Motion carried.
