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Minutes of Council Meeting 
City of Minden, Nebraska 
April 4, 2022 
 
The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in regular session in the Council Chambers, pursuant to 
advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy 
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and 
the Post Office.  A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk. 
 
Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Jack Yant, Bob Carlson, Teresa 
Sumstine, and Larry Evans.  The following City Officials were present: Mayor Ted Griess, City Attorney Tom Lieske, City Administrator 
Matt Cederburg, and City Clerk Abbey Jordan. 
 
All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public. 
 
After roll was called, Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.  
 
Then Griess made the following statement:

Yant asked for clarification on the supplies purchased by the water dept at Mason’s Market.  Jordan will get details.  Yant also asked 
about the use of the Hastings Landfill.  Chris Klahn, Street Superintendent, stated the Holdrege Landfill has a wind policy and closes 
for winds over 25mph.  Klahn stated when it rains it is also easier to use the Hastings Landfill.  Klahn mentioned there will be several 
more charges from the Hastings Landfill due to the recent winds. 
 
Yant motioned to approve the consent agenda and Carlson seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Yant, Carlson, Sumstine, 
and Evans. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #5, Consider Approval of Renewal of Travelers Insurance for 2022-23. 
 
Cederburg provided an overview and suggest renewing the insurance with Travelers due to the outstanding claims from the May 2021 
hail storm.  Travelers quote did increase the wind and hail deductible from $5,000 to $100,000.  The overall increase is about 15%.   
 
Kevin Krull, Jones Group, stated the wind and hail deductible did increase.  There is a buy back policy where for $7,790, the City can 
buy the deductible to decrease down to $10,000.  The City does have 7 more vehicles than last year.  Krull tried splitting the fire 
department off to attempt to get better pricing, but the results were not favorable. 
 
Sumstine asked for the definition of occurrence.  Krull said the occurrence is per event and not per building or location.  After 
discussion, Krull clarified that the $100,000 deductible only applies to wind and hail. 
 
Evans motioned to approve the renewal of Travelers Insurance for 2022-23 including the Buy Back Cincinnati Deductible. Sumstine 
seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Yant, Carlson, Sumstine, and Evans. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #6, Consider Approval of Armor Coat Street Maintenance for Approximately $40,135.95. 
 
Klahn stated the streets all have existing curb and gutter and have been armor coated before.  Cederburg mentioned the project is 
under the amount in the budget. 
 
Carlson motioned to approve the Armor Coat Street Maintenance for Approximately $40,135.95 and Sumstine seconded. On roll call, 
the following voted aye: Yant, Carlson, Sumstine, and Evans. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #7, Consider Approval of Resolution for sale of property in the NE1/4 of Section 7, T6N, R14W, of the 6th p.m., Kearney 
County, Nebraska. 
 
Lieske stated the resolution is necessary as the title insurance company will require it.  This is one of the ways the City can sell real 
estate.  Evans asked if state statute 17-503 applies for the statement “except real property used in the operation of public utilities”.  
Lieske believes this doesn’t apply as there are already easements in place where needed.  Cederburg stated all easements are to be 
outside of the property and will double check this.

The City can either get financing now or utilize the internal 
service fund once it arrives.  Financing now would lock in the current interest rate, but the City would begin making payments now.  
Cederburg stated if the council wanted to leave it as is, then no action needs to be taken.  Bids are due April 14, 2022 at 11 a.m.  No 
action taken.
