The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in regular session in the Council Chambers, pursuant to 
advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy 
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and 
the Post Office.

Cederburg provided history for the water rates.  The current rates were put in place in January of 2000.  The City’s electric rates have 
been used to offset the other rates revenues.  The City is trying to put off having to expand the water plant by lowering the peak usage 
in the summer time.  The City’s engineers have seen success by using a variable rate which increases the more a citizen uses.  A 
portion of the additional revenue from the increased rates will be set aside for the upcoming plant expansion.  The plant expansion is 
estimated at $10/gallon making it $5 million for a 500,000-gallon increase. 
 
Cederburg reviewed the customers that would fall into each category of the variable rates.  Evans asked for the cost to pump one 
gallon.  Fischer, Utilities Superintendent, stated it would be difficult to calculate.  There is water that is not metered such as parks, 
cemetery, and fire hydrants.  Cederburg also stated that utility labor in other departments would need to be figured in but would provide 
at a future meeting. 
 
Sewer rates were reviewed and how they were not affected. 
 
Yant motioned to adopt the water rates as presented.  Carlson seconded.  On roll call, the following voted aye: Yant, Carlson, and 
Sumstine.  Voting nay: Evans.  Motion carried.
