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Minutes of Council Meeting 
City of Minden, Nebraska 
April 18, 2022 
 
The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in regular session in the Council Chambers, pursuant to 
advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy 
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and 
the Post Office.  A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk. 
 
Council President Yant called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Jack Yant, Bob 
Carlson, Teresa Sumstine, and Larry Evans.  The following City Officials were present: City Attorney Tom Lieske, City Administrator Matt 
Cederburg, and City Clerk Abbey Jordan.  Absent: Mayor Ted Griess. 
 
All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public. 
 
After roll was called, Yant led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.  
 
Then Yant made the following statement:

Evans asked about the Intellicom charge for the police dept for its milestone cameras.  He wanted to know if Intellicom makes a 
mistake, are we charged for the time to repair?  Cederburg hadn’t heard from Brad Butler, police chief, there was an issue.  Evans 
asked for further detail as to everything that falls into category 130 labeled distribution system planning.  Cederburg stated the 
distribution system is all electric lines within the City and will provide NPPD’s definition of this category.  Yant asked what legal services 
O’Neill Heinrich Damkroger has been providing.  
 
Evans motioned to approve the consent agenda and Sumstine seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Yant, Carlson, 
Sumstine, and Evans. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #5, Treasury Report, March 2022 
 
Cederburg reviewed the funds received and funds spent for March of 2022. 
 
Sumstine motioned to approve the Treasury Report, March 2022. Sumstine seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Yant, 
Carlson, Sumstine, and Evans. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #6, Budget Report, March 2022 
 
Cederburg reviewed the budget of all funds for March of 2022. 
 
Evans motioned to approve the Treasury Report, March 2022. Sumstine seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Yant, Carlson, 
Sumstine, and Evans. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #7, Update by Olsson Associates on MWE II including the final plat, pond analysis, and Industrial Drive. 
 
Jeff Palik, Olsson Associates, attended to review MWE II with the City Council.  Palik reviewed the pond costs.  Regardless of the pond 
type and depth, a dam and spillway will still be needed.  The initial plan was to use the excavated dirt from the pond to be spread out 
upon the subdivision for grading levels.  The 13’ deep pond has 26,000 cubic yards of dirt being excavated and 11,000 would be 
placed on the subdivision.  A dry pond would save pond excavation costs, but then 11,000 cubic yards would have to be brought in 
only saving the City $24,000.  A shallow pond only digging out 11,000 cubic yards would then cause stagnant water and weed growth 
on the bottom.  It would be a weedy, muddy, stinky mess which Palik doesn’t recommend.  The CRA discussed no kayaking or boating 
in the pond. 
 
Evans mentioned the spillway will be one foot lower than the Craig house’s patio.  Olsson’s attempted to maximize the pond storage 
and minimize changes in flow downstream.  Cederburg addressed concerns about the City’s insurance covering the pond. 
 
The CRA recommended doing a 13-foot-deep pond with aquatic possibilities, rip-rap around the pond, pond aeration, and digging a 
new well to fill the pond when needed.  No action taken. 
 
Agenda Item #8, Consider CRA Recommendation for MWE II Pond. 
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Carlson motioned to approve the CRA’s recommendation of recommended doing a 13-foot-deep pond with aquatic possibilities, rip-rap 
around the pond, pond aeration, and digging a new well to fill the pond when needed for Minden West Estates Phase II.  Sumstine 
seconded.  On roll call, the following voted aye: Yant, Carlson, Sumstine, and Evans. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #9,  Consider Approval of Liquor License Manager Application for Marti L. Miller, in connection with the Minden Country 
Club. 
 
Sumstine motioned to approve the Liquor License Manager Application for Marti L. Miller, in connection with the Minden Country Club. 
Evans seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Yant, Carlson, Sumstine, and Evans. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #10, Consider Selection of bidder for financing of $175,000 for the Street Sweeper and Tanker Truck. 
 
Evans corrected the amount to be $275,000.  Jordan agreed. 
 
Carlson motioned to accept Minden Exchange Bank’s bid for financing of $275,000 at 2.6% for 48 months. Sumstine seconded. On roll 
call, the following voted aye: Yant, Carlson, Sumstine, and Evans. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #11, Open Mic Public Comments 
 
No comments were made. 
 
Agenda Item #12, Adjournment 
 
Evans motioned to adjourn at 6:44 pm and Sumstine seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Yant, Carlson, Sumstine, and 
Evans.
