The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day in special session commencing immediately upon adjournment of the
preceding budget hearing, which begins at 5:00 p.m. on 9-27-2022, and continues until all attendee testimony has concluded. The
meeting was held in the Council Chambers, pursuant to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of
the Council and to the public as shown by the copy thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank &
Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and the Post Office. A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 5:25 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Bob Carlson, Larry Evans, and

Teresa Sumstine. The following City Officials were present; Mayor Ted Griess, City Administrator Matt Cederburg, City Attorney Tom

Lieske, and City Clerk Abbey Jordan. Absent: Council Member: Jack Yant and City Attorney Tom Lieske.

Agenda Item #6, Consider Approval of Resolution for the Property Tax Request.
RESOLUTION NO. 1747

WHEREAS, Nebraska Revised Statute 77-1632 provides that the Governing Body of the Minden passes by a majority vote a resolution
or ordinance setting the tax request; and

WHEREAS, a special public hearing was held as required by law to hear and consider comments concerning the property tax request;
NOW, THEREFORE, the Governing Body of the Minden resolves that:
1. The 2022-2023 property tax request be set at:
General Fund:  $1,042,685.00
Bond Fund: $255,766.00

2. The total assessed value of property differs from last year's total assessed value by 6.2 percent.

3. The tax rate which would levy the same amount of property taxes as last year, when multiplied by the new total assessed value
of property would be 0.535019 per $100 of assessed value.

4. The Minden proposes to adopt a property tax request that will cause its tax rate to be 0.558438 per $100 of assessed value.

5. Based on the proposed property tax request and changes in other revenue, the total operating budget of the Minden will increase
or decrease last year’s budget by 20.04 percent.

6. A copy of this resolution be certified and forwarded to the County Clerk on or before October 15, 2022.
Councilmember Evans moved for the adoption of the foregoing Resolution. Councilmember Carlson seconded the motion.

ORDINANCE NO. 1271

AN ORDINANCE TO ADOPT THE BUDGET STATEMENT TO BE TERMED THE ANNUAL APPROPRIATION BILL; TO
APPROPRIATE SUMS FOR NECESSARY EXPENSES AND LIABILITIES; TO PROVIDE FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, NEBRASKA:

Section 1. That after complying with all procedures required by law, the budget presented and set forth in the budget statement is
hereby approved as the Annual Appropriation Bill for the fiscal year beginning October 1, 2022, through September 30, 2023. All sums
of money contained in the budget statement are hereby appropriated for the necessary expenses and liabilities of the City of Minden.
A copy of the budget document shall be forwarded as provided by law to the Auditor of Public Accounts, State Capital, Lincoln,
Nebraska and the County Clerk of Kearney County, Nebraska, for use by the levying authority.

Section 2. This ordinance shall take effect and be in full force from and after its passage, approval, and publication or posting as
required by law.
