
 

ORDINANCE NO. 1272 
 
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 10, ARTICLE II OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF MINDEN, KEARNEY 
COUNTY, NEBRASKA, BY AMENDING SECTION 10-52 AS THE SAME RELATES TO DOGS; AND 
PROVIDING FOR THE PUBLICATION OF THIS ORDINANCE IN PAMPHLET FORM. 
 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, 
NEBRASKA. 
 
Section 1.  That Section 10-52, License required, be amended in the Municipal Code of the City of 
Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska, the same to read as follows: 
 

Section 10-52.  License required 
 
Any person owning, harboring or keeping a dog over three months of age within the city shall 
obtain a license from the city for such dog. The license may be purchased in increments of 
one year or three years.  A one-year license shall remain in effect until December 31st of the 
year in which it was issued.  A three-year license shall remain in effect until December 31st 
of the third year it was issued.

Section 2.  That any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to the passage, approval 
and publication or posting of this ordinance and in conflict with its provisions is hereby repealed. 
 
Section 3.  This ordinance shall be known as Ordinance No. 1272 and shall be in full force and effect 
from and after its passage, approval and publication according to law.
