
 
ORDINANCE NO. 1274 

 
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 10, ARTICLE I, OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY 
COUNTY, NEBRASKA, BY ADDING SECTION 10-10, AS THE SAME RELATES TO MANAGEMENT OF ANIMALS WITHIN THE 
CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA; AND PROVIDING FOR THE PUBLICATION OF THIS ORDINANCE IN 
PAMPHLET FORM. 
 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA. 
 
Section 1.   That Section 10-10 be added to the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska, to 
read as follows: 
 

Section 10-10.  Animal Advisory Board; Establishment 
 
There is hereby established the Animal Advisory Board of the City of Minden, whose duty it shall be to advise 
the mayor and city council on all matters relating to the management of any and all animals within the City of 
Minden.  The board shall consist of seven members: five (5) members shall be appointed by the mayor subject 
to confirmation by the council.  The appointed members shall serve staggered terms from one (1) to five (5) 
years for the initial appointment to the board.  Thereafter, each member shall be appointed for a five-year 
term. One (1) of the appointed shall be a licensed veterinarian, three (3) shall be registered voters residing 
within the city of Minden and one (1) member of the City Council.  The other two (2) non-appointed members 
shall consist of the Chief of Police or designee and the designated City Health Officer or designee.  The members 
of the board shall elect a board chairman.  All appointed members shall serve without compensation.  The 
Animal Advisory Board shall meet as necessary and at the call of the Chairman.

Section 3.  This ordinance shall be known as Ordinance No. 12XX and shall be in full force and effect from and after its 
passage, approval and publication according to law.
