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Minutes of Council Meeting 
City of Minden, Nebraska 
August 21, 2023 
 
The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in regular session in the Council Chambers, pursuant to 
advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy 
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and 
the Post Office.  A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk. 
 
Mayor Evans called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Jarvis Kring, Teresa Sumstine, 
and Alyssa Schneider.  Jack Yant arrived at 6:15 p.m. after the discussion on Agenda Item #10, but before the vote.  The following City 
Officials were present: City Attorney Andrew Olson, Mayor Larry Evans, City Administrator Michael Krings and City Clerk Abbey Jordan. 
 
All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public. 
 
After roll was called, Evans led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.  
 
Then Evans made the following statement:

Agenda Item #5, Consider Approval of Police Department’s Bills & Claims for this Council Meeting. 
 
Sumstine motioned to approve the Police Department’s Bills & Claims for this Council Meeting and Schneider seconded. On roll call, 
the following voted aye: Sumstine, Schneider. Abstain: J. Kring.  Absent and not voting: Yant. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #6, Public Forum

Agenda Item #7, Consider Approval of Treasury Report, July 2023.  
 
Jordan presented the state of the Treasury for July 2023. Overall the treasury is up $414,528. 
 
Schneider motioned to accept the Treasury Report, July 2023 as filed, and J. Kring seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: J. 
Kring, Sumstine, and Schneider. Absent and not voting: Yant. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #8, Consider Approval of Budget Report, July 2023.  
 
Jordan reviewed the July 2023 Budget Report.   
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Schneider motioned to approve Budget Report, July 2023, and J. Kring seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: J. Kring, 
Sumstine, and Schneider. Absent and not voting: Yant. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #9, Consider Approval of Liquor License Manager Application for Sierra Egenberger, in Connection with the Minden 
Country Club & Golf Course.  
 
Schneider motioned to approve the Liquor License Manager Application for Sierra Egenberger, in Connection with the Minden Country 
Club & Golf Course. Sumstine seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: J. Kring, Sumstine, and Schneider. Absent and not 
voting: Yant. Motion carried. 
  
Agenda Item #10, Consider Approval of Ordinance Amending Section 82-3 of the Minden Municipal Code Concerning Stop Signs and 
Signals, First Reading.  
 
Jordan stated that the Police department also requested that a stop sign be placed for westbound traffic at 8th Street and 
Minden Avenue by Chautauqua Park.  
 
Schneider asked Police Chief Bulter if there would be any disadvantage to a 4-way stop at the intersection by the middle and 
high schools? He stated that he did not see any disadvantages. M. Krings stated that he spoke with Superintendent Widdifield 
and he was hoping to have a traffic study done in the next 12 months of traffic flow around the school. He also stated that they 
were looking forward to having this in place before the study was completed.   
 
Sumstine introduced Ordinance 1283 for its first reading.  
 

ORDINANCE NO. 1283 
 
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 82, ARTICLE I, OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, 
KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA, BY ADDING SECTIONS 82-3 (m) and 82-3 (n), AS THE SAME RELATES TO 
STOP SIGNS AND SIGNALS WITHIN THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA; AND 
PROVIDING FOR THE PUBLICATION OF THIS ORDINANCE IN PAMPHLET FORM. 
 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, 
NEBRASKA. 
 
Section 1.   That Section 82-3(m) be added to the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska, 
to read as follows: 
 
Section 82-3(m).  That a stop sign shall be placed on the north bound, east bound, south bound, and west bound 
approaches at 3rd Street and Yates Avenue in the city.

Section 2.   That Section 82-3(n) be added to the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska, 
to read as follows: 
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Section 82-3(n).  That a stop sign shall be placed on the west bound approach at 8th Street and Minden Avenue in 
the city.  
 
 Source:   C.O. Ord No. 12XX, 08/__/2023. 
 
Section 3.  That any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to the passage, approval and publication 
or posting of this ordinance and in conflict with its provisions is hereby repealed. 
 
Section 4.  This ordinance shall be known as Ordinance No. 12XX and shall be in full force and effect from and after 
its passage, approval and publication according to law. 

 
Schneider seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Sumstine, Schneider, and Evans. Abstain: J. Kring and Yant. Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #11, Consider Renewal of City’s Health Plan with Meritain Health, keeping the stop loss at $45,000 per individual.  
 
Gordan Amstuz, with Ohio National, was present to answer any questions. He also stated that he visited with Jordan and M. Krings 
prior and everything looked ok with the renewal and maintaining the same stop loss. 
 
Sumstine motioned to renewal of City’s Health Plan with Meritain Health, keeping the stop loss at $45,000 per individual and Yant 
seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Sumstine Yant, and Schneider. Abstain: J. Kring. Motion carried.
