The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in special session in the Council Chambers, pursuant to
advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and
the Post Office.

Agenda Item #6, Public Forum.

Tom Barnes, 441 W. Lexington, stated January 9 is National Law Enforcement Day. Baylee Lima spoke in support of Agenda ltem
#10. She stated banning pitbulls is an outdated assumption. All dog breeds are a product of their environment and their owners. Lima
mentioned a dog temperament scale where pitbulls had a better temperament than chihuahuas.

Agenda Item #7, Consider Approval of Treasury Report, November 2023.

Jordan presented the November 2023 Treasury Report. Overall the City’s treasury is down $130,000 from October.

Maintenance and Snow Removal during Jan 1-Dec 31, 2024.

Jordan stated this is an annual maintenance agreement with NDOT. The City does surface maintenance and NDOT does snow
removal.

J. Kring motioned to approve the Renewal of the 2024 Maintenance Agreement with the State of Nebraska for Highway Surface
Maintenance and Snow Removal during Jan 1-Dec 31, 2024. Schneider seconded On roll call, the following voted aye: J. Kring,
Sumstine, Yant, and Schneider. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #10, Discussion of Agenda Item Request for Review of Ordinances 901 and 1142 that Prohibit Breeds including Pitbulls
and other Terriers by Baylee Lima.

J. Kring stated Holdrege bans pitbulls while Gothenburg allows with a special permit. J. Kring recommended looking into what other
cities are doing. Sumstine shared her concerns about the safety of Minden’s citizens around these breeds.

No action was taken.

Agenda Item #11, Consider Approval to Open a Checking Account for the Employee Health Flexible Spending Account and
Dependent Care Flexible Spending Account.

Jordan stated Dana Cole has been assisting with the setup of these benefits. They had recommended a checking account at First
Bank as they've worked with them on many of these.

Sumstine motioned to Open a Checking Account for the Employee Health Flexible Spending Account and Dependent Care Flexible
Spending Account at First Bank. Schneider seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Sumstine, Yant, and Schneider. Abstain: J.
Kring. Motion carried.
