The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in special session in the Council Chambers, pursuant to 
advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy 
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and 
the Post Office.  A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk. 
 
Mayor Evans called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Jarvis Kring, Teresa Sumstine, 
Jack Yant, and Alyssa Schneider. The following City Officials were present: City Attorney Andrew Olson, Mayor Larry Evans, City 
Administrator Michael Krings and City Clerk Abbey Jordan.   
 
All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Agenda Item #6, Consider Approval of Police Department’s Bills & Claims for this Council Meeting. 
 
Yant motioned to approve the Police Department’s Bills & Claims for this Council Meeting and Schneider seconded. On roll call, the 
following voted aye: Yant, Sumstine, and Schneider. Abstain: J. Kring.  Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #7, Consider Approval of Treasury Report, December 2023. 
 
Yant motioned to approve the December 2023 Treasury Report.  Sumstine seconded.  Jordan stated the enterprise funds are down 
$630,000.  The tax funds have decreased a total of $1,280,000.  Overall, the city’s treasury is down $1,900,000.  First, there were 3 
payrolls in December.  The bond funds were received.  The bond counsel paid off the bond anticipation notes and the City received the 
remaining.  The final payment for Minden West Estates phase II was made along with the west water tower painting.  Kring requested 
to have a summary of the MWE II project.  On roll call, the following voted aye: J. Kring, Sumstine, Schneider and Yant.  Motion 
carried. 
 
Agenda Item #8, Consider Approval of Budget Report, December 2023. 
 
Yant motioned to approve the December 2023 Budget Report.  Sumstine seconded.  Jordan reviewed discrepancies on general 
revenues, street & alley revenues, street & alley expenses, water expenses, and the combined bond expenses.  Sumstine requested 
annotations and notes for the discrepancies.  On roll call, the following voted aye: J. Kring, Sumstine, Schneider and Yant.  Motion 
carried. 
 
Agenda Item #9, Consider Approval of Addendum to the Agreement for Legal Services with Andrew Olson, Dier, Osborn, & Cox, P.C., 
L.L.O. as the City Attorney. 
 
Evans stated he had initially promised Olson an increase of the monthly retainer after a year.  Sumstine motioned to approve the 
Addendum to the Agreement for Legal Services with Andrew Olson, Dier, Osborn, & Cox, P.C., L.L.O. as the City Attorney.  Yant 
seconded.  On roll call, the following voted aye: J. Kring, Sumstine, Schneider and Yant.  Motion carried. 
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Agenda Item #10, Setting the Date for the Christmas Lights to be Turned Off Annually. 
 
Evans requested to have this on the agenda for discussion.  The past couple of years the City has honored requests to keep the lights 
on later or turn on for special events.  M. Krings stated it is approximately $16 per day for electrical and an additional $30 for each 
weekend day.  Evans asked if it could be automated to turn the lights on and off.  No action taken.
