The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in regular session in the Council Chambers, pursuant to
advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and
the Post Office. A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Evans called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Jarvis Kring, Teresa Sumstine,
and Jack Yant. The following City Officials were present: City Attorney Andrew Olson, Mayor Larry Evans, City Administrator Michael
Krings, and City Clerk Abbey Jordan. Absent: City Council member Alyssa Schneider.

Jordan reviewed the balances on the city’s
accounts and changes from the prior month. Evans requested clarification on the Minden Mining revenues. M. Krings reminded the
council one was half of their annual payment to the City and the second was a donation by them. On roll call, the following voted aye:
J. Kring, Sumstine and Yant. Absent and not voting: Schneider. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #8, Consider Approval of Budget Report, April 2024.

Sumstine motioned to approve the April 2024 Budget Report and Yant seconded. Jordan stated there are no noticeable differences
from last month’s budget report. On roll call, the following voted aye: J. Kring, Sumstine and Yant. Absent and not voting: Schneider.

Agenda Item #9, Consider Approval of a Resolution for SCEDD Grant Application Assistance.
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Yant motioned to approve Resolution 1798 and Sumstine seconded. Lori Ferguson, SCEDD, stated she has been in discussion with
M. Krings and Evans. The City previously received CDBG Downtown Revitalization Grants. The DED has changed their focus and
established priorities for these grants. M. Krings stated the project hasn't been set, but he wants an advisory group to discuss the
project to be done with downtown sidewalks as a possibility. Sidewalks could also be a Public Works grant which aren’t as competitive.
There is a 20% match for the project. Application deadlines are September 15" and a public hearing must be held before submission.
