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Minutes of Council Meeting 
City of Minden, Nebraska 
August 19, 2024 
 
The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in regular session in the Council Chambers, pursuant to 
advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy 
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and 
the Post Office. A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk. 
 
Mayor Evans called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: Jack Yant and Alyssa Schneider. 
Absent: Jarvis Kring and Teresa Sumstine.  The following City Officials were present: City Attorney Andrew Olson, Mayor Larry Evans, 
City Clerk Administrator Michael Krings, and City Clerk Abbey Jordan. 
 
All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public. 
 
After roll was called, Mayor Evans led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.  
 
Then Evans made the following statement:

Agenda Item #6, Consider Approval of Police Department’s Bills & Claims for this Council Meeting. 
 
Schneider motioned to approve the Police Department’s Bills & Claims for this Council Meeting.  Yant seconded. On roll call, the 
following voted aye: Yant and Schneider. Absent and not voting: J. Kring and Sumstine.  Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #7, Consider Approval of Treasury Report, July 2024. 
  
Jordan reviewed the status of the City’s Treasury. The total treasury is $11.6 million. 
 
Yant motioned to approve the July 2024 Treasury Report. Schneider seconded.  On roll call, the following voted aye: Yant and 
Schneider. Absent and not voting: J. Kring and Sumstine.  Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #8, Consider Approval of Budget Report, July 2024. 
 
Jordan reviewed the Budget Report.  Schneider motioned to approve the July 2024 Budget Report and Yant seconded. On roll call, the 
following voted aye: Yant and Schneider. Absent and not voting: J. Kring and Sumstine.  Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #9, Public Hearing, One and Six Year Street Plan. 
 
Olson opened the public hearing at 6:07 p.m.  No one spoke in favor of or against the proposed one and six year street plan.  The 
public hearing was closed at 6:08 p.m. 
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Brian Friedrichsen and Nate Jensen with Olsson Associates were present.  Friedrichsen reminded the council the one and six year 
street plan is a state requirement.  The West Estates II streets and Industrial Drive have been removed as they were completed.  East 
1st Street was added due to the state’s project as it is drainage improvements.  A couple of other streets have been added. 
 
Agenda Item #10, Consider Approval of a Resolution for the One and Six Year Street Plan. 
 
No action was taken. 
 
Agenda Item #11, Consider Approval of Resolution Authorizing the Mayor and Street Superintendent to Sign the 2024 Nebraska 
Board of Public Roads Classification and Standards, Annual Certification of Program Compliance. 
 
Friedrichsen said this is the state’s form done annually.  For the upcoming year, the City will switch from Jeff Palik to Brian Friedrichsen 
for the Street Superintendent.  No action was taken. 
 
Agenda Item #12, Consider Approval of an Ordinance Vacating All Utility Easements in the Golden Energy Addition Subdivision, First 
Reading. 
 
Friedrichsen stated Olsson Associates has been working with KAAPA on a project.  Previously, the City vacated KAAPA Lane, but the 
utility easements were not addressed.  Typically it is not recommended to get rid of easements, but this is a unique situation with the 
property being 6 miles away and no city utilities in the vicinity.  If KAAPA were to want utilities in the future, they would most likely grant 
the City easements at that time to get the utilities to their property.  A KAAPA representative will be at the next meeting to answer any 
further questions. 
 
No action was taken. 
 
Agenda Item #13, Consider Approval of an Ordinance Clarifying the Name of 16th Street within City Limits, First Reading. 
 
Friedrichsen stated there is a glitch where the street signs say 16th street but the NDOT’s maps show 17th Street.  Research at the 
courthouse did not provide an answer.  Measuring it out, 16th street makes sense.  The ordinance is to clarify the street name.   
 
No action was taken. 
 
Agenda Item #14, Consider Approval of Claim of $620 to Minden Lawn and Sprinkler for Sterilizing Grounds around Lift 
Stations and Waste Water Treatment Plant.  
 
No action was taken. 
 
Agenda Item #15, Public Hearing for the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Application. 
 
The public hearing was opened at 6:13 p.m.  No one spoke in favor of or against the CDBG Application.  No comments were submitted 
in writing in advance.  The public hearing was closed at 6:13 p.m. 
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Lori Ferguson, SCEDD, presented information about the application to the Council and public.  The project is to complete one block of 
sidewalk on the south side of the downtown square.  Total budget is $345,000.  The City is contributing 20% of the requested funds as 
a match to the project.  The grant, if successful, will be awarded in November of 2024. 
 
Agenda Item #16, Consider Approval to adopt a Resolution Authorizing Chief Elected Official to Sign an Application for CDBG Funds. 
 
No action was taken. 
 
Agenda Item #17, Review and Adoption of the following Items as part of the Application for CDBG Funds: a. Statement of Assurances 
and Certifications; b. Citizen Participation Plan; and c. Residential Anti-Displacement and Relocation Assistance Plan. 
 
Ferguson stated these are required documents for the CDBG Application.  The Citizen Participation Plan was previously adopted.  The 
Anti-Displacement is also a requirement but no one is displaced by this project. 
 
No action was taken. 
 
Agenda Item #18, Review of the Following Items as part of the Application for CDBG Funds: a. Waiver of procurement process; b.  
Local Cost-Share Letter Required of City, and c. Chief Elected Official Document 
 
The City can bypass the procurement steps as the City has a record of utilizing Olsson as their engineer.  Also, SCEDD can be utilized 
as the City is part of the development district.  All communities within Kearney County can take advantage of their services.  The Mayor 
is requested to sign a letter staring the City will provide their required funding.  The final document states the Mayor is able to ct on the 
City’s behalf for this grant. 
 
No action was taken. 
 
Agenda Item #19, Discussion with legal counsel regarding personnel matters to prevent the needless injury to the reputation of a 
person, and strategy related to potential and/or threatened litigation.

Schneider motioned to exit closed session at 7:45 p.m.  Yant seconded.  On roll call, the following voted aye: Yant and Schneider. 
Absent and not voting: J. Kring and Sumstine.
