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Minutes of Council Meeting 
City of Minden, Nebraska 
November 4, 2024 
 
The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in regular session in the Council Chambers, pursuant to 
advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy 
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and 
the Post Office. A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk. 
 
Council President Yant called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: David Bunger, Teresa 
Sumstine, Jack Yant, and Alyssa Schneider.   The following City Officials were present: City Attorney Andrew Olson, City Clerk 
Administrator Michael Krings, and City Clerk Abbey Jordan.  Absent: Mayor Larry Evans. 
 
All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public. 
 
After roll was called, President Evans led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.  
 
Then Evans made the following statement:

Schneider motioned to approve the consent agenda and Bunger seconded.  On roll call, the following voted aye: Bunger, Sumstine, 
Yant, and Schneider.  Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #6, Consider Approval of an Ordinance Amending the Zoning from Agricultural (A) to Outlying Commercial (C-2) for: 
A tract of land located in part of the south half (s1/2) of section twelve (12), township six (6) north, A tract of land being part of the 
Southwest Quarter of the Southwest Quarter (SW1/4 SW1/4), of Section Thirty-two (32), Township Seven (7) North, Range Fourteen 
(14) West of the 6th Principal Meridian, Kearney County, Nebraska, and more particularly described as follows: Commencing at a 1" 
iron pin at the Southwest Corner of the Southwest Quarter of Section 32; thence S 89°50'17" E on the South line of said Southwest 
Quarter, and all bearings contained herein are relative thereto, a distance of 300.00 feet to the Southeast corner of a tract of land 
deeded to Nebraska Public Power District in Warranty Deed recorded in Book 84, Page 890, and filed in the Kearney County Register 
of Deeds and the POINT OF BEGINNING; thence continuing S 89°50'17" E on said South line a distance of 715.00 feet; thence N 
00°21'34" W parallel with the West line of said Southwest Quarter a distance of 450.00 feet to a 5/8" rebar w/cap; thence N 89°50'17" 
W parallel with said South line a distance of 715.00 feet to a 5/8" rebar w/cap at the Northeast corner of said Nebraska Public Power 
District tract; thence S 00°21'34" E on the East line of said Nebraska Public Power District tract and parallel with said West line a 
distance of 450.00 feet to the Point of Beginning. Containing 7.38 acres more or less, of which 0.54 acres more or less are presently 
being used for road purposes on the south side. 
 
Yant stated the legal description on the agenda is incorrect, but the correct legal description can be found in the council packet.  The 
correct legal description is: A tract of land being part of the Northwest Quarter of the Southwest Quarter (NW¼SW¼) of Section 
Eighteen (18), Township Six (6) North, Range Fourteen (14) West of the Sixth Principal Meridian, Kearney County, Nebraska more 
particularly described as the South 200.4 feet of the East 186.5 feet of Tax Lot A and that part of Tax Lot B described as follows: 
Referring to a point 801.6 feet South of the Northwest Corner of the Southwest Quarter of said Section 18 and on the West line of said 
Southwest Quarter with said point also being the Northwest Corner of said Tax Lot B; thence Easterly on the North line of said Tax Lot 
B a distance of 60.7 feet to a point that intersects the East right-of-way line of Nebraska State Highway No. 10 as recorded in Deed 
Book 56 at Page 445 of the Kearney County Register of Deeds office and the ACTUAL PLACE OF BEGINNING; thence continuing 
easterly, leaving the East right-of-way line of Nebraska State Highway No. 10 and on the North line of Tax Lot B a distance of 504.45 
feet to the Northeast Corner of said Tax Lot B; thence Southerly on the East line of said Tax Lot B and parallel with the West line of 
said Southwest Quarter a distance of 200.4 feet to the Southeast Corner of said Tax Lot  B; thence Westerly on the South line of said 
Tax Lot B to a point 364 feet East of the East right-of-way line of Nebraska State Highway No. 10; thence northerly leaving the South 
line of said Tax Lot B and parallel with the East right-of-way line of Nebraska State Highway No. 10 a distance of 15.0 feet; thence 
Westerly parallel with the South line of said Tax Lot B a distance of 364 feet to a point on the East right-of-way line of Nebraska State 
Highway No. 10; thence northerly on the East right-of-way line of Nebraska State Highway No. 10 a distance of 185.4 feet to the place 
of beginning. Containing 3.04 acres total, more or less. The parcel is presently zoned “Agricultural (A)” and the request as filed, 
proposes that said parcels be changed to a zoning designation of “Outlying Commercial (C2).” 
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Olson clarified that the prior meeting held the public hearing on this rezoning.  Tonight’s meeting is for the first reading of the rezoning 
change. 
 
Sumstine introduced Ordinance No. 1298 for its first reading: 
 

ORDINANCE NO. 1298 
 
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CITY ZONING MAP OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA, WHICH MAP 
IS PROVIDED FOR IN SECTION 94-5 OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA. 
 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA. 
 
Section 1.  That the following described real estate which lies within the Zoning Jurisdiction of the City of Minden, Kearney County, 
Nebraska, to-wit; 
 
A tract of land being part of the Northwest Quarter of the Southwest Quarter (NW¼SW¼) of Section Eighteen (18), Township Six (6) 
North, Range Fourteen (14) West of the Sixth Principal Meridian, Kearney County, Nebraska more particularly described as the South 
200.4 feet of the East 186.5 feet of Tax Lot A and that part of Tax Lot B described as follows: Referring to a point 801.6 feet South of 
the Northwest Corner of the Southwest Quarter of said Section 18 and on the West line of said Southwest Quarter with said point also 
being the Northwest Corner of said Tax Lot B; thence Easterly on the North line of said Tax Lot B a distance of 60.7 feet to a point that 
intersects the East right-of-way line of Nebraska State Highway No. 10 as recorded in Deed Book 56 at Page 445 of the Kearney 
County Register of Deeds office and the ACTUAL PLACE OF BEGINNING; thence continuing easterly, leaving the East right-of-way 
line of Nebraska State Highway No. 10 and on the North line of Tax Lot B a distance of 504.45 feet to the Northeast Corner of said Tax 
Lot B; thence Southerly on the East line of said Tax Lot B and parallel with the West line of said Southwest Quarter a distance of 200.4 
feet to the Southeast Corner of said Tax Lot  B; thence Westerly on the South line of said Tax Lot B to a point 364 feet East of the East 
right-of-way line of Nebraska State Highway No. 10; thence northerly leaving the South line of said Tax Lot B and parallel with the East 
right-of-way line of Nebraska State Highway No. 10 a distance of 15.0 feet; thence Westerly parallel with the South line of said Tax Lot 
B a distance of 364 feet to a point on the East right-of-way line of Nebraska State Highway No. 10; thence northerly on the East right-
of-way line of Nebraska State Highway No. 10 a distance of 185.4 feet to the place of beginning. Containing 3.04 acres total, more or 
less. 
 
The above parcel is presently zoned “Agricultural (A)” and the request as filed, proposes that said parcel be changed to a zoning 
designation of “Outlying Commercial (C-2).”

Section 3.  That any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to the passage, approval and publication or posting of this 
ordinance and in conflict with its provisions is hereby repealed. 
 
Section 4.  This ordinance shall be known as Ordinance No. 1298 and shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, 
approval and publication according to law.

Agenda Item #8, Consider Approval of Employee Appreciation Turkey/Ham Gift Certificates and Chamber Bucks in the Amount of 
$100 for full-time and $50 for part-time. 
 
Sumstine motioned to approve the Employee Appreciation Turkey/Ham Gift Certificates and Chamber Bucks in the Amount of $100 for 
full-time and $50 for part-time.  Schneider seconded.

Schneider motioned to approve the Selling/Vending per Minden Municipal Code Sec. 58-1 on Friday, November 15, 2024 from 3:00 
p.m. – 9:00 p.m. on the 300 block of E 5th Street eastbound and westbound.  Bunger seconded. 
 
Krings stated this is the annual Ladies Night Out event sponsored by the Chamber of Commerce.  Yant asked about sales tax collected 
by vendors.  Krings replied they are supposed to collect it and turn it into the state.  The City is not able to monitor that.  On roll call, the 
following voted aye: Bunger, Sumstine, Yant, and Schneider. Motion carried.
