April 21, 2025 
 
The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in regular session in the Council Chambers, pursuant to 
advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy 
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and 
the Post Office. A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk. 
 
Mayor Evans called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: David Bunger, Teresa Sumstine, 
and Alyssa Schneider. Absent: Council Member Jack Yant.  The following City Officials were present: Mayor Larry Evans, City Attorney 
Andrew Olson, City Administrator Michael Krings, and City Clerk Abbey Jordan. 
 
All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public. 
 
After roll was called, Mayor Evans led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.  
 
Then Evans made the following statement:

Jordan reviewed the Treasury Report ending 
with the City treasury at $10.6 million which is an increase of $323,695.43 from February.  On roll call, the following voted aye: Bunger, 
Sumstine, and Schneider.  Absent and not voting: Yant.  Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #8, Consider Approval of Budget Report, March 2025. 
 
Schneider motioned to approve the March 2025 Budget Report.  Jordan stated no new notes for the budget.  Things look good.  Evans 
stated the projected revenues are slightly behind for the year.  Jordan replied the electric and water revenues will increase with the 
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summer months.  Bunger seconded.  On roll call, the following voted aye: Bunger, Sumstine, and Schneider.  Absent and not voting: 
Yant.  Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #9, Public Hearing, Condemnation Hearing for the Property known as 530 N. Tower Avenue or more Particularly 
Described as Lot 9, Block 16, Railroad Addition, Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska. 
 
Olson opened the hearing at 6:11 p.m.  Craig Lupkes, 603 N. Tower wishes to have the property condemned if it isn’t going to be 
maintained.  James Hays, property owner, is against the condemnation.  Upon receipt of notice of the hearing, Hays met with Krings, 
Evans, and Development Services Director Justin Cline.  Hays goal is to exist peacefully with the City and has reduced his properties 
from 25 down to 13.  530 N Tower just got a new roof on the property, but the house has been empty for quite a while.  Hays did meet 
with Benson concerning a widow maker tree branch that was actually growing out and wasn’t a danger.  Hays asked Benson to clean 
up the branches after the new roof was put on.  Hays asked for 30 days to get work done on the property and comply with code 
violations. 
 
The hearing was closed at 6:17 p.m.  No action was taken. 
 
Agenda Item #10, Consider Issuance of Order of Condemnation for the Property known as 530 N. Tower Avenue or more Particularly 
Described as Lot 9, Block 16, Railroad Addition, Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska. 
 
Sumstine motioned to Issue an Order of Condemnation for 530 N Tower to make repairs making the foundation, floor, wall, celing, roof, 
windows, and doors weathertight, watertight, and rodent proof within 90 days or the City may proceed to demolish the building at the 
expiration of the 90 days.  Schneider seconded. 
 
Evans wishes to see action taken.  Bunger agrees to the 90 days but wishes to have Hays report back in 30 days on progress made. 
 
Schneider motioned to postpone the Order of Condemnation until May 19, 2025 council meeting.  Bunger seconded.  On roll call, the 
following voted aye: Bunger, Sumstine, and Schneider.  Absent and not voting: Yant.  Motion carried. 
 
The motion for Order of Condemnation remains open until May 19, 2025.  The agenda item will be revisited at the May 19, 2025 
council meeting.
