The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in regular session in the Council Chambers, pursuant to
advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and
the Post Office. A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Evans called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: David Bunger, Jack Yant, and
Alyssa Schneider. Council Member Teresa Sumstine arrived at 6:03 p.m. The following City Officials were present: Mayor Larry Evans,
City Attorney Andrew Olson, City Administrator Michael Krings, and City Clerk Abbey Jordan.

All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.
After roll was called, Mayor Evans led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Then Evans made the following statement:

Agenda Item #6, Consider Approval of a Consider Approval of a Special Designated Liquor License for Windmill Studios at the
Kearney County Fairgrounds for a Reception on June 7, 2025 from 12:00 p.m. to 1:00 a.m.

Yant motioned to approve the Special Designated Liquor License for Windmill Studios at the Kearney County Fairgrounds for a
Reception on June 7, 2025 from 12:00 p.m. to 1:00 a.m. Schneider seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Sumstine, Yant,
and Schneider. Abstain: Bunger. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #7, Consider Approval of the Creation of a Police Sergeant Position within the Minden Police Department and the
Associated Pay Scale as Presented.

Bunger motioned to approve the Creation of a Police Sergeant Position within the Minden Police Department and the Associated Pay
Scale as Presented. Sumstine seconded. Jarvis Kring, Police Chief, requested the addition of this position which the City formerly
had. The Police Captain position was added during the former Chief's tenure which was an administrative position.

The Sergeant position will aid in the supervisory part of the department and will take on some administrative duties. It will be a night
shift position and will be out patrolling. This will aid the Chief in allowing him to balance the administrative duties with time spent
patrolling. The Sergeant will attend a supervising class at the Nebraska Law Enforcement Training Center. Kring clarified the
Sergeant is an introductory supervisory position and the Captain is an administrative position.

Krings clarified the creation of the position is to add it to the pay plan. On roll call, the following voted aye: Bunger, Sumstine, Yant,
and Schneider. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #8, Consider Setting a Hearing for Possible Condemnation of the Property known as 1348 N. Colorado Avenue, Minden,
Nebraska.

Yant motioned to set condemnation hearing for June 2, 2025 at 6:00 p.m. at City Hall for 1348 N. Colorado Ave, Minden, Nebraska.
Schneider seconded. Krings reminded all this is not considering the property for condemnation. Itis only to set a hearing date. Krings
did speak to the property owner today and she is aware of the situation.

On roll call, the following voted aye: Bunger, Sumstine, Yant, and Schneider. Motion carried.
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Agenda Item #9, Consider Approval of the Scope of Services Agreement with Olsson & Associates to Engineer the Construction of N.
Tower Avenue from Highway 34 to 12th Street, not to exceed $45,000.

Krings stated there was an error on the agenda and the memo as the amount not to exceed should be $45,500. Yant motioned to
approve the Scope of Services Agreement with Olsson & Associates to Engineer the Construction of N. Tower Avenue from Highway
34 to 12th Street, not to exceed $45,500. Sumstine seconded.

Nate Jensen, Olsson Associates, stated this is for the drainage and paving design of Tower Avenue from Highway 34 to 12t Street. It
also includes 11t Street and 12t Street from Tower Avenue to Highway 10. The agreement is for the surveying through bidding
services. Krings stated this area is being done due to potential development due to the properties being sold. This agreement doesn’t
approve the paving. Itis only for the design. Olsson Associates will be bringing their estimates back to the City. There are some
areas that already have curbing that will be utilized.

Krings stated the area is already blighted and TIF financing could be used. The TIF funds would be applied to bonds. Krings is hoping
to utilize the City’s sales tax funds received to pay the bonds in addition to the TIF funds. Bunger asked the condition of the water and
sewer mains under these streets.

On roll call, the following voted aye: Bunger, Sumstine, Yant, and Schneider. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #10, Adjournment

Yant motioned to adjourn at 6:20 p.m. and Schneider seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Bunger, Sumstine, Yant, and
Schneider. Meeting adjourned.
