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Minutes of Council Meeting 
City of Minden, Nebraska 
July 21, 2025 
 
The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in regular session in the Council Chambers, pursuant to 
advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy 
thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and 
the Post Office. A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk. 
 
Mayor Evans called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: David Bunger, Teresa Sumstine, 
and Jack Yant.  Absent: Alyssa Schneider. The following City Officials were present: Mayor Larry Mayor Evans, City Attorney Andrew 
Olson, City Administrator Michael City Administrator Krings, and City Clerk Abbey Jordan. 
 
All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public. 
 
After roll was called, Mayor Evans led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.  
 
Then Mayor Evans made the following statement: 

 
“Pursuant to the Open Meetings Act and Public Records Law Requirements a current copy of the Open Meetings Act is 
posted for public inspection on the east wall of the Council Chambers. In addition, for public inspection, there is located on the 
table to the south of the chairs in the Council Chambers, a copy of the Council packet that was distributed to the members of 
the Council prior to this meeting. 
 
The council will take comments on an agenda item, not related to a public hearing, during the public forum only. Please state 
your name and address prior to commenting.” 
 

Agenda Item #3, Council Announcements. Evans provided an update on the City’s water problem.  Since the July 7th meeting, the City 
has met with JEO, an engineering firm, and will be meeting with their water specialist July 22nd.  The City has also met with Olsson 
Associates, the city’s current engineering firm to look at other options for treating the water.  These are short term fixes.  Also, well #3 
was back in service on July 16th and has better water than well #5 and well #6.  Ryan Hurst, former Minden resident and utilities 
superintendent, met with the city on July 18th reviewing the data and making suggestions.  These are all looking at short-term solutions. 
 
For a possible long-term solution, Evans believes the city needs to look at another wellfield.  Evans visited with the local well driller and 
is getting water samples from around Minden specifically NW a couple of miles away.  Krings is looking at grant options.  The 2014 
water study must be updated or redone to apply for grants.  The water is an on-going problem and will take time.  The City will continue 
to provide updates. 
 
Sumstine asked if the wells abandoned at Minden West Estates could be reinstated?  Evans replied that one was a submergible and 
Yant added the other was an irrigation well.  Jordan stated the irrigation rights were sold as well. 
 
Agenda Item #4, Public Forum.  James Hays, 5150 W 70th St of Kearney, NE is the owner of 530 N. Tower in Minden.  All windows are 
installed and sealed.  All siding is up.  A new roof was put on.  The interior will be demolished and new flooring installed.   
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Hays has class c properties and will argue they are necessary in a city and are in process of downsizing.  Believes the property looks 
considerably better than the July 16th pictures provided to the council.  Hays will install gutters over the porch.

Sumstine motioned to approve the consent agenda and Bunger seconded. Yant stated there was a mistake on a library claim as it said 
window cleaning for the fire hall.  Yant asked about the rebate claims.  Jordan provided the rebate process stating the City pays the 
electrical customer for NPPD rebates and NPPD deducts that amount off the City’s bill for electricity purchased.  On roll call, the 
following voted aye: Bunger, Sumstine, and Yant.  Absent and not voting: Schneider.  Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #6, Consider Approval of Treasury Report, June 2025. 
 
Bunger motioned to approve the June 2025 Treasury Report and Yant seconded.  Jordan reviewed the current status of the Treasury 
with the tax funds down $10,000 and the enterprise funds are down almost $47,000.  Overall, the city’s Treasury is $10.5 million which 
is down almost $55,000 from May.  Bond interest payments were made in June.  On roll call, the following voted aye: Bunger, 
Sumstine, and Yant.  Absent and not voting: Schneider.  Motion carried. 
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Agenda Item #7, Consider Approval of Budget Report, June 2025. 
 
Yant motioned to approve the June 2025 Budget Report and Bunger seconded.  Jordan reviewed the revenues and expenses of all 
funds.  On roll call, the following voted aye: Bunger, Sumstine, and Yant.  Absent and not voting: Schneider.  Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #8, Review Status of the Order of Condemnation for the Property known as 530 N. Tower Avenue or more Particularly 
Described as Lot 9, Block 16, Railroad Addition, Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska and Take Action. 
 

Bunger motioned to rescind the Order of Condemnation for the Property known as 530 N. Tower Avenue or more Particularly 
Described as Lot 9, Block 16, Railroad Addition, Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska and authorize a $10 payment to the Kearney 
County Clerk for filing fees.  Sumstine seconded.   
 
Yant asked Hays for an estimate when the house will be ready for sale or rent?  Hays stated it was difficult to answer but is giving it 
very high priority.  Very little is left on the outside.  It may be done in two months.  On roll call, the following voted aye: Bunger, 
Sumstine, and Yant.  Absent and not voting: Schneider.  Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #9, Consider Setting a Hearing for Possible Condemnation of the Property known as 358 S. Nance Avenue or more 
Particularly Described as Lot A in NE ¼ 13-6-15 Hayes Subdivision, Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska.   
 
Yant motioned to set a Hearing for Possible condemnation for August 18, 2025, at 6:00 p.m. at City Hall for 358 S. Nance Avenue or 
more Particularly Described as Lot A in NE ¼ 13-6-15 Hayes Subdivision, Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska.  Bunger seconded.  On 
roll call, the following voted aye: Bunger, Sumstine, and Yant.  Absent and not voting: Schneider.  Motion carried. 
 
Agenda Item #10, Consider Approval to Accept the Bid from Wilke Contracting in the Amount of $37,160 to Construct a Sidewalk from 
8th Street to Highway 6. 
 
Evans stated the project has been in the works since 2017.  Sumstine motioned to accept the Bid from Wilke Contracting in the Amount 
of $37,160 to Construct a Sidewalk from 8th Street to Highway 6.  Bunger seconded.   
 
Krings stated BNSF was on site a couple of weeks ago.  The state has approved the project and has done their portion by installing the 
push buttons and moved the curb back.  The sidewalk will be 8 feet wide including redoing part of the driveway for CPI.  Signs will be 
on each side of the railroad providing notice when a train is coming.  There will be ADA accessibility.  The city has to get the sidewalk 
up to the railroad.  The railroad will place the pads between the rails and the city will have to do a little finish work in between with 
asphalt.   
 
On roll call, the following voted aye: Bunger, Sumstine, and Yant.  Absent and not voting: Schneider.  Motion carried.
