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Minutes of Council Meeting
City of Minden, Nebraska
September 15, 2025

The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in regular session in the Council Chambers,
pursuant to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown
by the copy thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange
Bank & Trust Co., and the Post Office. A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Evans called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: David Bunger, Teresa
Sumstine, Jack Yant, and Alyssa Schneider. The following City Officials were present: Mayor Larry Evans, City Attorney Andrew
Olson, City Administrator Michael Krings, and City Clerk Abbey Jordan.

All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.
Atter roll was called, Mayor Evans led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Then Mayor Evans made the following statement:

“Pursuant to the Open Meetings Act and Public Records Law Requirements a current copy of the Open Meetings Act is
posted for public inspection on the east wall of the Council Chambers. In addition, for public inspection, there is located
on the table to the south of the chairs in the Council Chambers, a copy of the Council packet that was distributed to the
members of the Council prior to this meeting.

The council will take comments on an agenda item, not related to a public hearing, during the public forum only. Please
state your name and address prior to commenting.”

Agenda Item #3, Council Announcements. Bunger reminded all of the Library’s Touch-A-Truck event is Saturday, September
27, Krings stated the community open house on the wellness center is at the Opera House on Tuesday at 6:00 p.m. Krings
provided an update on the city's water. There was a bit of pink water leaving the plant. The water going to the plant has been
pink due to the treatment of the water to remove the manganese. Last week a little bit of pink water left the plant. The
treatment has been backed off and therefore the manganese levels have increased a bit.

Agenda Item #4, Public Forum. Cyndi Reeves, 226 S. Hubbard, asked the long-term plans for the water? Krings responded
that a grant has been applied for to do a study to provide long-term solutions for the water. The timeframe depends upon award
of the grant and release of funds. The study will be done by an engineering firm.

Bunger motioned to approve the consent agenda and Schneider seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Bunger,
Sumstine, Yant, and Schneider. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #6, Consider Approval of Treasury Report, August 2025.

Schneider motioned to approve the August 2025 Treasury Report and Yant seconded. Jordan presented the August treasury
report. The total city treasury is approximately $10.6 million which is down almost $98,000 from July. Evans added Senator
Lonowski contacted him due to our audit not being finished and the city not receiving their highway allocations. On roll call, the
following voted aye: Sumstine, Bunger, Yant, and Schneider. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #7, Consider Approval of Budget Report, August 2025.

Yant motioned to approve the August 2025 Budget Report. Bunger seconded. Jordan stated all funds are looking good being
in the 11" month of the budget year. A large property tax payment will be received in September. On roll call, the following
voted aye: Bunger, Sumstine, Yant, and Schneider. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #8, Consider Approval of Wholesale Power Contract with NPPD.
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Yant motioned to approve the Wholesale Power Contract with NPPD. Schneider seconded. Krings mentioned the City is in the
middle of a contract with NPPD that doesn’t expire until 2035. The City buys wholesale power from NPPD who generates it and
then the City sells it to our residents and businesses. Currently there is a demand across the state and the country that hasn’t
been seen before and NPPD needs to look at generating more power. They will need to invest hundreds of millions in this. In
order for NPPD to get financing, they need to have long-term contracts in place with their customers. The City of Minden was
part of a group of about 15 communities that hired a consultant to serve as our liaison to serve our best interests. On roll call,
the following voted aye: Bunger, Sumstine, Yant, and Schneider. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #9, Consider Approval of NPPD Project #5587000 in the amount of $88,527.34 located between Hillcrest and
Park.

Bunger motioned to approve the NPPD Project #5587000 in the amount of $88,527.34 located between Hillcrest and Park.
Sumstine seconded. Krings added the pole on 1st street has been on the project list to be replaced as it is rotten at the bottom.
Upon further review, it would be best to make the lines from the pole to the north underground. On roll call, the following voted
aye: Bunger, Sumstine, Yant, and Schneider. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #10, Public Hearing for Street Improvement District 2025-1.

Olson opened the public hearing at 6:17 p.m. and asked for anyone in favor of the District to speak. Nick Ridgeway of
Jacobsen Orr representing KAAPA Ethanol stated they are in favor of the project. He believes all of the statutory requirements
have been met.

Next were those against the project. Heath Anderbery, 606 W. 3 in Axtell, wants to know how this project is beneficial to more
than just one party despite both having to pay for it. The field that is adjacent to this project already has paved access. Why is
this improvement needed? How does it benefit both parties who may have to pay for it? At the first meeting this was proposed,
it was voted against unanimously. What has changed since then? Also, who has paid for the access improvements in the past?
Why is this improvement different? Anderbery’s conclusion is there is a different landowner involved now. There is no benefit
to the private landowner adjacent to the project other than KAAPA when there is already paved access. KAAPA already has
paved access 200 yards to the north of where this is being proposed and doesn’t understand why this is needed?

Dave Anderbery, 495 L Road of Axtell, asked if there would be another meeting on the funding of this? Olson stated the council
can't answer questions at this time but can address them during the next agenda item. Isn’t sure how this benefits himself and
thinks KAAPA is throwing a tax on him. D. Anderbery farms there. The only way it will increase the value of his ground is if
something on the property needed paved access. The taxes will be unbelievable and cannot recuperate the cost of the district.
Matt Wells, 531 N Road of Axtell, came over to witness the absurdity of statute application.

The hearing was closed at 6:22 p.m. No action was taken.

Agenda Item #11, Consider Approval of an Ordinance Authorizing the Issuance and Sale of Bond Anticipation Notes, not to
exceed $700,000.

Bunger introduced Ordinance No. 1306 for its first reading.
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ORDINANCE NO. 1306
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE AND SALE OF BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES,
SERIES 2025, OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, NEBRASKA, OF THE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF NOT TO
EXCEED SEVEN HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS ($700,0000 FOR THE PURPOSE OF
PROVIDING INTERIM FINANCING FOR A PORTION OF THE COSTS OF CONSTRUCTING
IMPROVEMENTS IN STREET IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT NO. 2025-1, PENDING THE ISSUANCE
OF PERMANENT GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS; PRESCRIBING THE FORM OF SAID NOTES;
AGREEING TO ISSUE GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS TO PAY THE NOTES AT MATURITY OR
TO PAY THE NOTES FROM OTHER AVAILABLE FUNDS; FIXING CERTAIN TERMS OF THE
NOTES AND AUTHORIZING THE FIXING OF OTHER TERMS OF THE NOTES; AND, ENTERING

INTO A CONTRACT ON BEHALF OF THE CITY WITH THE HOLDERS OF SAID NOTES; AND
PROVIDING FOR PUBLICATION OF THIS ORDINANCE IN PAMPHLET FORM.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
MINDEN, NEBRASKA:

Section 1. The Mayor and City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska (the “City”’) hereby find
and determine that by an Ordinance of the City heretofore adopted, Street Improvement District No. 2025-1
(the “Street District”), were heretofore created pursuant to Section 17-509, R.R.S. Neb., as amended; that
Olsson Associates, the engineers for the City, have prepared estimates for the cost of construction of the
improvements in the aforesaid Districts; that bids have been opened and tabulated; that the City has entered
into contracts for construction of the improvements; and, that there has been placed on file the City’s
engineer’s estimate showing that the City’s costs, including costs of engineering and costs of issuance and
underwriting and a portion of interest to accrue on said notes during construction, is estimated to equal or
exceed $700,000; that it is necessary for the City to have funds available to meet its payment obligations under
the terms of contracts for the cost of the improvements to be constructed relative to the aforesaid Districts and
to provide for payment of a portion of the interest accruing on the Notes authorized herein prior to their

maturity, pending the completion of improvements and issuance of permanent financing pursuant to Sections

17-516, 17-520, R.R.S. Neb., as amended, and other applicable Sections; that the City has authority under
Section 10-137, R.R.S. Neb., as amended, to issue notes for the purpose of providing interim financing for
the construction of said improvements, including a portion of the interest to accrue on such notes and the costs
of issuance thereof, all as set out above; that all conditions, acts and things required by law to exist or to be
done precedent to the issuance of Bond Anticipation Notes, Series 2025, in the amount of not to exceed
$700,000, to pay a portion of the costs of the aforesaid improvements, the costs of issuance of said notes and
a portion of the interest to accrue on said notes, do exist and have been done as required by law.

Section 2. For the purpose of providing interim financing for the costs set out in Section 1 pending
the issuance of permanent general obligation bonds by the City, there shall be and there are hereby ordered
issued bond anticipation notes of the City of Minden, Nebraska, to be known as “Bond Anticipation Notes,
Series 2025” of the aggregate principal amount of not to exceed Seven Hundred Thousand Dollars ($700,000)
(herein referred to as the “Notes” or the “notes”), consisting of fully registered notes numbered from 1
upwards in the order of issuance, in the denomination of $5,000 each, or integral multiples thereof. The Notes
shall bear interest at the rates per annum and become due and bear such other terms as set forth in a designation
of final terms, which may be in the form of a note purchase agreement, (the “Designation’) subject to and in
accordance with the following:

The Mayor, City Administrator or City Clerk/Treasurer (each, an “Authorized Officer”’) may

negotiate for the sale of the Notes in one or more series with an underwriting discount of not

more than 2.00% of the principal amount thereof (which sale price may be adjusted to take

into account any original issue discount or original issue premium), with Northland Securities,

Inc. (the “Underwriter”). In connection with and as a part of such sale or sales, an Authorized

Officer shall fix (which may be done in connection with a Purchase Agreement between the

City and the Underwriter) (a) the series designation of such series of Notes; (b) the final

maturity of such series of the Notes, which shall not be later than December 15, 2028; (c) the

principal amount of such series of the Notes; provided, however that the aggregate stated
principal amount of all series of Notes shall not exceed the aggregate stated amount of
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$700,000 but may be less than that amount; (d) the rate or rates of interest to be borne by each

maturity of such series of the Notes, provided that the Notes shall not bear interest at a true

interest cost in excess of 7.00% per annum; (e) the date or dates upon which semiannual

interest shall be payable, and the record date for the purpose of determining the owners of each

series of the Notes for the payments of interest; (f) the date or dates upon which such series of

the Notes will be subject to redemption at the option of the City; (g) the identity of the Paying

Agent and Registrar for each series of the Notes and the form and contents of any agreement

or agreements under which the Paying Agent and Registrar would serve in such respective

capacities with respect to each series of the Notes; and (h) all such other terms and provisions

of the Notes not otherwise fixed or established by this Ordinance. Upon the delivery of and

payment for each series of the Notes, the Underwriter also shall pay to the City the interest

accrued on such series of the Notes from the date thereof to the date of delivery of and payment

therefor, all as an Authorized Officer may establish acting on behalf of the City and as may be

agreed to by the Underwriter.
Interest on the Notes shall be payable on such dates as shall be determined in the Designation. The principal
of said notes and any interest due on said notes upon maturity or earlier call for redemption shall be payable
at the office of the City Treasurer of the City of Minden, Nebraska, as Paying Agent and Registrar, upon
presentation and surrender of the note or notes when due or when called for payment prior to maturity. The
payment of interest on said notes, falling due prior to maturity or call for redemption, shall be made by the
Paying Agent and Registrar to the registered owners by mailing payment to the address of such registered
owner or owners thereof as such address shall appear on the note register maintained by said Paying Agent
and Registrar. The record date for each interest payment date (the “Record Date”) shall be the fifteenth day
immediately preceding the interest payment date. Payments of interest shall be mailed to the registered owner
of each note as of the Record Date for each interest payment date.

Section 3. The City Treasurer of the City of Minden, Nebraska, (or such other entity as may be
determined in the Designation) is hereby designated as Paying Agent and Registrar for the Bond Anticipation

Notes herein ordered issued and is hereby authorized to make payments of interest and principal from funds

available for such purposes as provided herein as the same fall due. The Paying Agent and Registrar shall
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keep and maintain for the City books for the registration and transfer of the Notes. The names and registered
addresses of the registered owner or owners of the Notes shall at all times be recorded in such books. Any
Note may be transferred pursuant to its provisions by said Paying Agent and Registrar by surrender of such
Note for cancellation, accompanied by a written instrument of transfer, in form satisfactory to said Paying
Agent and Registrar, duly executed by the registered owner in person or by his duly authorized agent, and
thereupon the Paying Agent and Registrar on behalf of the City will deliver (or send by registered mail to the
transferee owner or owners thereof at such transferee owner’s or owners’ risk and expense), registered in the
name of such transferee owner or owners, a new note or notes of the same series, interest rate, aggregate
principal amount and maturity. To the extent of the denominations authorized for the notes by this ordinance,
one note may be transferred for several such notes of the same series, interest rate and maturity, and for a like
aggregate principal amount, and several such notes may be transferred for one or several such notes,
respectively of the same series, interest rate and maturity and for a like aggregate principal amount. In every
case of transfer of a note, the surrendered note shall be canceled and destroyed. All notes issued upon transfer
of the notes so surrendered shall be valid obligations of the City evidencing the same obligations as the notes
surrendered and shall be entitled to all the benefits and protection of this ordinance to the same extent as the
notes upon transfer of which they were delivered. The City and said Paying Agent and Registrar shall not be
required to transfer any note during any period from any Record Date until its immediately following interest
payment date or to transfer any note called for redemption for a period of 30 days next preceding the date
fixed for redemption.

Section 4. Said Notes shall be executed on behalf of the City with the manual or facsimile

signatures of the Mayor and Clerk and shall have the City’s seal imprinted or impressed on each Note. Said
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Notes shall not be valid and binding on the City until authenticated by the Paying Agent and Registrar. The
City and the Paying Agent and Registrar shall not be required to transfer any Note during the period from any
Record Date to the next following interest payment date transfer any Note called for redemption for a period
of 30 days next preceding the date fixed for redemption.

Section 5. Said notes shall be substantially in the following form:

This note is one of an issue of notes numbered from 1 upwards in order of issuance, of the total
principal amount of Dollars ($ ) in the denomination of $5,000 or
integral multiples thereof, of even date and like tenor herewith, issued by the City of Minden for the purpose
of providing interim financing to pay a portion of the cost of constructing improvements in Street
Improvement District No. 2025-1, to pay the cost of issuance of said notes and to pay a portion of the interest
to accrue on said notes, pending the issuance of permanent general obligation bonds. The issuance of this
note and the other notes of this issue has been lawfully authorized by ordinance duly passed, signed and
published by the Mayor and City Council of said City in strict compliance with Section 10-137, Reissue
Revised Statues of Nebraska, as amended, and all other applicable laws.

The City agrees that the principal and interest of this note shall be payable from the proceeds of the
issuance and sale of its general obligation bonds, the issuance and sale of its bond anticipation notes, or from
other monies of the City lawfully available for such purposes.

The City reserves the right to issue additional Bond Anticipation Notes for the purpose of paying
the balance of the costs of the projects financed in part by this issue of notes or of other improvement
projects of the City, for the purpose of refunding the notes of this issue at or prior to maturity and for the
purpose of paying for additional improvements for the City. The ordinance under which these notes are
issued constitutes an irrevocable contract between the City and the holders of all of said notes and said
contract cannot be changed or altered without the written consent of the holders of seventy-five percent

(75%) in principal amount of the notes of this series then outstanding.

Agenda Item #13, Discussion of “Local” Support of Minden per Agenda Item Request by Kevin Krull.

Kevin Krull, 418 Country Club Drive, read a prepared statement. Over the course of 45 years in business, I've experienced my
fair share of account losses. | understand that decisions shift, markets change, and relationships evolve. I've never taken these
losses personally-until now. And to be clear, it's not the loss of the City's business that strikes this chord. It's the nature of the
decision, the precedent it sets, and what it signals for the community.

What unfolded, in my opinion, was a real turning point-not just for me or for Jones Group, but for the future integrity of Minden's
leadership and the spirit of our "Shop mINden" values. | was pleased with the open discussion about the carrier options, but
deeply disappointed with the final vote and the broader implications it carries. Our city's motto calls us to put "IN" in bold-to shop
local, support one another, and keep our tax dollars, jobs, and relationships rooted right here. But the decision was the opposite.
I've heard Jack question many times in council meetings when seeing the expense report that we need to shop LOCAL.

Our staff has had the honor of serving the City of Minden for over 16 years, bringing options, expertise, and a level of service
that only a neighbor can provide. We've gone to market for you. We've advocated for you. We've fought for strong coverage,
claims reconciliation, and better pricing on your behalf, even though it wasn't the easy route. That's what local stewardship looks
like.

But what we witnessed instead was a shift toward outside allegiance. An influence that, while technically recused, had the feel
that shaped the vote in a way that undermined both neutrality and local support. | did not get the sense it was a neutral process,
and it wasn't one that prioritized the good of the whole for Minden.

It's not just that you chose an outside pool over two viable carriers. It's that you removed a vital layer of community-based
service. You removed a voice at the table who knows your properties, your people, your risks, and your long-term history. And
in return, you've added new risk. A real risk to the city and its taxpayers by placing your future in the hands of a shared pool
that, by design, prioritizes the group over the individual. That may come at a much greater cost in a worst-case scenario.

When decisions prioritize out-of-town services over local ones, we unintentionally send a message: that the skills, businesses,
and hard-working families right here in Minden aren't worth investing in. It's not just about dollars. It's about dignity,
relationships, and reciprocal support. Just as we honor and depend on our local teachers, healthcare workers, and licensed
professionals to support our children and communities too, we must honor our local businesses, contractors, and entrepreneurs
who give back daily through their presence, patronage, and care.

What's hardest for me to reconcile is that this decision wasn't made with any significant cost savings to justify it. It wasn't about
money. It was a choice to devalue local presence, local contribution, and the long-standing relationship we've worked so hard to
maintain. The City of Minden's budget is just over 16 million total. The decision to go "outside" of Minden is based on
.0002375% of the total budget.

What's more, this decision takes real revenue out of Minden. It diverts business away from those who live here, shop here, and
raise their families here. Jones Group is made up of nine local families who pay taxes here, support the community here, and
give back to this town every day. When city leadership chooses not to support its own, it sends a message that those
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contributions are expendable. That hurts not because we lost an account, but because we lost an opportunity to lead by
example.

| will continue to support our community in every way | can. My heart beats for Minden. | live here, work here, and will always
root for this place and its people. | personally support over 50 businesses and then proceeded to list them all.

Thank you for your partnership over the years. | hold no ill will-only a deep sense of sadness that this moment may be
remembered not as a decision in the city's best interest, but as the day we turned away from one another when we had the
chance to stand together. It's not too late to make another choice.

ORDINANCE NO. 1307

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 94, ARTICLE Ill, OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE CITY OF MINDEN,
KEARNEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA, BY AMENDING SECTIONS 94-66, 94-67, AND 94-68 AS THE SAME RELATES TO
ZONING DISTRICTS; AND PROVIDING FOR THE PUBLICATION OF THIS ORDINANCE IN PAMPHLET FORM.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, NEBRASKA:

Section 1. That Section 94-66 be amended in the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska,
to read as follows:

Section 94-66. — R1 residential district use regulations.

(a) Permitted uses. In the R1 residential district the following buildings and uses are permitted:
(1) Residences, including single-family residences and two-family residences, but not including multiple
dwellings, hotels, tourist accommodations, trailer parks or boardinghouses and lodginghouses. A
boardinghouse or lodginghouse is a house in which two or more persons pay for their room and meals and
such persons are not members of the immediate family of the owner or tenant of the house.
(2) Churches, Sunday schools, and other places of worship.
(3) Public and parochial schools.
(4) Public buildings, libraries, and publicly owned parks, playgrounds and community centers.
(5) Child day care centers licensed by the state department of social services, private clubs, private lodges,
private social and recreational buildings and grounds for games, sports, and camping, including publicly or
privately operated playgrounds, open to the public without charge.
(6) Hospitals or sanitariums and charitable institutions.
(7) Telephone exchanges, static transformer stations and public utility, water or gas installations, but such
uses shall be permitted only if there is no yard for service or storage and no garage.
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(8) Accessory or secondary buildings, structures or uses, subordinate and customarily incidental to and
located in the same lot with any of the foregoing principal uses, provided that no person who is not a
resident of the premises shall be employed in such accessory or secondary use thereof.

(b) Height and area requirements. The required height and area regulations in the R1 residential district are as

Section 2. That Section 94-67 be amended in the Municipal Code of the City of Minden, Kearney County, Nebraska,
to read as follows:

(1) Residences, including single-family residences, two-family residences and multiple dwellings, but not
including hotels or tourist accommodations. Multiple dwellings shall include apartment houses, row houses,
and other residential structures providing permanent living accommodations for three or more families.
(2) Boardinghouses and lodginghouses not primarily for transient guests and not intended as tourist
accommodations.
(3) Churches, Sunday schools and other places of worship.
(4) Public and parochial schools.
(5) Public buildings, libraries, publicly owned parks, playgrounds, community centers and child day care
centers licensed by the state department of social services.
(6) Private clubs, private lodges, private social and recreational buildings and grounds for games, sports
and camping, including publicly or privately operated playgrounds open to the public without charge.
(7) Hospitals or sanitariums and charitable institutions.
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(8) Telephone exchanges, static transformer stations and public utility, water or gas installations, but such
uses shall be permitted only if there is no yard for service or storage and no garage.

(11) Video rental stores by special use permit only, which special use permit shall expire at the end of the
two years from its issuance, at which time the owner may apply for another two-year special use permit.
